Funeral services for Franeis Asbury
Springer, well known as an educator in
Washington, who died at the age of sev-
enty-two years yvesterday evening shortly
before 7 o'clock at Garfield Hospital, after
an fllness of one dav, of abdominal trou-
ble, will be held tomorrow afternoon at 2
o'clock at McKendree M. E. Church, with
Rev. Edgar Cordell Powers, pastor of
Brookland M. E. Church, of which Mr.
Springer was a member, officiating. Rev.
John Reid Shannon, pastor of the Metro-
politan M. E. Church; Rev. E. T. Mow-
bray, pastor of McKendree M. E&. Church;

Native of Maine,

Mr. Springer was borm in Portland,
Me., November 13, 1839. He prepared
for college at Hallowell Academy, Hal-
lowell, Me.,, and at Maine Waesleyan
Seminary, Kent's Hill, Me. He entered
Wesleyan University, Middletown,

Conn., and after a year there trans-
ferred his connection to the North-
western University, Evanston, IlL, of
which institution he was graduated
with a degree of AL M. He was a mem-
ber of the faculty of Rock River Semi-
nary, Mount Morris, 111, for some time
as professor of Latin and Greek. He
came to Washington in 1861, and be-
came principal of the West End Eng-
lish, Classical and Mathematical
Academy, and later supervising prin-
cipal of one of the divisions of the

ashington public schools and princi-
pal of the night high school. He was
a member of the Alpha Delta Phi Fra-
ternity.

Prof. Springer was particularly well
known for his work as a private tutor,
preparing candidates for college and
for the Naval and Military academies.
He was a recognized authority on the
Spanish language and also conversed
in many others.

Had Many Affiliations.

Mr. Springer was for many years asso-
clated with the Y. M. C. A., and he was
