NATIONAL NEXT SEASON

The out'oine of the national commis¬

sions prohlnir of the ticket scandal dur-
ing the world's series will be watched
with interest. ;iui] yet the chances are

that it will result as have so many pre¬
vious similar investigations, with a white¬
wash. That t here was sometiiinK wron#
in New York so far as t!ie world's series
tickets were concerned ihere is ur» doubt,
but unless all sipns fail the evidence to

pi-iive this will not he so easy to pro-
do e.

This year's experience should bring
;'l»Mjt one resolution tin the part of the
(untmi-slon, and that is that in the fu¬
ture it will not allow any cluh to handle
its tickets during the world's series. In
fin i. no <>ne can understand why the New
Vork club was allowe<l to do this when it
had l«-en announced years before that
thi- commission would dispose of the tick¬
ets' during all world's series.
I'uder existing conditions there is no

chance to prevent ticket scalping. It is
possible for an.'. one to put a lot of boys
in line and purchase hundreds of tickets
to be sold at advanced rates later. The
Pittsburgh club seems to have solved the
problem, however, and it is trying to
have the . ii> council pass an ordinance
making it a fe'onv to sell any ticket at
advar- f,i prict s Such a law would ab¬
solutely eliminate the scalpers and pro¬
tect the public.

tin- country got together and combined in
some manner t>> i»r«»t... t the fans from be¬
ing imposed upon by insincere perform¬
ers. The now boxing: commission li:.s set
a splendid example in calling some of
the boxers to account for not living up
to their contracts, and th<> promoters
niiijiit follow suit now and see tbat b.¦<-
ers who fail to give honest exhibitions be
barred from their clubs. Jack M'-<Juig.in.
manager of the National Athletic <"lub at
Pliiladelpiiia, has t tk» n tin- bull by tin¬
horns and has announced the barring- for¬
ever of four men who had an idea that
they could dictate terms and box as thcx
pleased for the crowd. I>. .1 Tortoricli of
New i irlcans has followed suit and has
barred a couple of men. and it is up to
the New York clubs to pet busy and tar
several more. When these fellows dis¬
cover that they are being gradually
worked out of all clubs they will probably
take a tumble to the fact that they must
act on the square with all parties.
The New York commission might qo

still farther and see that boxers who have
violated tneir contracts in other parts of
the country are barred from that city
and siate. Take, for instance, the case of
Hugh D. M intosh of Australia. There
are four prominent boxers in the states
now who have all signed contracts to go
to Australia, and then, after putting the
man to a few-hundred dollars in expense
through cables, etc.. they calmly saj
they w.ll not go. They do not offer to re¬
imburse the promoter for the expense he
lias been put to in arranging the details
and the loss he is put to in arrang tit; for
steamer pas-ages an 1 advance advertis¬
ing.
The New Orleans clubs have been

treated in a similar manner by time
other boxers, but Promoter Tortorieh
intends to take the matter up with
the New York commission and protest
against these- men being permitted to
till dates there until they have fulfilled
their southern contracts.
And while the promoters are at it

they might as well come to sonic

agreement about t he paving . . t exor¬
bitant purses to boxers. If a boxer i
given a fair percentage it is up to
linrs to take a chalice as well as ti.e

promoter, lor a boxer is worth only
what he can draw at the gate, the
