CLEMENCY TO BE ASKED

President Will Consider Application
to Be Made Later.

WOMAN OVERJOYED AT NEWS

Executive Visits Sewanee, Tenn.,
Where He Is to Address Stu¬

dents at University.

Si;WAN EE, Tenn., November 10..

President Taft today granted a ninety-
day reprieve to Mrs. Mattie E. Lomax. a

colored woman of Washington, sentenced
to suffer the death penalty for murder
of Iter husband. If the sentence had been
carried out she would have been the
first woman to suffer capital punishment
In the District of Columbia since the
execution of Mrs. Surratt for complicity
in Lincoln's assassination.
The President's action today gives the

woman a stay until next February, and
In the Interim consideration will be given
to a prospective application for executive
clemency. This is the second reprieve
the woman has had.
President Taft came to Sewanee today

on invitations extended by his former
Secretary of War, Jacob M. Dickinson,
and his military aid, Archibald Butt,
both of whom acquired some of their
early education here. The President will
talk to students of the institution.

Woman Is Thankful.
First news of the temporary stay of the

execution of Mattie Lomax was conveyed
by The Star to the jail, and Supt. Zlnk-
han immediately carried the message to
Mrs. Ix>max In her cell in the woman's
winR of the big prison. For a moment
the condemned woman did not seem to
realize the import of the dispatch, but
when the fact was borne home to her
that the short ten days of life which still
remained to her under the sentence of the
court had been extended a full three
months, she first smiled her thankfulness
and then voiced her appreciation of the
President's act.

It is understood President Taft granted
the reprieve so that he may have oppor¬
tunity on his return to Washington to
consiler the formal appeal for a commu-

* tation of the sentence to life imprison-
< men*, a.n appeal which already has the
« support of some thousands of signers of
^ petitions.

Hold Mass Meeting.
^ A mass meeting in the Interest of Mat-
tie Lomax was held last night in the

I Cosmopolitan Baptist Church, N street
; between l»th and 10th streets northwest.
« Kev. Simon S. P. Drew, pastor of the
church and spiritual adviser of the con-

» demned woman, presided and gave a brief
review of the crime for which the woman
stands convicted, and urged as the princi¬
pal reasons why the President would be
asked to exercise clemency that the in¬
fliction of capital punishment upon a
woman would be a stigna upon the Na¬
tional Capital; that the death of Mrs.
Lomax upon the gallows would be the
tirat time such punishment was meted out
to a woman in the District of Columbia
since Mrs. Surratt was hanged nearly
fifty years ago. He also said Mrs. Lo¬
max was in an advanced .stage of tuber¬
culosis and could not live very long.

MARKHAM MAY GO
New Job for Assistant Engi¬
neer Commissioner Likely.

NO ANNOUNCEMENT MADE

Army Officer Already Has Been As¬

signed to District More
Than Four Years.

Capt. E M. Markham, detailed from the
Corps of Army Engineers as assistant to
the Engineer Commissioner of the Dis¬
trict, may he transferred to a new post
at an early date. This Is the belief of a

number of local officials.
Designated to take an examination for

the rank of major, which is to be held in
New York th© 21Hh of this month, ("apt.
Markham, his friends believe, is slated
for a new berth, which will be assigned
by the chief of engineers of the army.
Already he has been connected with the
District government more than four years,
which Is longer than the average assign¬
ment.
Inquiries at the War Department to¬

day elicited the Information that inas¬
much as Capt. Markham has been de¬
tailed on his present work longer than
the average army engineer is his trans¬
fer should not occasion surprise. No
statement could be obtained concerning
the time of the probable transfer or
the successor who will be chosen.

Not Advised of Plans.
Capt. Markham himself is in ignorance

of the plans being made for him. He
said that the only knowledge of the
matter he has is that he has been des¬
ignated to take the examination for the
rank of major.
The reason the War Department has

not ordered Capt. Markham's transfer
earlier. It is understood, is because of
the fact t^at Important local projects
were under way which required his at¬
tention. Prior to his being assigned to
the District the assistant engineer com¬
missioner was for two years stationed
at the Washington barracks.
Since becoming connected with the Dis-

tric government <Tapt. Markham has
made a reputation for enRineering ability
which has attracted attention outside.
Numerous efforts have been made by mu¬
nicipalities and private concerns to ob¬
tain his services as consulting engineer.
Only recently he consented to act in th©
capacity of consulting engineer to the
city of Jacksonville. F^a., which is pre¬
paring to spend millions of dollars in civic
improvements of all kinds.

Other Vacancies Likely.
Still other vacancies, It was learned to¬

day, are apt to occur In the force of the
engineering department of the District as

the result of efforts being made by the
Jacksonville authorities to secure the
services of local officials.
Already four officials have resigned to

accept positions offered them by the south¬
ern city, and it is learned, upon reliable
authority, that two others, who have been
made similar offers, will, In all proba¬
bility, accept them. One of the two is
said to be connected with the surveyor's
office, while the other is .an assistant
engineer.
Successors to the four officials who al¬

ready have resigned have been decided
upon, but no announcement ha» been
made as to who will till the vacancies,
It is said that the vacancies will be
filled by promotions.

MAY LIMITIPS
OF SCHOOLBOY TEAMS

Matter Will Be Brought Up at
Meeting of High School

Principals.
Sc hool officials contemplate taking steps

to limit, both in number and extent, or

to stop entirely, out-of-town trips of base
ball and foot nail teams of the local pub¬
lic high schools. Some of the high school

principals are especially opposed to trips
that take the high school boys out of
town over night, and the movement

which is being quietly inaugurated today-
is aimed specially at trips of that ex¬

tent.
Allan Davis, principal of the Business

High School, admitted today that he In¬

tended bringing the matter up at a meet¬

ing of the high school princials to be
held in the near future, and that he would
recommend then, as he has done before,
that the school teams be prohibited from
leaving the city for games.

Have Demoralizing Effect.
Those who have indicated that they will

support this movement say that the over¬

night trips of the teams have a demora¬
lizing influence on the boys. Though only
a few flagrant cases of disorder had come

to the attention of the officials who are

backing the move, several of them main¬
tain that in numerous instances the boys
in their enthusiasm and without restraint
always felt at home, are wont to be
more or less disorderly in street cars

and cause disturbances in other ways.
In at least one instance, a principal who
will not allow his name to be used de¬
clares, two high school boys became In¬
toxicated on an out-of-town trip follow¬
ing a game in which the high school team
had participated.
Asst. Supt. Ernest L. Thurston declared

that he was opposed to high school ath¬
letic teams leaving the city except on
rare occasions and then not for overnight.
It was pointed out that while in some
cases the person in charge of the boys on
these trips might be the right kind of
man and strong enough to control the
boys in a proper manner, the school au¬
thorities could not always be sure of this.
"I think." said Mr. Thurston, "that suf¬

ficient opportunity is allowed the boys
right in this city for athletic events. Of
course, I am not strongly opposed to the
teams going to some near place like Alex¬
andria on special occasions, provided they
are properly supervised by a competent
man."
Principal Davis has decided opinions re¬

garding the Influences of these trips. He
has long advocated the abolition of out-
of-town trips.
"Also I should limit the position of

coach to a member of the faculty or of
the alumni," he declared.

TI9ES TO END HER LIFE
IN POLICE COURT CELL

Emeline Collis, Colored, Turns
on Gas While Awaiting Hear¬

ing on Theft Charge.
Emeline Collis, colored, who was ar¬

rested last night at 9th and F streets
after a chase of several blocks, and
charged with snatching a pocketbook,
tried to end her life while she was

awaiting a hearing in the Police Court
this morning.
When the woman was brought to the

Police Court prison she was locked in
the female ward. Fifteen or twenty
minutes later attendants noticed the
odor of gas coming through the cracks
of the door, and upon Investigating
found that one of the gas Jets had been
turned on. There was not sufficient

«as in the room, however, to affect her,
xcept to create a slight nausea.

They found her stretched out on a bench
on the flat of her back with her hands
behind her head. When asked how the
gas happened to be turned on, she an¬
nounced that she proposed to end her life:
"I did wrong and I intend to kill myself

rather than face the penalty," she told
the attendants.
A watch was kept on her during the

remainder of her stay at the court.

Held for Grand Jury.
On the charge of snatching the pocket-

book of Mrs. Mary Rainey of 729 9th
street, she had a preliminary hearing be¬
fore Judge Pugh and was committed to Jail
in default of a fifteen-hundred-dollar bond
to await action by the grand Jury. The
defendant entered a plea of not guilty.
Mrs. Rainey told the court that the ac¬

cused walked abruptly up to her on 9th
street near H street about 7 o'clock and
Jerked her pocketbobk out of her hand.
The instant the woman gained possession
of it, Mrs. Rainey said, she started run¬

ning down 9th street.
"I shouted 'Stop thief, stop thief!' as

loudly as I could, ' She added. "A crowd
gathered and chased her. a hey caught
her down about F street." The pocket-
book contained between three and four
dollars In change and a number of pri¬
vate papers.
Walter Scott testified he saw the ac¬

cused toss something over the rail of a
basement entrance to one of the business
houses near where she was captured.
He recovered It, he said, and handed it
to Mrs. Rainey, who Identified it as her
pocketbook.

BAY STATE MEN WAIT;
TOSS FAILS TO COME

Governor Changes Plans at
Last Moment and May Not

Stop Here.

Gov. Eugene N. Foss of Massachusetts
was expected in Washington this after¬
noon on his way to Petersburg. Va., to
take part in the exercises attendant
upon the dedication there next Monday
of the monument erected by the Old Bay
state in honor of its soldiery of the
civil war. But the governor disap¬
pointed quite a crowd of his admirers
who were on hand at the Union station
when the New York train pulled in at
1 :.T$ o'clock. There were several score

distinguished men from Massachusetts,
but no Gov. Fobs. He will not leave
Boston until this evening, having
changed his plans at the last moment,
and will probably not stop over in
Washington at all.
The Massachusetts party, which in¬

cludes members of the senate and house
military committees of the Massachu¬
setts legislature, members of Gov. Foss'
staff and others, has arranged to take
the evening boat for Norfolk and go
thence by rail to Petersburg. This after¬
noon they spent sight-seeing around the
National Capital.

Governor Names Escort.
Gov. Mann of Virginia has designated

Col. Edmund Berkeley, Capt. Westwood
Hutchison and Lieut George C. Round
to meet the Massachusetts men on their
entrance into Virginia and escort them
to Petersburg. The governor and his staff
will march in the parade which will pre¬
cede the dedication ceremonies.
In addition to Gov. Foss and his staff,

the ceremonies will be attended by the
military committees of the Massachusetts
legislature, the Valley Forge commission
and the commission in charge of the erec¬

tion of the Petersburg monument, which
Is made up of Col. Charles H. Porter of
Q,uincy, MaJ. E. T. Raymond of Wor¬
cester and Capt. James Anderson of
Springfield. Col. Alfred S. Roe, past com¬
mander of the Massachusetts G. A. R.,
and formerly a member of the state sen¬
ate, will deliver the principal address.
After the ceremonies the Massachusetts

men will visit Richmond, Washington,
Gettysburg and Valley Forge on their
way home.

CASE AGAINST MBS. ftUUnr.

Police Expect to Show Motive for
Killing' Third Husband.

CHICAGO, November 10..Prepared to
present additional evidence against Mrs.
Jane Taylor Qulnn, held on the charge of
being responsible for the death of her
third husband, John Qulnn, the police ar¬

ranged for the appearance of several ad¬
ditional witnesses when the Inquest over
the body of Qulnn Is resumed this after¬
noon.
John W. Taylor and other boarders in

the Qulnn home, It Is expected, will be
called to give their version of the shoot¬
ing of the engineer. It is also expected
that insurance papers will be Introduced
for the purpose of showing that Mrs.
Qulnn might have'had a motive In killing
her husband. Mrs. Qulnn sgent the night
in the matron's quarters at the Hyde
Park station.
Attorney EXmer Kirby of Jackson,

Mioh., who defended Mrs. Qulnn when
she was Mrs. Thorpe and was suspected
of the murder of her second husband,
Warren Thorps, at Jackson, Mich., has
arrived in Chicago, and will take eharge
of the defense of the accused woman.

Those From Western on Cross
Country Jaunt This

Afternoon.

A large number of girls from the West¬
ern High School, under the direction of
the director of physical culture, Mrs.
Ellen Thomas, took a long cross-country
jaunt this afternoon. This is the first
walk of the kind to be taken by the
Western girls, the school's officials say,
but not the last.
At Normal School No. 1, at other liigh

schools and in the grade schools walking
plays no small part in teaching the stu¬
dents, it was announced today. The
walks In the graded schools are, of
course, not so long or strenuous as those
taken by older pupils.
Miss Susan B. Sipe, a botany teacher

in Normal No. 1, has already taken the
students in her classes on several trips,
and she is enthusiastic about the bene¬
fits to be derived from such trips.
"Our first trip," she explained, "was

along the Quarry road to the entrance to
the Zoo. There are more different kinds
of trees in this locality, perhaps, than
any other place nearabouts. We had a
test on this trip of naming fifty different
kinds of trees. On our second trip, along
Orant road to Broad Branch road, back
to Albemarle street, we studied the dis¬
semination of trees and the fall coloring
of tree foliage. The last walk we took
was along the towpath of the canal,
going from the District line up to syca¬
more Island. On that trip we studied
birds."

Value of Brisk Walking.
Miss Sipe explained that not only was

nature studied In these trips, but the
girls also learned the value of brisk
walking for starting the blood in circula¬
tion.
When they took their luncheons along,

she said, they were always careful to
leave the woods in a "presentable condi¬
tion for the next travelers coming that
way."
"We gather up all the paper, boxes and

other trash and' burn it. I always teach
the girls to be careful to put out every
bit or the tire before leaving, though."
Though it is not considered likely the

schoolgirls will organize a scout troop.
Miss Sipe intends to study some of the
"ways and means" of the scout in the
woods, as she believes many good, practi¬
cable ideas may be gotten from the scout
teachings. On a recent trip the girls
learned, through a Boy Scout, how to
make a sanitary drinking cup from a
square piece of paper.

MRS. VERMILYA IS ILL;
. MAY NEVER BE TRIED

Jail Physician Says Accused Woman
Is Suffering From Valvular

Heart Trouble.

CHICAGO, November 10..Mrs. Louise
Vermilya, who yesterday suffered a col¬
lapse In the county jail, where she is held
oik the charge of having caused tiie
death of Arthur Blssonette by adminis¬
tering poison, was reported to be better
today. The woman suffered several vio¬
lent attacks of nausea.
Jail Physician Montgomery says that

Mrs. Vermilya, is suffering with valvu¬
lar heart trouble, which may prove fatal
before she can be brought to trial on a

murder charge.
Her condition is particularly critical

owing to the quantity of aryenlc she
¦wallowed Saturday and the weakness
which followed the energetic measures to
remove the poison. In addition to a

nurse, one of the jail physicians Is now
detailed to watch her bedside constantly.
Chemists were still at work today on the

viscera of the exhumed body of Richard
T. Smith, and a report as to whether
arsenic was found is1 expected soon by
Coroner Hoffman.

MONEY AND JEWELS STOLEN.

Home of Wealthy Collector of
Antiques Looted by Burglars.
HARTFORD, Conn., November 10..The

home of Dr. E. Terry Smith, a wealthy
collector of antiques, was entered by bur¬
glars before daylight today and 110,000
in money and jewelry taken. Entrance
was made by forcing a dining room win¬
dow. Several thousand dollars' worth of
silverware In the dining room was passed
by, but the second floor was ransacked.
Most of Dr. Smith's valuable collection

of antique jewelry was taken.

John D. Wilson Wins in Suit
Against Thompson-Star-

rett Company.
A jury in Circuit -Court No. 1. Justice

Stafford presiding, today rendered a ver¬
dict in favor of the plaJntiff for |7,000 In
connection with the suit for the recovery
of $30,000 damages by John D. Wilson, a

carpenter, against the Thompson-Starrett
Company, on account of injuries received
by the plaintiff while working on <he con¬
struction of a building In this city in Feb¬
ruary, 1910.

Plaintiff's Allegation.
The plaintiff claimed that while working

upon the third floor of the building he had
occasion to descend a ladder, and that by-
reason of the alleged defective fastening
of the ladder to the floor at that point he
was precipitated to the basement and was

thereby rendered a physical wreck, un¬
able to do any work for the remainder of
his life at his employment of carpenter¬
ing.

Contention of Defense.
The defendant contended that the de¬

fective condition complained of was
such as the plaintiff ought to have
noted in the exercise of reasonable
care, and that the dangers of such em¬

ployment were assumed when he en¬

tered upon the work.
The plaintiff was represented by At¬

torneys Tucker, Kenyon &. Macfar-
land, and the defendant by Attorneys
Wilton J. Lambert and Sleman & Lerch.

FAIL TO FIND SOLUTION.

| the question of the disintegration of the
corporation. Assistant to the Attorney
General Fowler and Edgar A. Bancroft,
general counsel, and John P. Wilson of
the Harvester company discussed the
question for several hours without com¬

ing to a definite conclusion.
When the negotiations looking to the

dissolution of the company began several
weeks ago Attorney General Wicker-
sham suggested a plan of disintegration
embodying conditions which the govern¬
ment likely would insist should be com¬
plied with. The board of directors of
the company met October "1 and it is
generally believed that representatives
of the Harvester company are now pre¬
senting the views of the board of di¬
rectors on the Attorney General's stipula¬
tions.

HAT DEVELOP TRAGEDY.

Country-Wide Search Being Made for
Kissing Boy.

NEW YORK, November 10..A country¬
wide search for fourteen-year-old Ogden
Milton Spencer Lovealre has been under¬
taken by the police at the request of the
missing boy's mother, from whose home
in East Orange. N. J., Ogden disap¬
peared February 21 last.
The intervening months have brought

-no tidings of his whereabouts, and what
was at first regarded as a runaway may
yet assume the proportion of a tragedy,
the polloe fear. Mrs. Loveaire was in¬
clined at first to believe that her son
had ran away to Cuba, as he often talk¬
ed of going there, but inquiries of the
authorities there have yMBM no results.
