Citizens' Association Bonndaries.
The conflict between two of the citizens'associations in the eastern part of

the city as to tneir respective territories

calls attention to the fact that there have
been. remarkably few such differences
since the movement of organizing the peopleof Washington into neighborhood
bodies was started. At the beginning the
territories were broadly defined, for there
were few associations. Then smaller
groups of citizens found that their own

immediate neighborhood needs were not
being attended to as they deemed necessaryand started independent movements,
carving out territories of their own.

There is nothing In law or in the ethics
of citizenship to prevent these movements
toward local autonomy, and It is difficult
to see how they can lie prevented. There
are now between thirty-tlve and forty
citizens' associations in the District, some
of them covering wide areas and others
of comparatively small jurisdiction. Probablymore will be formed us the suburbanmovement continues and comparativelysparsely settled territories become
more thickly inhabited. These seoara-

lions from the parent organizations and
new creations will doubtless follow a naturallaw, with more or less friction and
feeling and perhaps some Jealousy. It is
as Impossible to prevent the dwellers In
particular neighborhoods from setting up
associations of their own as it Is to keep
congregations from splitting when factionsbecome dissatisfied. Tho citizens'
association mbvement has been gTeatly
beneficial to the District, and It is most
distinctly to be encouraged and fostered,
and it is to be hoped that no spirit of
jealousy will check it or operate in any
way to limit its usefulness.

the Treasury amounting to $7,036,925.78.

of an adequate building for his office.
The patent office surplus now standingin the Treasury represents the activityof American inventors. It betokens

a stupendous industrial development,
probably equaled nowhere in the world
and productive of an enofmous wealth

should be expended in the erection of a

building to stand as a monument to the
