AIDS EMERGENCY HOSPITAL.

Mrs. E. T. Stotesbury Makes a Con-
tribution of $10,000.

A gift of £10,000 to the Emergency
Hospital by Mrs. E. T. Stotesbury, for-
merly Mrs. Oliver Cromwell of this eity,
was announced at a meeting of the
board of managers of the hospital last
night. Mrs. Thomas T. Gaff, a member
of the board, made the announcement,
adding that $2.500 of the amount is to
be used for an electric ambulance.

The gift coming at the time when the
Emergency Hospital is fighting to obtain
from Congress $£100,000 to aid in con-
structing a two-hundred-and-fifty-thou-
sand-dollar building, since it must give
up its present quarters to the govern-
ment, has added impetus to the move-
ment for the hospital. A petition signed
by more than 200 of the representative
men of the city, favoring the aid of Con-
gress in continuing the Emergency
Hospital, was presented also. This peti-
tion will be forwarded to Congress.

The board of charitlies has recommend-
ea that the appropriation for the Emer-
gency be not allowed, and that a three-
hundred-thousand-dollar municipal hos-
pital be erected where all the emergency
work of the District may be done. This
plan has been vigorously opposed by the
Medical Association of the District, and
also by the Chamber of Commerce and
other organizations.

LIGHT DEMAND FOR OYSTERS.

No More Cargoes Probable Until
River Ice Thaws.

The demand for oysters in the shell at
the 11th street wharf has been very light
for the past two weeks, ever since the
last two vessels arrived at the wharf
with their oyster cargoes. Aboard the
vessels now lying at the wharf there are
still several hundred bushels of the bi-
valves, but the dealers uptown are get-
ting shucked stock from Baltimore, Nor-
folk and elsewhere for their trade, and
this has killed the demand for oysters in
the shell. As a consequence prices have
dropped and oysters could be bought at
the wharf this morning for 70 cents per
bushel, where they were selling at the
beginning of the freeze at $1 a bushel
#nd even higher.

It is probable that owing to the condi-
tion of the market and the high prices
that have to be paid for oysters on the
dredging ground no more oyster-laden
vessels will be brought into port until
after the thaw comes and vessels can
eail the river.

. The oysters aboard the vessels at the
wharf are in good condition, the oyster
men sa)y, and, contrary to the general
pinion, have not been frozen, as the

tmen have kept oil stoves burning in
the holds of their boats throughout the
{freezing weather.

TRADE FOR NEGROES

Booker Washington Urges
Them to Go Into Business.

90,000 IN THE DISTRICT

Constitute a City in Themselves, He
Says, and Should Have Com-
mercial Houses.

Advising the colored men of Washing-
ton to engage in business enterprises in
proportion to the number of colored resi-
dents within the boundaries of the
District of Columbia, and exhorting them
to strive for success, with the declara-
tion that success in America is honored
and looked upon with respect, regardless
of religion or race, Dr. Booker T. Wash-
ington addressed probably 2,000 persons
at an enthusiastic colored mass meeting
held last night in the Metropolitan Afri-
can Methodist Episcopal Chureh,

The sponsors of the meeting had ex-
pected President Taft to be present and
deliver a shert address. Owing to im-
portant business engagement$ at the ex-
ecutive offices through the evening, how-
ever, he was unable to accept the invi-
tation. The address of Dr, Washington
came after a dinner and reception ex-
tendéd to him by the colored lodgemen
of Washington. After the preliminary
exercises, he was introduced to his audi-
ence by Nelson E. Weatherless, promi-
nent in local colored fraternal circles.

Good of 8ecret Orders.

‘“‘Secret orders existing among the ne-
gro race have accomplished much to-
ward its uplift, notwithstanding the so-
called weaknesges of these organizations
are referred to.in an uncomplimentary
fashion,” . said Dr. Washington. ‘‘They’

have an exceptionally strong side, a side
that with a littie consideration' on the
part of those who condemn them would
recelve a proper and sumficient credit.
It is largely through the work of the
secret organizations of the negro, in
connection with his church, . that the
negro has in a large degree supported
and cared for the poor and unfortunate
of his own race. In the southern states
there are few negro beggars, few negro
paupers. The unfortunai.e are cared for
through the secret organizations and the
church. This in a larger degree is true
of our race than any other race in the
same reiative stagé of civilization in this
or any other country.

“l am glad to take note of the prepara-
tions to erect a large and substantial
building that will ke headquarters for
secret organizations, and the plans to
provide accommodations for business en-
terprises that are owned and operated by
our race. This is most praiseworthy and
encouraging. The erection of this build-
ing shou.d command the hearty good will
and the generous support of all our peo-
ple in the District of Columbia.

Building Means Much.

‘“The erection of this building will
mean a new era in the business life of the
negro in [Washington. In proportion to
the number of black people in the Dis-
trict of Columbia, and in proportion te
the amount of money they handle, the

race here has not gone into business to
the extent that is true of our brethren
in the southern states. You have here a
negro population of about %).000. That is
encugh black people to constitute a city
within itself. This means that you have
as many b.ack people here as there are
persons in Dallas, T'ex.; Hartford, Coni.;
Lynn, Mass.; San Antonio, Tex.; Tren-
ton, N. J., or Springtield, Mass. 1 re-
peat, then, that yvou have within our race
here a city within itself aside from the
white race.

*There should be in operation in the
District of Columbia, on the part of our
race, at least 2,000 business enterprises.
In a larger degree in the future than in
the past we must become pioneers in in-
dustrial and commercial directions. There

trained nurses, 70 painters and kalsomin-
ers, 10 photographers, 120 physiclans, 40
plumbers, 30 real estate dealers, 50 truck
gardeners, 50 restaurants and 20 variety
stores.

Handle Enormous Sums.

“I note in this city that our people
who are employed by the government
handle $3,000,000 at least annually. We
should see to it that a large proportion
of this tremendous sum is carefully and
permanently invested in business enter-
prises.

“In Birmingham, Ala., with 52,000 ne-
groes, they support three banks; in Mem-
phis, with 52,000 negroes. they support
two banks; in Richmond, Va., with 4%7-
000 negroes, they support three banks; in
Nashviile, with 36,000 negroes, two banks;
in Jacksonville, Fla., with 29,000, three
banks, and Jackson, Miss.,, with 6,00,
supports two banks, Certainly you ought
to be able to do as well in the District
of Columbia.

“In the publie =chools here you have
unusual opportunities to secure education
of the best Kkind| for your children. 1
know of no 90,C00 black people anywhere
in the world who are provided with such
excellent public schools as are the 0,000
black people here, Your children should
not only receive an education in the ab-
stract, but they should learn to combine
that education with the practical, every-
day affairs of life.

‘At the head of your school system
stands Howard University, an institution
that is sending out every year an in-
creasing number of useful men and wom-
en to serve their race and their country.

“It is interesting to note to what an ex-
tent our people in Washington support
and attend churches. At least $150,000
every yeal goes into the support of these
churches, In your schools and in your
churches I am glad to say that you set
an example that the rest of our peonle
throughout this country would do well

to follow. 1 repeat, it is largely through
the work of the secret organizations
such as jyou represent and of the

churchies that the unfortunate of our race
are not in any large degree dependent
upon the charity of the public.

Should Not Be Discouraged.

“Lastly, do not become discouraged as
a race. Do not emphasize overmuch your
wrongs and your difficulties. While we
ghould not seek t6 hide injustice, it does
not pay to advertise it overmuch. In the
last analysis, what this country respects
and honors in the case of a race or an
individual is succtess, and the individual
or the race that succeeds is going to be
honored, is going to be rewarded regard-
lese of the color of the skin.

“Nowwithstanding many daifficulties in
the southern states our brethren are go-
ing forward. They have not time to com-
plain about difficulties or injustices. They
are more interested In success than they
are in finding fault. ‘The figures which
have recently come out from the census
offige show that in Virginia, for example,
within the last ten years the negro has
bought 4,000 additional farms; in Tennes-
see he has bought 4,000 additional farms,
in Arkansas, 16,000; in Alabama, 16,000;
in Mississippl, 35,000, and In Georgia 45,-
000. A race that can make such progress
as these figures indicate is a rage which
if it is patient, if it is level-headed and
persistent will in the long run win ocon-
fidence and the respect of all classes,
white and black, north and south.”

FOR BRANCH LIBRARY

Mass Meeting Under Auspices
of Joint Committee of Cit-
izens’ Associations.

Brookland citizens, in mass meeting at
the new Masonic Hall last night, listened
to a number of short speeches, in which
they were told how to proceed if they
really want a branch of the Public Li-
brary for the suburb. The meeting was
in charge of the joint library committee,
composed of members of the Brookland,
University Heights and Rhode Island
Avenue citizens' associations and the
Brookland Brotherhood.

TUG CALVERT ON DUTY.

Goes Into Commission in Charge of
Capt. John Powell.

The new steel hull tug Calvert. which
was built at a Baltimore shipyard and
purchased on the stocks by John T.

~ INPUBLIC SCHOOLS

Celebrations Planned in Mem-
ory of Lincoln, Washington
and Frederick Douglass.

Preparations for the celebration. of
Lincoln’'s birthday anniversary and.Val-
éntine day are being made in the District
public schools, In the colored schools
Douglass’ birthday anniversary will also
be celebrated.

The observance of the anniversary of
Washington's birthday, also being plan-
ned, will probably be the most elaborate,
and speclal speakers will be secured for
the occasion. Programs of patriotic
songs, recitations and readings will be
given. :

No holiday
anniversary nor on the Douglass anniver-
sary nor Valentine day, but as Washing-
ton's birthday this year falls on Thurs-
day the children will get a four-day
heliday, as the rules-of the beard of
education provide that whenever a holi-
day falls on Thursday the Friday follow-
ing shall also be a “no_school” day.

- Features of Celebrations.

Besides the recitations and songs which
the children are taught, which enable
them to “talk on their feet,” make them
patriotic, and are said to be of great good
generally, besides being the proper thing
fof anm appropriate cel#bration,* various
features of manual training are brought
into play. S T4 ;

For instance, for the George Wash-
ington celebration, the children make
their own three-cornered hats. which
they are to wear; make pasteboard
hatchets, with which to chep down
imaginary cherry trees; model small
boats in imitation of those in® whith the
Delawdre river was crassed, and manu-
facture all sorts of things suggested
by the memory of the great general,
These things are made in connection
with the manual tralning course in the
grades and in the art wérk, -

“The day is also used as a basis for
compositions and for .arithmetical
problems . on ‘“if there were ninety-
two cherries on the tiree George cut
down,” etc.

Peace Supreme Emphasized.

The lives of all these men are held up
as ideals for the children to follow
and by which to set their own stand-
ards. They are taught, however, to
think of Washington as a good, moral
man and a peace lover, and not as wad-
ing through fields gory with blood or
decaptitating hundredsg of Britlsh sol-
diers. The idea of “peace supreme” is
emphasized.

Valentine day is, of course, somewhat
different, but all the aforementioned
arts of manual training and composi-
tion are used.

The ingenuity of the children is dis-
played in the making of valentines.
These often bear original verses by the
youngsters and all have the marks of
the handicraft of youth. :

In many—in fact, in nearly all—of
the schools valentine boxes are set up.
In these the children deposit their
tokens of friendship for their small
comrades, all of them pretty. Provi-
sions are always made that every
child shall receive a valentine.

Pictures are drawn on the black-
boards by the teachers, usually depict-
ing incidents of the various days. By
the - time each holiday comes the true
spirit of the day is present.
