Beyond the fact that barges No. 7 and
No. 16 were ashore on the shoals off
Great Point, Mass., the Southern Trans-
portation Company, at Baltimore, has
heard nothing regarding the stranding of
the blg ships. Under orders from Balti-
more a wrecking firm at Boston has
been employed to save the vessels if
possible? and tugs Commissioner and R.
J. Anderton has been dispatched to thelr
ald.

‘While the vessels are aground in heavy
ive and have been abandoned by thelr
crews, thera is a probability that they
will not prove a total loss, as was first
expected, as the wreckers may succeed
in getting them afloat and taking them
to a shipyard, where they can be repaired
and restored to service. No. 16 was here
a half dozen times in the past summer,
but No. 7 made but one visit to this
port—for a cargo of coal, which she took
to Boston.

The vessels are of the best type of
wooden-hull barges employed In the
coastwise trade, bel built to withstand
hard knocks. This fact makes it more
probable that the wreckers will be able
to save them.

The Career of Sun Yat Sen.
To tise Editor of The Star: .

If you will grant me a small space in
your valuable paper I would like to say
a few words regarding the first president
of China, Dr. Sun Yat Sen., and to offer
a few corrections to the article published
in The Star last Monday'concerning Dr.
Sun's life and citizaenship.

He was born in Canton, China, in 1886,
instead of Hawall, 1870, as stated, mak-
ing him forty-six years old. At an early

age he was taken to Hawali by his par-
ents, where he attended the Iolani Col-
lege, under the instruction of Bishop
Willis, and where he was converted to
Christianity. He then returned to China,
but was so mistreated and even perse-
cuted on account of his Christian faith
that he very soon, in 1883, returned to
Hawail.

Through the assistance of some Ameri-
can and Chinese friends he was enabled
to return to China, where he was soon
baptized. He then studied medicine at
the American Presbyterian Mission, and
in 1892 obtained a diploma from the Col-
lege of Medicine in Hongkong. There-
upon he began practicing in Macao.

It was here that his political career
commenced; he became assoclated with
the Young China party. which, at first
peaceful, soon became revolutionary. He
became so0o uctive indeed that he was
threatened with arrest and fled to Hono-
lulu in 1896, and immediately from there
he went to San ¥rancisco and on to
London.

When he arrived there, October, 1800,
he was enticed into the Chinese legation
and held a prisoner, with the intention
of secretly deporting him to China, where
there was a reward of $30,000 for hiy
capture. . -

e was kindly assured that even should
the legation be unable to deport him they
could behead him there, as he was on
Chinese soll.

After failing to brihe the legation serv-
ants to secure his escape, he got into
communication with a friend, Dr. Can-
tile, by throwing a message, written on
a piece of newspaper, into the street,
where it was picked up by a passerby.

Lord Salisbury, secretary of foreign
affairs, upon being notified of his im-
prisonment, immediately secured his re-
lease, in spite of Sir Halliday Macartney,
secretarvy of ‘the legation, proving Dr.
Sun's Chinese citizenship. He made his
home with his old friend, Dr. Cantlle, for
some time and then traveled in England
and the United States. '

As he was not born in ‘Hawall and was
not a Hawallan citizen, the annexation by
the United States of Hawali did not
affect his citizenship in any way, and
he still remained a Chinese subject.
Even if he had taken an oath of allegi-
ance to a foreign couniry his acceptance
of the presidency would, ipso facto, make
him a Chinese subject, or, to be strictly
up-to-date, a -citizen of the United Re-

public of China.

Less than a generation ago the exist-
ence of juvenile literature was not recog-
nized by the librarian. The shelves would
contain plenty of history, travel, blog-
raphy and fiction for the growm-ups, but
the children who desired to read were
forced to buy their own books or depend
on the few which were given them at
Christmas and Baster. And because chil-
dren’s purses are never opulent, the
books they purchaged were usually of
the dime novel class. The enormous fall-
ing off in the percentage of dime novels
read by the schoolboys of the present is
due largely to the development of the
children’s library,

Aside from their value in creating a de-
sire for good reading among the children
themselves, the echildren's library has
been largely instrumental in reaching
adult members of the home. A Mttle girl
last year went into a library with an il-
legibly written card. “You won't mind
the looks of this card, I know,” she sald,
confidentially, to the Jady at the desx

card to sign and brung it back for you to
give me some books %or him. He likes
bocks about how to make things.’ 1he
child was given several books on light
cabine . 'These supplied the man
with _jdeas for making several small ar-
ticles he could work at with his hands
and thus lessem the tedium of his con-
finement. Upon his recovery he became
one of the regular readers at the library
and derived much practical benefit from it.

As the public llbraries now carry
on their shelves the clagsic and standard
literature of most forelgn nations, the,
children are encouraged to take these |
books home to their non-English-speak-
ing parents and to learn to read them
as they read the English books at school

as adjuncts to the story-telling programs
i of the public library, and through these
! have been circulated books from the
adult department, and in many instances
home libraries have been arranged as a
result of the interest the children took
in the stories they heard at the library.
Another indirect good is done by the
children's library through the habits of
personal neatness required. Many of the
children who. are most appreciative of
book privileges come from homes where
little attenion is given to personal
cleanliness. Most libraries are equipped
with washrooms, and no child with dirty
hands is permitted to handle a book. In
A New England library mounted pictures
are given as rewards to the children
who keep their library cards clean and
uncreased for three months. This small
beginning of .carefulness in almost every
case results in children who have first
wandered into the library, dirty and un-
kempt, showing much improvement
within a few months. It is often sur-
prising to the librarian that untidy look-
ing children will take so much care to
avoid solling a book.
