DISPLACED.. I
Steam Vessels Being Used in CoastwiseCoal Trade.
Steam vessels continue to displace coastingschooners In the coal-carrying trade

between Atlantic coast ports. Already
there are about eight steamers in the
coastwise trade, carrying anywhere from |
2,500 to 0,000 tons of the fuel each trip
from Chesapeake bay coal points. Bach
of these vessels does the work of three
schooners of ordinary size and can make
trips much more rapidly.
The Coastwise Transportation Companyof Boston, which was formerly one of

the largest owners of sailing vessels in
the Atlantic coastwise trade, has gone in efor steam, and has had three steamers cbuilt in the past two or three years. It
now proposes to add another big steam *

coal carrier to this fleet, and the order I
