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There is everywhere a growing recogni-
tion of the importance and value of prop-
er lighting arrangements for the comfort
and health of the people. The increas-
ing -number- of large buildings in which
the supply of natural light even during
the day is not sufficlent for the needs of
those occupying them calls for con-
stant development in artificial lighting,
which is now Dbeing studied In a
scientific manner. Every progressive
business man-is now able to measure in
actial dollars and cents the value of
‘his llghting system in the amount qf
comfort it contributes to his customers
and employes.

‘The real secret of proper illumination
is its subtleness. It is felt almost un-
consciously. People are apt to shun a
place that it too glaring or that Is in-
sufficiently lighted. The effect of bad
lighting upon those who are compelled
to submit to it is definitely recognized
by any -one who pays attention to
it. Harsh, glaring light affects sensitive
nerves Hke ‘unpleasant noises. Those
who are compelled to work in a glaring
light are subjected to quite as severe a
strain, of a different kind, as those who
work in insufficient light, and the optical
effect may be equally bad.

" This has become so well recognized that
the {llumination of & large room or
bullding is carefully studied with a view
to its demands in light, and the illumi-
nating engineer finds his indoor lighting
problems frequently more troublesome
than those out of doors because it may
involve conflict. with architectural .con-
ditions. One of' the largest publishing
firms in the country, which is noted for
its consideration of its employes, has
lately moved into a building specially
constructed for its work. In this the
subject of illumination received first
consideration. ‘A committee of five per-
sons, including a skilled oculist and an
illuminating expert,” where called into
service and they made a number of ex-
periments as to the different kinds of
lighting best suited to the work to be
carried on in the different rooms.

These votes were
unanimously in favor of indirect light-
ing, which has been adopted in such a
manner that -this new building has been
pronounced by experts to be the best
lighted in the world for its purposes.
The proprietors of places of public re-
sort and amusement now recognize the
importance of the lighting of a hotel or
theater as almost equal to its ventilation
and the greatest care is taken to insure
its perfection. One of the finest hotels
in Chicago lately has opened a new
room which is known as the “com-
-g{::l:r;gri room’” because of the beautify-
ing effects-of its /lighting. system. It is
needless to say that it is in much favor
for fashionable parties. The room is
enormous and is furnished in Louis XVI
style. and the-novel and original manner
in_ which -its * illumination problem was
solved will no doubt be widely copied. In-
stead of being suspended from the ceil-
ing, the lights are placed in large urns
simulating elaborately carved white mar-
ble. These urns are seven and a half

feet in height and each contains four
Mrge tungsten- electric lamps with spe-
cial sflvered. reflectors. The urns conceal
the light from the direct line of vision,
but throw it up against the light ceiling,

ing made each day. The illuminating
engineer recognizes four distinct methods
of lighting a room, each of which may
be best suited to some particular pur-
pose, and sometimes two or more may
be combined in the same room to produce
certain effects.

Concealed illumination is the form In
which the source of light is entirely
hidden from view and the light thrown
directly upon the objects to be illumi-
nated. It is most used in shop windows
and show cases and for footlights on thej
stage. Indirect light i the form in which
the source of light is hidden but the
light itself is thrown to the ceiling, to be
reflected and diffused by the ceilings and
walls. This method is employed in many
workrooms as well as in restaurants, the-
aters and public halls. Its great advan-
tage Is the restfulness of having no bril-
llant glare of exposed lights continually
within the range of vision. Indirect
lighting 1s possible only in rooms hav-
ing light-colored ceilings and walls, as

——

{ these reflect the light and dark colors

absorb it. In one sense indirect lighting
must be considered expensive, becauge,
no matter how good the reflection, there
must be a considerable loss of elﬁﬂenc}'
as compared with direct lighting, so that
more current must be consumed. In re-
organizing the lighting system of a build-
ing this difficuity may be overcome by
substituting light walls for dark ones.
Another characteristic of  indirect light-
ing is the complete absence of shadows.
A certain amount of shadow is needed
in most places, since it produces the dif-
ference in intensity by which the eye dis-
tinguishes objects apd accurately meas-
ures their dimensions and position. The
lack of shadow in a large room lighted
by indirect illumination is sometimes off-
set by an occasional local direct light.

Direct illumination is the system in

which the lamps are in sight and the
light distributed directly from them. It
is the most common method because it is
the cheapest. Local illumination which
coscentrates the light on a broad object,
sueh as a reading table, desk or machine,
without reference to the general {llum-
ination of the room, is a particularized
form of direct illumination. The effi-
ciency of direct illumination is largely
a matter of fixtures, globes and shades,
especially the latter, because the bright-
est light can be almost smothered into
nothing by the wrong shade or it can
be =0 intensified that the .eye cannot
stand it

waste and yet there must always bhe
more or less of it. Reflection sends the
light where it is wanted and transmis-
sion lets the light through to give the
illumination desired. There are several
kinds of glass now used in making shades
or globes., Clear glass sends the light
through without change of direction or
quality and is used on many arc lamps.

The best glass is believed to be white
in color, as it does not change the color
of light and is a good retlector with-
out sharp shadows or points of brilliancy.
There are certain amber shades also
which have been found to have excellent
qualities.

In the lighting of the home there are
many new ideas both for the use of gas
and electricity. The average chandelier
has heen found to be wasteful and hard
on the eyes partly because of its posi-
tion. The ordinary electric bulb and the
imitation candles through which the gas
is used consume two or three times as
much electricity or gas as the modern
electric lamp or a mantle gas burner.
The lighting of the room now is plan-
ned in respect to its uses. New Ideas
are constantly developing. For instance,
in the lighting of a bedroom it has been
found that one gas light so placed that
it comes directly in front of my lady's
dressing table, a few inches higher than
her head, i8 an improvement over the
side lights in vogue several years ago,
and it is being so placed in many homes.
The substitution of the dome light for the
chandelier in the'dining room asd living
room is being made almost universally.
The dome serves the purpose of a good
reading lamp with the advantage of hav-
ing no stand or base.

A novelty for home use that should bhe-
come popular is the miniature electric
lHight which may be attached to the arm
of the family sewing machine, thus les-
sening the straln of needle threading
upon the eyes of the operator. The ar-
rangement of electric lights for home use
is becoming a -study. They should pro-
ject at an angle of forty-five degrees,
since the light comes from the side of
the bulb more than from the end.
