Grace Thinks Wife Shot Him

Unintentionally.

UNIQUE THEORY ADVANCED

Mrs. Grace, Held in Jail Without
Bail, Reasserts Her Innocence.

MONET TROUBLES SUSPECTED

Police of Atlanta Baffled by the

Mass of Conflicting Charges
. in the Case.

ATLANTA, Ga., March 8..That his
wife shot liini unintentionally while
dreaming was the unique theory said to
have been advanced today by Eugene H.
Grace, critically wounded by a bullet,
while his wife is in jail in connection with
the mysterious case. It came as a part of
the maze of conflicting charges which
have baffled local police officers.
There is little change in the wounded

man's condition.

Grace Hakes His Will.
Gracc this morning called his attorneys

to his bedside and made his will. Al¬
though details were not given out, it is
supposed he.named "his mother, Mrs. S.
I* HiH, of Newnan, Ga., as beneficiary.
The value of the estate is not generally
known- - It consists of life insurance
policies of about 127,000, some Atlanta
real"estate, property in Newnan left to
him by his father and his interest in a
local building coticern.
Mrs. Grace, who was rearrested yester¬

day and whose husband rrum his bed
caused to be issued a writ to recover sev¬
eral insurance policies from her, is still
held without bail. She persists in saying
she is innocent.

Mrs. Grace Walks to Jail.
Mrs. Grace's arrest was ordered by

Solicitor General Hugh Dorsey after
members of Grace's family had objected
to her continued freedom. Mrs. Grace
declined the use of a carriage, and
marched through the streets from the
hotel where she was staying to the^Jail,
accompanied by officers and newspaper
men.
Another interesting development" was

added to the case late yesterday, when a

possessory warrant was sworn out by Mr.
Grace against his wife, demanding the
possession of three insurance policies
upon Grace's life, totaling $157,000. The
warrant was served on Mrs. Grace after
she was confined in the county jail.
"I am firmly convinced that I was shot

by my wife,** said Grace, when he re¬
gained consciousness yesterday afternoon,
for the first time since he was shot in his
home Tuesday. The words were address¬
ed to friends at his bedside. He made a

similar accusation soon after he was
taken to the hospital.

Theory of Money Troubles."
In searching for a possible motive for

trouble between Grace and his wife the
police have hit upon the theory that the
Graces recently had financial trouble.
Mrs. Grace last Saturday gave her hus¬
band power of attorney, with control
over her property in Philadelphia, and,
say the police., she. feared that in his trip
to the eastern city he would dispose .of
some of it. It is declared that much of
the money left her by her former hus¬
band has been spent, and that she has
mortgaged her property.
That members of Grace's family have

practically deserted his «brlde was evi¬
denced yesterday, when the family re¬
tained Reuben R. Arnold and Lamar Hill
to look after their interests.

Attitude of Grace Family.
"The attitude of the family has been

misrepresented heretofore," stated Mr.
Hill. "Members of Mr. Grace's family
are not of the firm opinion that Mrs.
Grace is innocent. They simply desire
to see justice done."

It also was denied that Mrs. Grace had
been staying with her mother-in-law
since Tuesday night, and friends of the
family assert that the two women have
not met since Mrs. Grace was placed -in
the care of the police matron at that
time.
After being rearrested yesterday .after¬

noon Mrs. Grace reiterated her protesta¬
tions of innocence. She declared her
only desire was to be near her husband
until he recovers and to learn the identi-
ty of his assailant.

It has not been determined whether the
pistol bullet severed the spinal cord, but
attending physicians are more hopeful for
his recovery.

FAILS TO MAKE CASE.

Mrs. Blanche M. Heirs Application
for Alimony Denied.

Justice Wright, in Equity Court Xo. 2,
today declined to allow temporary ali¬
mony to Mrs. Blanche M. Heil, who sued
her husband, Frank J. Heil, for a legal
separation. Heil, in his defense to the
rule recently issued against him, told the
court that he h&d never abused his wife
nor used bad language toward her, but,
on the contrary, he claimed, she was of
a violent and excitable temper.
Through Attorney Charles H. Turner,

the husband denied that lie had driven
his wife from home, but declared the fact
to be that she left him without cause, re¬
moving the household furniture, with the
exception of one bedroom suite.
¦Mr. Heil ottered several affidavits in

support of his contention, and the court
ruled that the wife had not made out a
case calling for temporary alimony.
