Women Cite Need of Suffrage

at Mass Meeting.

LAWMAKERS URGE CAUSE

Abuses Would Be Corrected by Vote,
Says Senator Poindexter.

HOME TIES MORE BINDING

Colorado Suffragists Just-as Good

Wives as Ever, Declares

Mrs. E. T. Taylor.

An audience that tested the seating capacityof the Columbia Theater gathered
last night to listen to a number of addressesin advocacy of woman suffrage by
men and women prominent in the political
affairs of their oiwn states and the countrygenerally. Women who have for
nearly half a century pleaded the cause

of woman suffrage shared the platform
with I'nited States senators, representativesin Congress and new recruits to the
suffrage army, who were making their
initial addresses in behalf of the cause

they espouse.
Cast night's meeting, which was attendedby a crowd numbering, it was estimated,between 12.001) and 12,500, was held

in the interest of suffrage campaigns
which are being made in four western
states. Ohio, Wisconsin, Kansas and Oregon.

Senator Poindcxter Chairman.
John Barrett, head of the Pan-American

Union, was to have acted as temporary
chairman, hut was unavoidably detained,
and in his place Mrs. Clara Bewick Colby
introduced the permanent chairman, SenatorMiles Poindexter of Washington, who
jumped right into the middle of his subjectby declaring that if women had the
ballot everywhere in the I'nited States,
instead of in scattered localities or communities,and if they had the right to sit
in Congress, many abuses which exist in
the District of Columbia would not be
tolerated.
The gloomf. ill ventilated Capitol building,he said, would be lighted and aired.

and the dungeon like office rooms would
be done away with: and the same, he
said, would be true in the Treasury building.where conditions, a§ regards the
health and comfort of the employes, are
deplorable.
Foremost among the speakers was Mrs.

Belva Loekwood. twice a candidate for
the presidency of the United States.
Standing between pictures of Susan B.
Anthony and Elizabeth Cady Stanton, and
beneath the suffrage Hag of five starsrepresentingthe states where universal
suffrage is in force.and the thirteen red
and white stripes, Mrs. Loekwood made*
a stirring, straightforward appeal for
votes for women. She reviewed a numberof Supreme Court decisions in which
women, for other purposes, are declared
to be citizens of the United States. For
the purpose of taxation, she said, the
Supreme Court has stated that women are
citizens: for other reasons the same decisionlias been made. A study of these
decisfons and of the Constitution and its
several amendments, she declared. Is
sufficient to convince any one that women
already have the right to vote.

Defends Woman Voters.
Representative Frank \V. Mondell of

Wyoming said that in his state, where
suffrage has been in force since the admissionof the state to the Union, womenare just as womanly as they ever

were. He said that in ail the campaigns
in which he has engaged he never witnessedany disgraceful scenes at the
polls, such as antagonists of woman'ssuffrage are so fond of predictingif women are granted the
right to vote at all elections. RepresentativesRucker of Colorado. Knowiand
of California and French of Idaho spoke
along similar lines.
Woman speakers included, besides Mrs.

Belva Loekwood, Mrs. Colby of Oregon,
Mrs. EdwarA T. Taylor, wife of RepresentativeTaylor of Colorado; Mrs. HarrietTaylor Upton, president of the Ohio
Suffrage Association, and Miss Laura
Burleson, daughter of Representative
Burleson of Texas.
Mrs. Taylor, who. as she stated, was

making her first address in behalf of universalsuffrage, said that the ballot
brings men and their wives into closer
sympathy, and declared that, to her
knowledge, politics had never, in her
state, brought about serious differences
in the home.

"As to the declaration of those opposed
to suffrage,'* she said, "that the ballot in
the hands of women will destroy the
home, Colorado has not found it so. Our
women are just as good housekeepers as

they ever were, or as are any women

anywhere. The home life is as happy,
and our women have as many children
as they ever did. It is a fact, in my observation,that woman suffrage safeguardsand builds up the home instead
of tearing it down."

Mrs. Martin W. Littleton, wife of RepresentativeLittleton of New York, has
added a chapter to her brochure "one
wish," in which she urges upon Congress
the purchase of Monticello as a memorialof Thomas Jeffersoft. The newchapterdeals with the fact that Commo-
dore Uriah P. Levy, who purchased
Monticello at auction after the death of
Jefferson, willed the property on his death
to the United States, but that the will
was broken by his heirs, and the property
ultimately came into the possession of
Representative Jefferson M. Levy of NewYork.

Disclosed in Library Book.
Mrs. Littleton came upon these facts,

which are not generally known, in a book
presented to the Congressional Library by
Representative Levy. In the book it is
explained that Commodore Levy, then a

lieutenant in the navy, told President
Jackson, after the death of Jefferson, tnat
he contemplated buying Montioello, and
that the President commanded him to do
so. The same book showed that CommodoreLevy's will had been broken,
which set Mrs. Littleton on a search of
the records of the supreme court of New
York.

What the Becords Show.
She found in these records that Uriah

P. Levy died in 1S»»2. owning Monticello, a

farm of between 2,000 and 3.000 acres,
which he willed "to the people of the
United States or such persons as Congressshall appoint to receive it, in trust,
for the sole and only purpose of maintainingsaid farm of Monticello, in Virginia.as an agricultural school for the
purpose of education of farmers." etc.

If Congress did not accept it, the propertywas to go to the state of Virginia

ECLIPSE OF MOON TODAY.

Will Enter Shadow of Earth Late
This Afternoon.

r When the full moon rises above the
eastern horizon this evening it is
probable there will be no visible indicationthat it has just passed through
the earth's shadow. The moon will enter
the shadow of the earth this afternoon
about 4:30 o'clock, and will emerge
about 6 o'clock, shortly before it rises
over the eastern horizon.

in Asia, Africa and Europe, and in the
last hour or so over the eastern coast
of South America.
