The local police have arrested two men
who were in possession of $10,000 worth
of shares stolen fromm the bank mes-
senger in the Rue Ordener crime. This
marks a great step toward the =olution
of one of the most difficult criminal prob-
lems with which the police have had to
deal. The famous robbery, committed by
a gang of five in a motor car, dates back
to December 21 of last year. In spite of
