Compliment to Labor.
"Moreover, it Is the first attempt to

classify labor systematically by a bill in
Congress, and Its enactment into law will
svldence a disposition on the part of the
government to see to it that labor gets
ecogmuon, tne dignity or naving a voice
n the councils ot state, and the opporunityto have its claims dispassionately
iiscussed. Give labor this boon and I beievethe labor question will be reduced
o the minimum.
"This bill, written on our statute books,

vill go far to allay jealousy, establish
larmony, promote the general welfare,
nake the employer and employe better
riends, prevent strikes and lockouts, stop
»oycotts and business paralysis and every
ear save millions of dollars of losses
chich result necessarily therefrom."
