TACTCS BLOCK VOTE

Passage of Bristow District:
Primaries Bill Indicated.

FILIBUSTER IS SUCCESSFUL

Quorum Refuses to Answer When
Consideration Is Moved.

BUSINESS IS HALTED AN HOUR

After Vain Efforts to Obtain a De-
cision Truce Is Patched Up

and Adjournment Taken.
———————

That the Senate Wwill pass the bill pro-
viding for presidential preference pri-
maries in the District of Columbia and
for the election of the District's national
committeemen and delegates to national
conventions was indicated by test votes
taken in the Senate yesterday afternoon,
when,the Mmeasure was pressed by Sena-
tor Bristow. Apparently only the absence
of a quorum late ¥esterday afternoon

.

prevented its passage at that time.

It was a comedy filibuster, which devel-
oped the attitude of the Senate toward
the primary bill. Speeches on the dry and
technical details of the workmen's com-
pensation bill had made the Senate cham-
ber a dull place most of the afternoon;
and by 5 o’clock the bady was ready for
some relaxation and fun.

It all started over Senator Bristow's
motion that the eSnate rroceed to the
consideration of the District primary
bill. A quarum did not vote on the mo-
tion, but when the roll was called to
determine whether or not a quorum was
present it showed a majority of the sen-
ators in the chamber. Every time Mr.
Bristow would get a roll call vote on his
motion no quorum voted, but eveny time
there was a call of the Senate for a quo-
rum a quorum answered. Back and forth
the roll calls went, varied by motions to
adjourn. And the motions to adjourn
were lost. The Senate couldn’t do busi-
ness because there was not, on account
of pairs, a quorum to vote on any mo-
tion, and yet it steadily refused to ad-
journ. After the comedy had proceeded
for about an hour it was agreed by 4l
factions to ring down the curtain on the

farce.
Heyburn Objects.

The Senate had been considering bills
on the calendar in order, but when the
primary bill was reached Senator Hey-
burn objected to its consideration. Then
Mr. Bristow asked a unanimous agree-
ment that the Senate dispose of the bill
next Tuesday.

“I call for the regular order,” replied
Mr. Heyburn.

“Does the senator from Idaho object to

my request for unanimous consent?’ Mr.
Bristow flashed back.

“I object to carrying further the wreck-
age, disorder and disturbance that has
been caused by the direct primary elec-
tions in the United States,” retorted Mr.
Heyburn.

Mr. Bristow desisted for a few minutes,
but soon made a motion that the Senate
proceed to consider the primary bill. Sen-
afor Smoot and others contended the
motion was not in order, and a lively
discussion was precipitated. Senator
Oliver proposed the calling of the roll to
determine whether or not a quorum was
present as a move toward adjournment.
It demonstrated a quorum present, but
the opponents of the bill were seen to be
much in the minority. Leaving a couple
on guard, most of them retired to the
republican clpakroom to deplete the at-
tendance so that & quorum vote would not
show on the roll call on e Bristow

motion,
Insurgents Amused.

During the roll call the Senate began
to have its fun. When the name of Sen-
ator Penrose was called he did not an-
swer because he has not returned from
attendance at the Pennsylvania prima-
ries that resulted in a Roosevelt victory
Saturday.

“My colleague 18 necessarily absent,”
8S8enator Oliver announced for Mr. Pen-

rose. The Insurgent republicans laughed
heartily, recalling the defeat of the Pen-
rose adherents in the Keystone state.
And they had another chance to laugh
a minute later, when the name of Sen-
ator Dixon, Roosevelt's campaign man-
ager, was called. :

“The senior senator from Montana Is
absent on important business,” Senatdr
Poindexter announced.

Majority Favors Motion.

The result of the vote on Mr. Bristow's
motlion to take up the primary bill, how-
ever, showed the general attitude of the
Senate, for those voting to take it-up are
considered favorable to it. The vote was
32 to 14 in favor of the motion. ;

Those who lined up for the bill were
Senators Ashurst, Borah, Bourne, Bris-
tow, Brown, Chamberlain, Clapp, Craw-
ford, Culberson, Cummins, Curtis, Fall,
Gore, Gronna, Johnson of Maine, Kern,
Martine, Myers, O'Gorman, Overman,
Owen, Perkins, Poindexter, Pomerene,
Reed, Shively, Smith of Arizona, Smith
of Maryland, Smith of South Carolina,
Thornton, Townsend and Works. Prac-
ttically all of these are democrats or in-
surgent republicans.

Those who showed themselves opposed
to the bill were S8enators Burnham, Bur-
ton, Catron, Crane, Heyburn, Lippitt,
Lodge, Oliver, Page, Root, Sanders
Smoot, Stephenson  and Sutherland. All
are regular republicans.

Business at a Standstill.

It was announced, however, that a
quorum had not voted. Then followed ef-
forts to pass a motion to adjourn or to
Secure a quorum to vote on the Bristow
motion; and business was at a stand-
still.

A call of the Senate to determine
whether or not a quorum was presenf
would show a quorum, but a roll call
vote immediately afterward would fail to
show a quorum. Mr. Bristow made the
point that a guorum being shown pres-
ent the motion should be considered
passed even though on the vote a
quorum did not respond.

Senator Bacon objected strenuously to
that, saying that the Benate ought not
to do business on any motion upon “which
less than a quorum voted. It would be a
precedent, he said, that might worse
than plague the Senate in the future.

Finally, Benator Bristow asked that
the sergeant-at-arms be instructed to re-
quest absent senators to come into the
chamber and vote. Senator Borah sug-
gested that he need go no further than
the cloakrooms. ut while business was
suspended on the floor to await the bring-
ing in of absent senators, conferences
between democrats and republicans were
held. A truce was patched up, and Sena-
tor Shively’'s motion to adjourn was car-
ried.

to the Pocific coast. Bidnay Allen has
traveled much, having gone to the Klon-
dike, and visited many eastern cities, and
can pass anywhere for a good fellow,
rather than as a ‘“'greeny.”
