DAMAGES NEARLY $100,000.

Suits Result From Accident in
Which Schooner Was Destroyed.

As the result of the sinking of the four-
masted schooner HerberfgD. Maxwell, in
Chesapeake bay, tHe 'night of March 18,
by “the steamer Gloucester of the Mer-
charits -and - Miners’- line, sults in which a
total of 397,500 is claimed have been in-
stituted by the various interests, in the
United States district court at Balti-
more, and the trial is now In progress
before Judge Rose.

For the loss of the schooner $55.000 is
claimed. There are claims of $1,700 for
pending freight, $1,600 for personal effects
of the captain and crew and $200 for
maintaining the crew of the schooner and
sending them to their homes. All these
claims are made in a sult brought by
Capt. William J. Quillin of the schooner.
There are also claims for $12,000 by the
Virginia-Carolina Chemical Company,
owner of the cargo, and $10,000 each fors
the deaths of Manuel M. Silvia and Pedro
Suares, two of the schooner's men, who
were drowned. :

In a cross suit against the schooner the
Merchants and Miners’ Transportation
Company claims $7,000 for damage to the
Gloucester. It is alleged by the company
that the collision was due to the fault
of those on the schooner. In all the other
suits it is alleged that the steamer was
solely at fault. ;

The case is being tried by Attorneys
Arthur D. Foster, for the schooner; John
E. Skeen, for the ents of the drowned
men, and Dantel Hayne, for the Mer-
chants and Miners’ Company. :

HIGH SCHOOL TEAGHERS
FLECT NEW OFFICERS

Reports of Committees Are
Read at Annual Meeting
of Association.

At the annual- meeting of the High
School Teachers’ Assoclation, held in the
assembly hall of - the Business High
School, .the.following officers were elected
for the ensuing year: President, C. W.
Rippey of McKinley; vice president, Miss
R. E. Shanley, Business; secretary, N. M.
McKernan,. McKinley;  tredsurer, A. A.
Doolittle, Central.

Reports of officers and committees were
read and approved.

The most interesting of the papers was
that. hy Mrs, Sarah M. Farr, chairman of
the committee on education. BShe said In
part: i -

‘“The committee on -educatiom worked
as two subcommittees, contipuing the
study “of' moral -ed(ication with Miss
Bucknam, and studying vocational train-
ing with Miss Throckmorton.

‘“The first subcommittee considered
the feasibility of direct moral teaching
with special reference to the qualifi-
cations of the teacher, the text-books
available and formal courses of study.
They collected from current literature
tributes to great teachers, and opinions
concerning the teacher's personality.
This last is the all-absorbing thought
of every work on moral education—how
to make the personality of the teacher
effective; how to convince the teacher of
his influence; how to make his employ-
ment and retention depend meore upon
moral qualifications.

Vocational Training Gains.

“The second subcommittee found that
vocational training, the wise guidance of
voung people in -the cholce of thelir life-
work, is gaining in popularity througheut
the 'U‘nited States because of its soclal
and moral significance.

“The Page bill, calling for the appro-
priation -of ‘$5,000,000 for instruction in
trades. industries and home economics,
which was introduced during this Con-
gress, aims at vocational tralning.

“Harvard has already established such
a course, and Dr. Vincent of Minnesota
has in preparation plans for the exten-
glon of this work through the university
courses, and there are several of these
vocational schools in our school system!

“Meanwhile business interests in the
citles are co-opearting to advance what
they deem a time saver, a bridge be-
tween school work and life work.

“Both subcommittees agreed that to
teach pupils how to fit themselves in
body, mind and soul to fill the place
that may be theirs in the - service of
men is to teach the best sort of ethics.

BARGE TUNIS FOUNDERS,

Was Carrying a Cargo of Coal From

TRBUTE OF WONANHOOD

Maryland Association Plans
Memorial to Heroic Men
Aboard the Titanic.

Lord God of Hosts, be with us yet,
Lest we forget, lest we forget.

These lines, the refrain of Kipling's
“Recessional,” have been suggested by
the Maryland Woman's Titanic Memorial
Association as a fitting inscription to be
placed on the memorial arch that is to be
raised by the women of America as
“woman’'s tribute to heroic manhood.” A
letter from Mrs. G. Huntington Willlams,
secretary of the Maryland organization,
contains a copy of the appeal which is
being sent broadcast to Maryland wom-
en, asking contributions to the fund.

Text of the Appeal.

The appeal follows:
“In the youth and elasticity of our na-
tion impressions made upon us, even of

our sorrows, are ngt lasting, and there-
fore it seems fitting that of this latest
and greatest grief which has come to
our people—the loss of the Titanic—there
should be some great memorial erected
in the capital of our nation.

“It should follow the memorials of an-
cient Greece and Rome, which today
call to mind the uplift of their heroic
deeds throughout the ages; and it might
well bear the oft-quoted but ever-inspir-
ing refrain of Kipling,

““And so there has been begun by a

little group of women in Washington,
represented by Mrs. John Hay, honorary
chairman, and Mrs. John Hays Ham-
mond, secretary, a fund for such a me-
morial, which it is hoped will extend to
every nook and corner of this republic.
* “The co-operation, therefore, of every
woman in this state of Maryland is ask-
ed; and the sum of $§1 from each will
make a worthy remembrance of that
splendid group, from the bellboy and the
stoker to the army officer and the cap-
italist, who faced death with the in-
trepidity which upholds our ideals and
gives us fresh impetus for the life of our
nation.”
