Brent Fourth Grade Pupils
Foes of Flies.

OTHERS MAY JOIN FIGHT

Health Officials Expect Aid of School
Children.

THE CAMPAIGN IS SPIRITED

Several Thousan^ Insects Delivered

Yesterday.Brisk Demand for

Collection Boxes.

Fourth grade pupils nf the Brent School
>cptf>rda\ entered The Star's anti-flv
campaign. This Is the first time school
children have organized to assist in the
effort to r;d Washington of its greatest
menace to healtn. Health department
officials believe that the example set will
he followed by pupils in other schools.
Brent s fourth grade representatives
have a record of 1,«00 flies killed, which
gives the class a fair standing in the
contest.
Another new entrant in the campaign

yesterday was Uwrence Fitzgerald, who
was one of the principal "swatters'" in
The Star s crusade of a year ago. Fitz¬
gerald turned into Dr. Murray, super¬
visor of the campaign. 2,000 flies. This
puts him well up among the leaders.

Continue as Leaders.
Several thousand flies were delivered

to the campaign headquarters, in room
8 of the District building yesterday.
Several of the contestants advanced their,
positions in the race, but Layton H.
Burdette and William Steiner continued
the leaders. These young campaigners
have killed between them more than
~1.0<>0 flies. Burdette. who won first prize
in 1 he Star's contest last summer, has
a lead of more than over Steiner.
At the Associated <"haritles stations

yesterday boxes in which the flies are to
be delivered to Dr. Murray were dis¬
tributed to a large number of applicants.
The demand for boxes has Increased stead¬
ily since the campaign began. Children in
every section of the citv are "swatting'
the fly. and it is the belief of Dr. Murray
that the record of the May campaign
will exceed expectations.

Interest in Essays.
rnusual interest is being manifested

bv school children in the anti-fly es<-ay
contest, which will close Wednesday of
this week Teachers In a number of
schools are assisting the children In the
preparation of essays, and have requested
Dr. Murray to furnish them with health
department bulletins and other data con¬
cerning the fly. All of the requests
have been complied with promptly. Three
prizes, of $o, $3 and $2 each, will be
awarded contributors under twelve years
of age who submit the best essays, while
prizes of the same value will be given to
contestants between the ages of twelve
and sixteen years whose essays receive
the highest ratings by the judges. Con¬
tributors in the first class must write on
the subjest "Why the House Fly Should
Be Destroyed," their papers not to ex¬
ceed .500 words in length. The subject as¬
signed children between the ages of
twelve and sixteen years is "The rlouse
Fly and Disease." The length of the eB-
says dealing with this subject must not
exceed 500 words.
Dr. William C. Woodward, health officer

of the District; Alexander T. Stuart,
director of intermediate instruction in the
public schools, and 1 John O. McGrath,
president of the Park View Citizens' As¬
sociation, compose the committee of
Judges which will examine the essays and
announce the winners.

Constitution Is Favored,
That the permanent clean-up body to

be formed in Washington should be pro¬
vided with a constitution was the de¬
cision reached yesterday afternoon by
the committee appointed to draw up a

report on organization, which held a

meeting in the office of Dr. William C.
Woodward, health officer of the District.
Richard B. Watrous of the American

Civic Association was made chairman of
the committee. Mr. Watrous and Fred
G. Coldren were appointed a subcommit¬
tee to draw up a constitution, the tenta¬
tive features of which were deeded on
at yesterday's meeting.
The constitution will be presented to

the citizens" committee appointed by the
District Commissioners to conduct the
city cleaning campaign at a meeting of
that body which has been called for May
21. Officers of the permanent organiza¬
tion probably will be elected at the May
21 meeting.

REPUBLICAN COMMIM
EXPECTS 200 CONTESTS

Arrangements Now Being
Made for Its Sessions in

Chicago.
OHT< A<tO, May 11..Preliminary work

arranging for the sessions of the repub¬
lican national committee, which are
scheduled to begin in Chicago June 6,
when that body will undertake the hear¬
ing of contests among the different states
and district delegations, has been under
way for several days by Assistant Secre¬
tary A. Ft. Smith of New York and Chief
Clerk 1^ G. Hechinger of New Jersey.
Secretary William Hayward of New

York will arrive here next Monday and
take personal charge of the detailed work
of the national committee until the con¬

vention. Acting Chairman Victor kose-
water of Nebraska. Chairman Harry S.
New of Indiana, in charge of the ar¬
rangements, and William F. Stone of
Maryland, sergeant-at-arms, are expected
here Tuesday, when it is expected final
plans for the convention will be decided
upon.

Nearly 200 Contests.
Members of the national committee ex¬

pect they will be called upon to decide
nearly 2»> contests between June 6 and
the opening of the convention, June 18.
Although detailed plans for the hearing

of the contests will not be decided upon
until the first meeting of the national
committee. It te believed that practically
the same rules which were adopted four
years ago will be put into effect, when
thirty minutes were allowed both sides in
the case <(/ contests over delegates .a
large and fifteen minutes for dlstrit con¬
tests.

Seven Notices Filed.
With this rule In operation, the com¬

mittee will be obliged to work practically
day and night to conclude its task be¬
fore the opening of the convention. Thus
far formal notice of but seven contests
ha\e been received by the committee.
They are the four delegates at large from

Mississippi, and the first, second, fifth,
sixth and eighth districts from the ame
state, and the first district of South Caro¬
lina.
Assistant Secretary Smith has received

credentials from 186 delegates and 1*.,
alternates, which include sixteen states,
the District of Columbia and the Philin-
I'ines. No state has sent in credentials
for all of Ha districts.

PARALYSIS IS FATAL
TO WILLIAM A. LINTON

Lifelong Resident of Washing¬
ton Dies Without Regain¬

ing Consciousness.

William A Linton. a lifelong resident
of Washington, died at his home, 532
4th street, yesterday afternoon about 5:45
o'clock. His death came suddenly, fol¬
lowing a stroke of paralysis which he
suffered Friday n'B^t. He was sitting at
home with the members of his family
when stricken and did not recover con¬
sciousness.
Mr. Linton was sixty-six years old.

Many years ago he resided in the north¬
west section of the city and was em¬

ployed in the government printing office.
Fie pave up this position about fifteen
years ago and later was in the coal
business.
Mr. Linton was an enthusiastic mem¬

ber of the Washington Light Infantry in
his younger days, and later in life he
joined the Association of the Oldest In¬
habitants, the National Union and the
East Washington Citizens" Association.

Took Active Part.
At most of the meetings of the three

organizations Mr. Linton participated in
the proceedings, and his suggestions were
usually adopted. He rendered valuable
service to the Northeast Washington
Citizens' Association, having served as
chairman of a committee and member of
the executive committee during most of
the time he was a member.
He had appeared before the commitees

of both branches of Congress and ills-
cussed needed Improvements or talked
in favor of or in opposition to proposed
legislation which was calculated to af¬
fect the northeast section.
He was a son of the late William A.

Linton. who was familiarly known in
this city as "Buck" Linton. He kept a
restaurant on Louisiana avenue near
6th street and many members of Con¬
gress were his patrons.
Mr. Linton is survived by his widow,

who was Miss Sallle Chichester, member
of the Virginia family of Chichester, and
three children.William A. Linton, jr..
Miss Julia I-inton and Miss Eveline
Linton. James Chichester, brother-in-
law of Mr. Linton, came here from Rich¬
mond yesterday, arriving before the
death of Mr. Linton.
Arrangements for the funeral have not

been completed, but it has been decided
to hold funeral services at the family
home either tomorrow or Tuesday. Burial
will be in Congressional cemetery.

Men's Team In Lead.

Cotton Smith of St. John's Church and
Rabbi Simon. At the conclusion of the
luncheon Rabbi Simon made an address
complimenting the association upon its
achievements and predicting a brilliant
future for it. He declared that the cityshould contribute generously to the fund
for the building.

Hustling for Building Site.
The fund has now passed the $110,000

mark, the price of the site at 13th and I
streets northwest selected by the asso¬
ciation f«»r the new building. But in this
total more than $10,000 has been sub¬
scribed conditionally upon a total of
$300,000 being raised. Therefore, it will
be necessary to bring the fund up to at
least $121,000 in order to be sure of the
site under present conditions. Charles S.
Ward of New York, wrho is directing the
campaign, has again urged the workers
to get at least a sufficient sum for the
site, which is considered the most avail¬
able In town, and which, it is said, will
Increase greatly in value in the coming
year.
"Ne\»r before has Washington seen

such a successful and enthusiastic cam¬
paign for funds for a civic improvement,"
said a prominent business man of the
National Capital last night. "Without
the remarkably strong organization built
up here by Mr. Ward of the Y. Y. C. -A.
it would have been a hopeless task. To
raise such a sum as has been gathered inthe last nine days would have beendeemed an impossibility with a similar
time limit under the old conditions."

Enthusiasm Spreads.
The enthusiasm for the cause is spread¬

ing and hundreds, probably thousands, of
persons are still to maJve their contribu¬
tions to the fund before the close of the
campaign.
Today and yesterday large placards

were placed in the New Willard, the
Arlington, the Raleigh and the Robin
House, asking for contributions to the
building fund as an appropriate gift for
"Mothers' day." Young women interested
in the campaign were stationed in each
of the hotels to receive the contributions.
They distributed white carnations in
token of "Mothers' day."
A contribution received yesterday, which

was much appreciated, was $120.74, do¬
nated by the employes of Woodward &
Lothrop. Of this amount. $35 was given
"by the man employes and the remainder
by the women.

DISAPPROVE GRADING PROJECT

Commissioners Oppose Improvement
of Minnesota Avenue.

Unfavorable action on the bill of Sen¬
ator Gallinger for the grading and im¬
proving of Minnesota avenue northeast,
from East Capitol street to Hunt place, is
recommended by the District Commis¬
sioners in a report sent to Congress yes¬
terday.
The object of the bill is to appropriate

$10,000 for grading the avenue for a dis¬
tance of about 5,000 feet. In their re¬

port the Commissioners say that Minne¬
sota avenue is a public highway only for
about feet of the distance involved
In the bill, and that it would be imprac¬
ticable to improve the portion which is
not public space.
They sav that the amount of $10,000 pro¬

posed to be appropriated would not be
sufficient for the pwrfose, even if the land
were a public highway, and that the im¬
provement is one which, in their opinion,
should await the submission of the Com¬
missioners' estimatca for the fiscal year
1914.

ORDERS NEW STOCK RATES.

Commerce Commission Acts In Case
of Western Carriers.

The interstate commerce commission
late yesterday issued an order requir¬
ing western rail carriers Jo put into
effect and maintain for two years,
from June 13. 1912, the rates on "feed¬
er" cattle and sheep defined in the

report of the commission on March 11.
this year.
In effect, this order retains the rates

on stock cattle and sheep, which have
been in force for a long time, the can¬
cellation by the railroads of the lower
rates on such live stock being held
by the commission as unreasonable.
The proposition of the railroads wan
that the rates on stock or "feeder"
cattle and sheep should be the same
as on fat stock, an increase of 33 1-3
per cent on su<?h traffic.
