Wolgast Has to Extend Him¬
self With Willie Ritchie.

CHAMPION LOOKED STALE

Ad Bleeding From Cuts in Month
and Face in Final

Bound.

SAX FRANCISCO. May 11.Ad
\\ olgast w as forced to extend himself to
tlie limit to get a newspaper draw in his
fu ir-round bout with Willie Ritchie here
today. For the first two rounds Ritchie
kept the champion on the defense.
The champion was staggered in the
. ond round by a long range stab to

the chin, but recovered quickly.
Kitchie took the count twice in the

third, although he came back strong and
. arried the tight to Wolgast in the fourth,
when the latter was bleeding profusely
from cuts in the face and mouth.
The general opinion of the tight fans

teems to be that Wolgast had failed to
extend himself, or that he has gone back
somewhat as a result of his operation for
appendicitis.
Six four-round bouts between fighters

of ail weights preceded the Wolgast-
Ritchie fight. The attendance was light.
The air was fog-laden and a chill wind

was wafted directly across the arena.
Wolgast and Ritchie weighed in at noon

and both easily were under weight.
The fighters arrived early at the arena,

Wolgast occupying a spectator's box dur¬
ing the preliminaries
Round 1.The fight opened with light

sparrin? and then Wolgast quickly ripped
left and right to the face. The pace
quickened with the champion lacing out
vigorously with left and right, several of
which landed Some close fighting fol¬
lowed and Ritchie lifted the champion in
the air with his knee. Ritchie suddenly
shot a powerful left straight to the jaw
and the champion tottered against the
jopea. Wolgast, maddened at this unex¬
pected turn, waded in, fighting fiercely,
and it was give and take until the end of
the round Wolgast's blows seemed
r«adly timed in this round, Ritchie having
the advantage
Round 2.They clinched with Wolgast

driving left to body and a moment later
swung a terrific right to the jaw. stag¬
gering Ritchie. Wolgast ripped a good
left to the face, but the Caltfornian sent
his opponent back with two wicked short-
arm blows to the jaw. Ritchie followed
hts advantage, landing solid punches to
the jaw and Wolgast appeared groggy.
The crowd was on its feet In a terrific
uproar. Ritchie again staggered Wol¬
gast with a succession of right and left
wallops to the face and hammered Wol¬
gast. It was ail Ritchie's round.
Round 3..They went at it fiercely at

close range. The crowd yelled to Ritchie
to be careful. He responded with a

straight left to the jaw and followed this
with right and left to the face. So fierce
was the milling that both fell to the
iloor. When they got up Wolgast planted
! is right solidly to the stomach, but
Ritchie retaliated with two powerful
!* fts to the chin. Ritchie packed away
at the face, getting home almost at will.
Suddenly Wolgast shot his left flush to
tie law and Ritchie went sprawling to
: flqor As he arose \» olgast immedi¬
ately toppled him over with a right cross
b (I Ritchie was very groggy. The round
ended with Wolgast smiling and fresher,
it was tiie champion's round.
Round 4.Wolgast lunged his left to

ti.e stomach and missed with left tor the
jaw. Wolgast closed in, trying for a fin¬
ishing blow, but Ritchie was evasive. As
t ey mixed Wolgast drove his left three
times to the jaw without a return. The
ihampion fchen forced his mau to the
topes. but missed several times with
fierce swings. Ritchie then got the cham¬
pion Into a corner and sent two hard
rights to the jaw The men fought at a
f irjous clip with Ritchie nettled. Wol-
gatt spat blood as he came out of a mix.during which Ritchie scored repeatedly
w.th lefts to the mouth. The round and
fight ended i na mix. with Wolgast spit¬
ting blood. No decision was given.

A big silver loving cup went
to St. John's College for securing the
most points in the collegiate events; a
fine silk banneT was won by Central
High, another silver loving cup went to
George Hamilton of Central for getting
the most individual points in the inter-
scholastic events, a silk banner was given
to the Franklin School for winning in the
country schools events, and a silver lov¬
ing cup went to Ruff for taking first
among the individual contestants in this
class and the Wicomico High School re¬
ceived a silver cup for tallying the most
points In the freshman events. Hand¬
some medals were also given to the in¬
dividuals who won and placed in the
event si
The games were conducted with great

expediency. The officials ran the events
off In fine shape and there was general
satisfaction. The college afforded en¬

tertainment for the competitors and in
every way made the meet what it de¬
served to be.an unqualified success.

CORNELL GETS MET
Beats Navy and Columbia in

Triangular Affair.

COLUMBIA IS SECOND

Ithacans Lead, With Tally of 48;
Columbia Gets 41%, While

Navy Has 27*4 Points.

ANNAPOLIS, Md. May 11..The Naval

Academy field and track athletes were
outclassed by the runners, jumpers and
weight men of both Cornell and Columbia
in the triangular meet held at the acad¬
emy this afternoon. Cornell won the
meet with a total of forty-eight points;
Columbia was second, with 41%, while
Navy secured 27% points.

It was one of the most successful
meets of the kind ever held at Annapolis
and attracted a record-breaking crowd.
Two Naval Academy records fell as the
result of the meet, though neither of the
honors went to a midshipman. In the
haif-hile run, Jones, the crack distance
runner of Cornell, won the event in the
fast time of 1 minute 66 3-5 seconds,
against the academy record of 1:50 4-5,
while Babcock, the Columbia crack,
added four inches to the Navy record
for the bro^d Jump, covering 22 feet 11%
Inches. Incidentally, Babcock was the
star individual performer of the meet.
He took' first place In both the broad
and high jump, and tied for first In the
pole vault. His achievements alone gave
the Momingside athletes 14 of their
points.

Do Best in Hurdles.
The Middles did their best work In the

hurdles events. In/ the 130-yard event
they took both first and second places
and got first In the 220 yards. They also
captured first In the hammer throw. Co¬
lumbia took firsts in the 100 and 440
dashes, shot-put and high jump, and se¬
cured all points for the broad jump. Cor¬
nell did not enter the latter event. Cor¬
nell got first and second In each Jthe
mile and half-mile runs, and first in the
220-yard dash, two-mile run and pole
vault.
Probably the most exciting of the races

was the mile run. Lockwood looked
like a sure winner, having led his con>
petitors all the way, but in the stretch,
Snyder and Berna of Cornell boxed him
in, which enabled Snyder to win. In the
120 hurdles, Dickens, Navy, and Babcock,
Columbia, ran a dead heat, but the Co¬
lumbia man was disqualified for knock¬
down three hurdles.

NEJW HAVHN, Conn., May 11..The an¬
nual track meet between Yale and Prince¬
ton ended in a tie here this afternoon,
58% to 38% points. iNot until the last
evetn had been concluded was the final
result determined. With the broad jump
still to be heard from, the points stood
58% for Princeton and 49% for Yale.
After Diggs and Cooke had easily taken

first and second places, resectively, the
score was tied by Curtiss of Yale, who
won from Benton of Princeton with a
leap of 20 feet 10% inches. Princeton
scored heavily in the dashes and mile
run, and led Yale by 3. comfortable mar¬
gin until the last event.
Fisher, the Princeton pole vaulter,

sprang a surprise when he cleared the
bar at 12 feet 6% inches, tying Wagoner
of Yale for first place and forcing C?m.
Gardner of the Yale team into third place.
Marsh, captain of the Yale cross-country
team, won the two-mile run in 9 minutes
57 4-5 seconds. No records were broken,
but the events were closely contested.

Hopkins
captured both hurdles and the hundred-
yard dash. Incidentally, Wagner of Hop¬
kins ran the hundred in ten seconds flat,
which is good time. In the 220 hur¬
dles Stacey of Virginia led right up to
the finish by three yards, when he tripped
and fell. He managed to crawl in sec¬
ond, however.
Felton, the ex-La wrencevllle captain,

after being in the rear the greater part
of the race, by a beautiful spurt took vic¬
tory right out of Hunter's hands In the
quarter mile. Felton also was second In
the 220 dash.
