ter will he admitted to the camp, whether
he has joined the Roy Scouts or not. Here
seems a fin*1 opportunity for ail the hoys
who are not lik* Iv to sret away to the sea¬
shore or mountains for a respite from the
heated term. ar;d also for the k.nd-hearted
experimenter in philanthropy, who Knows
some boy who <'in't Ret away and who
contributes the needed fee to see that he
coe= to the camp.
Many Washington men of civic and

. nancial prominence are active workers
f.»r the pr oject. Their efforts and interest
are supplant'd by about forty scout-mas¬
ters in the District, whose commands will
take turns at the camp. The actual ex¬

ecutive work devolves upon E. S. Mar¬
tin. the scout commissioner, under whose
direction a similar enterprise was suc¬
cessfully carried out at Columbus, Ohio,
last year. There the work was done at
the public expense under the ausp ces of
the departmet t of public recreation. Here
It must he done by s i .!» means as the
Roy Scout ofti Ial? can net together from
private subs -r.ptions and from small fees
paid in by the boys fur board.

Most people know that River View is
one of the "beauty spots" of the Potomac
landscape. Mr. Martin says that it is

admirably adapted to the purpose of a

Roy S< ->ut encampment. The buildings
and grounds will be immediately insfrect-
ed and overhauled by a committee of <>x-

1 erts. who will make an analysis of the
drinkinR water and take every possible
precaution touching t e sanitary con¬
ditions. Sp« :al it tention will be given
to the mosquitoes, f any are found there.
ab< ut*. and it is likely that a wireless
telegraph station w 11 be established, with
an instructor to tr.ve lessens to any boys
lnt< res e i All details will be arranged
with military care and precision before
the tlrst party of boys is taken there
June 2.'.
In a general way It may be stated that
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In Thx.TTe.ss Tx>tt.
the purpose of the (nrampment is to
benefit and instruct all boys who go
there. If it leads to a larger members Up
in the Boy Scout organzation, so much
the better. Tiie camp begins at a time
in the season when nearly every one in
the hot city longs for * change, to get
near to nature and to expand his lungs
with the fresh ozone of t)/' country. The
camp will offer these advantages at a
minimum of cost.the rate f»r eac^ boy
being fixed at S4 for one week, or $7 for
two weeks. There will be ample accom¬
modations for about 100 boys at all times.
Vacancies will be filled by those on the
waiting 1st in the order received.
River View lies on the Maryland side

of the Potomac, about fourteen miles
south of Washington. The boys will go
there by boat at an especially low round-
trip rate, winch will be granted for this
occasion. The boys will have exclusive
use of "he buildings, grounds and river
front. This was made possible through
the courtesy of Paul Dulaney and rolln
11 T^ivingstone: the first treasurer of the
local organization and the latter pres¬
ident of the National Boy Scout move¬
ment.

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The buildings are so ampl«* and com¬

fortable that it may be decided not to use
tents at all.but to screen windows and
doors, and throw them wide open to the
breezes. Boats, tennis, base hall, race

traf k. basket ball, quoits and other games
will be provided; also books, periodicals
and quiet indoor games for wet days, or

for those who require them.
Ample provis on will be made for the

commissary department, and the food
will be carefully prepared by competent
cooks. It is plain.ed to have supplies
of fresh milk, vegetables, egss, butter,
poultry and other produce delivered dally
at the camp from nearby farms. A con¬
cert or other enterta nment will be given
each week.
Malcolm P .lunkln, who was active di¬

rector of the camp at Columbus last year,
will be in charge of th's camp. He is a

student at the University of Pennsylvania
and lias a faculty for handling and enter¬
taining boys. Mr. Junkin will be ably
assisted, so that a li'gh degree of discip¬
line and order may be mainta ned. All
boys in the camp will be under proper
supervision throughout the en ampment.
None can go outside the camp l.nes with¬
out a formal leave. None will be allowed
In the water except as provided under the
rules of the Boy Scouts, with the swim-
m ng master in charge and properly
manned guard boats on duty. The same
rule appl es to all other sports and
games. No risk is taken nor allowed.
The rules forbid the use of vulgar or

profane language and exclude firearms
and tobacco. So far as possible, the camp
government will be left in the hands of
the boys by the use of the self-govern¬
ment scheme which has worked out so

well in the Junior Republic. Prompt,
willing and cheerful obedience is looked
for from every member of the camp, and
any boy who shows a dispos t on to defy
or to shirk his obligations in this respect
will be escorted to his home by the proper
authorities. The health, morality and
safety of every boy will be most carefully
safeguarded in transit and wh'le n camp.
Sickly boys who might endanger the
health of the campers cannot be ad¬
mitted.

Each boy going to the camp will be re¬

quired to bring his outfit in a suitcase or

telescope, as no heavy baggage can be
taken. The scouts will have their regula¬
tion equipment, and all boys miint be pro¬
vided with the following articles: One
heavy blanket, sweater or coat: extra suit
of old clothes for emergency, light over¬
coat or raincoat, stroi^; shoes and rub¬
bers, comb and brush, toothbrush, towels
and soap. Other articles that are sug¬
gested. but which are optional, are: Run¬
ning suit, used also for bathing; tennis
shoes, tennis racquet, base ball bat or

streets. Sunday evenings there will he a

song service around the camp fire. Par¬
ents and others will be sure to vls't the
camp, and they w 11 be welcome Wednes¬
days and Saturdays. On other days it
will not be convenient to receive visitors,
as it would tend to interrupt the routine.
The Camp Fire Oris are an allied

branch of the Boy Scouts, and arrange¬
ments are being perfected to g've them
one week at the camp At the t;me they
may select the boys will be dismissed for
a week and the Camp Fire Girls, under
proper care and chaperonage, will be
given ent re charge of the camp.
Throughout the time of the encampment

a physician will be in attendance and a

well equ'pped hospital tent will be kept
ready for use. With the foresight which
is be ng i xerclsed in the inspect on of the
place and the thorough sanitary safe¬
guards that vf*11 characterize every phase
of the camp life, it Is not to be appre¬
hended that any pi»kness will oc-ur there;
in fact. Mr. Martin says there was not a
case of sickness in the Columbus camp
last year, and that no acc'dent occurred
more serious than a careless boy getting
a splinter 'n his foot. As over 500 boys
attended the camp it can be readily seen
how small Is the risk from either sick¬
ness or accident.

The pictures shown in this article were
taken at the Columbus. Ohio, camp of the
Boy Scouts last summer. As the land and
water accommodations at River View
closely resemble those used for the Co¬
lumbus camp, these views are. flgurat've-
ly. pictures of what will be actually done
by the Washington boys In camp this
summer. Every occupation and amuse¬
ment for the camp has been lov ngly
thought out for the real welfare of the
boys taking part.

There are douht'ess as many kindly
and generous persons to the square acre
in Washington as anywhere else in the
country, so that the scout camp Is sure
to develop some little romances of good¬
ness and genuine charity, such as have
grown out of similar undertakings else¬
where. One at Columbus, which especi¬
al y impressed Mr. Martin 'ast season,
was that of a childless widower of mod¬
erate means who sent a delicate boy to
the camp five weeks at his personal ex¬

pense. On the visiting day each week
the man went to the camp to see how
his protege was getting along, and for
dinner took pot-luck with him at the
mess table. The boy proved very grate¬
ful to his benefactor, and the latter de¬
clared that he had never done an act
that brought him more real happiness
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Iowring The. Tiag Aetep 5undowk
on visiting days the >>oys will perform

special "stunts" for the entertainment of
th*ir friends, and will he seen on "dress
parade."
Arthur C. Slows, president of the loea!

council, who will remain In town this
summer. Intends to give a good deal of
time and attention to the conduct of the
camp, and will make a special duty of its
results, with a view to ajip ying any use¬

ful data that may develop to the future
benefit of the Boy Scout work here. His
efforts will he ably supplemented by
those of other members of the council.
l>oth men and women, and It Is not un-

like'y that leading clergymen of all de¬
nominations and other prominent citizens
will take a personal Interest in the suc¬

cess of the camp.
The local council Is especially desirous

that parents and the public genera'ly
shou'd understand that the Boy Scouts
is a civilian and not In any sense a

military orpanltatlon and that It is ab¬
solutely non-sectarian In spirit and in
fact. Its purpose is to assist In the build¬
ing up among American boys of a hardy,
healthy, well-developed manhood for the
future we'fare of the nation. All boys of
normal minds and characters crave for
the exercises and diversions which aro

brought to them by the Boy Scout work,
and as the exigencies of city life have
shut off the natural exercises of the aver¬

age boy the ucout plan is intended to

supp'y the need in so far as it can be

done.
Before the time for the outing at River

View, Scout Commissioner Martin will go

as a delegate to the recreation congress,

which opens in Cleveland June rt. There
he expects to get several Idas which can

be applied in the management of the
work here. At the congress he will real
a paner on the affirmative side of the

question: "Should Boy Scout activities be

made a part of the municipal recreation
program and Supported by public
funds?" Mr. Martin says he hopes to

see this work become a proper charge
against the municipal hudpet In every

large community in this country, a* he

holds that the money could not be put to

better use.

Parents have the personal assurance of

Mr. Martin that their boys will be as well

taken care of while in camp and while

going or coming on the boat as In a prop¬

erly regulated home. At all times they
will be under the close supervision of

competent officers. There will be no re¬

laxation of discipline and no slipshod
methods which might permit boys at the

camp to come under any undesirable in¬
fluences on the outside.
A feature of the camp work, which Is

certain to Interest a majority of boys, Is
the competition for camp emblems. There

Here for Five Years About
Twelve Years Ago, and Have
Come to Washington Now
From the Republic of Pana¬
ma.Senora Pezet Takes Her
Place at Once Among the
Important Latin American
Hostesses.

Young
Pezet has since resided in Boston, intend¬
ing to take up literature as a profession,
lie has alread\ written some dramas, and
o . iie hopes to have produced tli s au¬
tumn He is now in Washington with hts

parents and will remain until the legation
is moved into summer quarters on the
North Shore some time in July.
"I return to Wash ngton," remarked

Senora Pezet, "aa une comes back to a
d< arly loved spot filled w th pleasant
memories. 1 find the city changed, but
not sniffle entlv so to make me feel Strang*
except in u few locations. In a way I
feel as though I left only a few months
ago, and I take up the thread of aiTMrs
with zeal, the energy engendered by a
complete rest. My home city is Lima,
<>»e of the oldest cities of the new world
tiul one of the most fasc nat iik. Less
than fifty years after Columbus had dis¬
covered this vast empire for Spain, the
'irst stone of the Cathedral of Lima was
laid by Plzarro, in January. 1.V5.Y I have
not lived in Lima consecutively for more
than twenty-five years. Hut i make fre¬
quent vis ts and T am amazed to see how
modernized we are becom'nK, and that
without losing the picturesqueness and air
of antiquity which is our principal charm.
We have now a populat on of ",J5.<niO and
are increasing steadily and along the best
l.nes. We have all that a modern city
can desire, electric light and public tram
-ervlce, wide, shaded streets, handsome
new building blocks. In the res dentlal
section the anc ent ord<|T prevails and the
homes are wlda low and commodious,
many of adobe, with court yards tilled
w tli the splendid flora of our seaboard.

"Lima is filled with treasures of art,
with ancient manuscripts and rare old
'. oks. and it is real'y worth a visit from
the historical standpoint alone, were its
other many attractions eliminated. The
cathedral dedicated t<> St John the Evan-
Kelist, begun when Pizarro founded the
city, required ninety years to build, and
it is one of the grandest ecclesiastical
monuments in the new world. The ca¬
thedral was completed and consecrated
m 1»KJ5, but was almost demolished by
an earthquake In 17-M5. It has been again
restored and haa some costly art treas¬
ures.a genuine Murlllo, which hangs*
over the high altar, and some wonderful
gold and silver plate for her altar ves¬
sels and furnishings. Lima has the oldest
university in the new world, that of San
Marco, founded by the Spaniards In 1351.
It is a seat of learning revered through-

out South America, has at present eight
faculties, Including theology, and has al¬
ways, in spite of many pol t eal upheavals
In the country, remained autonomous and
Independent of the government. Lima
had a printing press In ir>OC, and we are
very proud of a catechism issued from
the Jesuit press at Jull, on Lake Titicaca,
In 1577. and which Is the lirst l>ook ever
published on American soil.
"History was made In Llmu. during

these centuries, though, of course, the
prosperity of the city followed the for¬
tunes of the Span sh viceroys. The world
at large lias recently heard all about San
Martin when Argentina celebrated tiie
centenary of that hero's exploits. We
built well in every way and our country
Is striding forward and tak ng a promi¬
nent place among tlie nations. Spanish
architecture prevails and the mother
country still exerts an influence in every
direction. A walk through our city s al¬
most like one through a city of Spain,
though the American spirit of progress
and activity is dominant. We have a fine
statue to Columbus in one of our parks,
another to Bolivar, and yet another to
our liberators connected with the defeat
of the Spaniards on the 2d of May, ISO!.

"It may be the lingering Spanish in¬

fluence which has kept our women from
taking part in the so-called femlnista
movement which is agitating all the
world. It would be misleading to say
that Peruvian women are not interested.
We take a keen Interest in all that re¬
lates to the progress of the world, and
especially do we note what is engrossing
the attention of our North American s s-
ters. But the two points of view are so
radically different that I can And no
standard of comparison. The Latin wom¬
an is heart and soul tied up in the for¬
tunes of her father, husband or broth¬
ers or sons. She works with the mascu¬
line part of her family and for him, but
in a different way. I think we know just
as much about politics as American
women, but we could never imagine our¬
selves taking an active, that is, a direct¬
ing part. It seems to us that our labor Is
at home and along social and philan¬
thropic lines. We give much time to the
planning of fetes, of dinners, and visiting
is a part of our daily routine like eatinff

and sleeping. We delight to take our
men along, and, indeed, if the social in¬
tercourse were as it is here, mainly
among women. I do not believe we would
take the trouble to keep it going. But
we think that after the serious occupa¬
tions of the day, home should be bright
and sunny for the father, husband or son
as loving care and deep forethought can
make It. Therefore we either have
friends to dinner or we go to good friends
to dine. Then we dance, go to the plav,
visit among each other and make a new

day for our men. They joyfully accom¬
pany us, enjoy themselves, uplift their
souls and minds by spirited, sprightly
conversation, good music or a play, which
awakens new thoughts and ambitions,
and so are refreshed to take up the next
day's burden.
"This is the T.atin woman's idea of

helping her husband, and a'ding the pub¬
lic policies. Then we devote much time
to organized charity, to works of philan¬
thropy. whJch are also woven Into our

dally duties that we perform them as a

matter of course, ^e Lat ns love to

dance, to go out In the warm sunshine,
listen to music and to talk of the prob¬
lems of the day and how to meet them.
Hut to vote or to seek ft public career

is far from out thoughts. We have kept
apace of the times. In that women can

get as deep an education as they are

capable of absorbing. They can get gov¬
ernment positions, and where th rty
years ago, when a woman was deprived
of her natural support father or hus¬

band, she became a charge of the state,

now there are hundreds of avenues open¬
ing to her to gain a pood living.
Sonor and Senora Pezet two jears ago

celebrated the silver anniversary of their
wedd'.ng, but to see the senora suggests
iliat she has discovered Ponce de Leon s

spring of eternal youth. Being a perfect
blonde with deep blue eyes and fair skin,
an unusual type for a Span.sh American,
though often seen in Spa n, she looks as

though she were entering her twenties.
She was married very young. S nee com¬

ing to Washington the middle of last
month much time has been given to get¬
ting a comfortable home for next season.

This Senora Pezet is succeed ng in ac¬

complishing. and the Peruv an legation is
one of the artistic houses hui t and for a

time occupied by Mrs. Christ'an Hem-
mick. then Mrs. Alfred Clifford Barney.
It is on R street near :tfd. The vestibule
rem'nds one of the quaint homes in Hol¬
land. Every shade of tiling has been used
with str king effect. The drawing suite
is large and exquisitely furnished in white
and gold and lead'ng from the main salon
to the banquet hall is what seems a green
alley, where growing plants, a running
fountain and satyr heads and fauns give
a wonderful reproduction of life in the
open. The banquet hall is in old Flem¬
ish oak after the manner of ancient chap¬
ter houses In Flanders.

the other Central American capitals, and
lastly we have been In Panama. I de¬
lighted In that experience.

Then
life is kept up to the keen edge by watch¬
ing the achievements of the noble engi¬
neers and hearing reports of their prog¬
ress. We spent some time in Mexico,
where Mr. Pezet went as a special envoy
to the centennial to represent the Peru-
Van government. That was a wonderful
celebration, and an experience which I
treasure. Mexico is such a fascinating
country and the ceremonies attending the
anniversary of Mexican independence
were planned on a scale of Indescribable
magnificence.

"During my recent visit to Lima I
was pleased to see the great progrc s

on the basilica, which the ladles of Peru
are making In this edifice in honor of
our patron saint, Rose of Lima. This
lovely saint, who Is the patroness of 11
America as well as of our city, was born
there In 1586 and died In a little grotto
which had been constructed In her parents'
garden, August 30, 1»»17 Her life was one
of prayer and contemplation and acts of
mercy toward the poor, and her memory
is cherished in Lima today even as Padua
treasures that of the gentle Saint An¬
thony. Many years ago the ladles f
Lima began to build this great basilica,
now reaching completion, over the t'ny
grotto in which Saint Rose spent her days
and nights contemplating the life and
work of the Redeemer.
