A Municipal Newspaper.
From the Chicago Evening Tost.

When, late last year, the voters of Ix>s
Angeles passed an initiative ordinance
providing for a municipally owned news¬

paper they received quite a Hood of

good natured If wholly gratuitous ad¬
vice from the country on how such a

newspaper should be conducted. Un¬
fortunately.or perhaps fortunately.the
ordinance Itself is rather precise in its
indications as to how the municipal news¬

paper shall be edited, and the first num¬
bers of the Los Angeles Municipal News
stick pretty closely to the lines laid down
in the ordinance.
The closest it gets to "human interest"

isn't very close. It is no closer, in fa<t,
than cut and dried party politics. There
is one page headed "Party Politics."
Under the. law the central committee of
each party is entitled to a column In
which It can state Its views. This oppor¬
tunity is scornfully declined by the re¬

publicans, who refuse to use the space at
their disposal. But the democrats, the
good government organization, the so¬
cialists and the socialist-laborites have
all taken advantage of the chance. It
makes a four-ring circus, which, perhaps,
is plenty.
At present the Municipal News comes

out only once a week. Perhaps when a

politicai campaign is on and the com¬
mission which edits the journal Is im¬
pressed with the need for light <>n the
various issues, we shall see the Municipal
News In hot competition with the "cap¬
italist" press of Los Angeles. Hut It is
much more likely to degenerate into a

purely official organ.such as New York
city has, for example.for the advertise¬
ment of municipal needs, calls for bids,
departmental reports, and that sort of
thing. When that day comes the
Municipal News will be tiled away care¬
fully in the office of ever> public con¬
tractor and even* real estate agent, but
it will not go into the homes of the
"common people," uo device having yet
been conceived to Interest the latter in
the outline and minutiae of municipal af¬
fairs.

Comes With Olive Branch.
Baron Marsohall von Bieberstein comes,

as German ambassador to this country',
with a quietly advertised olive branch In
his- hand. In this new character, dra¬
matically at variance with the past ca¬

reer of this faac-inating and singularly
able personality, England is delighted t>«
welcome him. There is no party and no
man in England who does not cordially
desire a real improvement in Anglo-Ger¬
man relations. But all the talk of Im¬
provement will end where all previous
attempts have ended, unless the facts
are fairly faced. These facts are naval.
Germany has made herself the second
naval power in the world, although
her military might Is unquestioned
and although the extent of her sea¬

borne commerce and of her colonial
empire does not necessitate so im¬
posing a display of naval strength
In doing so. Germany has challenge-!
British supremacy at sea, and has. l>>
implication. threatened British Im¬
perial security. She cannot succeed In
wresting from us the lead In naval
power. No British government coulu
dare to Jeopardise the very basis of oui

national and imperial existence. We
shall go on. whatever the cost, in th»-
race for sea power which has been
forced upon us, and we shall remain
supreme.

Was Shakespeare a Christian?
Canon Lyttelton, headmaster of Eton.

In a sermon prcached at Stratford-on-
Avon in connection with the annual
Shakespeare festival affirmed the con¬

trary. The great dramatist, he de¬
clared, was not a Christian poet, and
he asked how It was that "one held to
be the supreme Interpreter of human
life completely ignored the supreme
wonder of earthly existence."
S:r Beerbohm Tree, w ho was inter-

viewed for the Christian Common¬
wealth on this subject, states, while
giving no definite reply to the ques¬
tion:

Tribute to Shakespeare.
"Regarding him fShakespeare) from

every point, the answer to Canon Lyt¬
telton Is not difficult or uncertain,
though 1 have not read what he says.
I never read.
"Shakespeare was not blind to cer¬

tain facts; he saw more than our dim
vision can penetrate. We grope where
he saw light. And In all that goe-
to ennoble the race.toward what Mi
Gladstone named enlargement, and in
terms of our modern philosophy evo¬
lution.he was, and is. the highest
product of our common humanity.
"It is said that there Is something

good In every religion; that all have,
as it were, a common basis. In a word,
then. Shakespeare reflects this uni¬
versal expression of man's highest
emotion and his subllmest worship ofthe" Eternal Verities."

"Pure Democracy" Delusion.

Government which comprises the ini¬

tiative. referendum and recall of official*
and of judicial decisions Is government hv
impulse and caprice. Rome's pleblsdtum
was the initiative In Its essential form,
while the recall is the ostracism of
Athens under a new name. Both worked
badly and were discarded. I'nder mod¬
ern conditions and In a great nation like
the United States, they would work wors-
than they did in the countries in which
they were invented.

In a crude but effective way the Ini¬
tiative and recall had their little hour
on the stage during the French revolu¬
tion. and the experience in those cour.
tries and periods was not such as wouM
commend them to Americans of the twen¬
tieth century. The recall of judges ami
of judicial decisions would bring ;» relun
of demagogy and of mob rule whh-a
would disorganize our whole judicial ma¬
chinery and reduce our orderly system
of law enforcement to the level of tb-
