Bank Statement.

SPECIALTIES ACUTELY WEAK

Speculation During the Afternon Be¬

comes Stagnant at Shade Above

the Lowest.

NEW YOltK, July 8.-The stock mar¬
ket developed a heavy tendency at the
opening today, with material declines In
Vnlon Pacific. Reading, Lehigh Valley,
Chicago Great Western. Smelting, Steel
and International Mercantile Marine pre¬
ferred. The only gain of note was made
by Southern Railway preferred.
The movement in the first hour was ir¬

regular, with alternate rallies and de¬
clines. Last week's heaviness in the to¬
bacco group was renewed. American To¬
bacco declining nine points.
In the absence of more definite reasons,

the heaviness of today's stock market
was ascribed to last week's bank state¬
ment. which disclosed an actual deficit of
more than $."».«mo and a heavy cash
loss. This found some reflection In the
opening rates for call money, which loan¬
ed at 3 per cent, but otherwise there
were no indications that the conditions
shown in the seatement wo^d cause
more than a mild monetary flurry.

Amalgamated Copper Sags.
Amalgamated Copper sagged again on

the heaviness of coppers abroad, and
steel and the rest of the active list
showed a drooping tendency. Some
specialties, particularly American To¬
bacco. were acutely weak. Bonds were
irregular.
The seling movement apparently ran its

course in tne early afternoon, but there
were no recoveries of consequence,
speculation becoming stagnant at a shade
above the lowest.
Further heavy selling of the leading Is¬

sues, especially copper shares, which
probably had its basis in the prospect of
an adverse June report tomorrow,
brought the general level of prices still
lower in the afternoon. I

On the idea that the up¬
turn had been far too rapid, many con¬
servative traders unloaded big lines of
cotton, but this was quickly absorbed and
the market continued strong through the
first hour at practically ten to eleven
points net advance. Cables were higherthan due and more rain was predicted for'
the central and eastern belts.
Toward noon there was a reaction of

about 12 points from the highest, leaving
the market 5 to 6 points above Saturday's
close. Heavy unloading and aggressive
selling, with a let-up in the amount of
outside buying, chiefly explained the set¬
back.

Methods for Complete Reorganiza¬
tion Are to Be Considered.
