FRANCE NOT STIRRED

Meeting of Czar and Kaiser
Causes No Excitement.

RUSSIA’S FRIENDSHIP SURE

Aerial Fleet Now Officially Part of
French Army.

PARIS, July 27.—The recent meeting be-
tween the kaiser and the czar in the
Finnish Skerrles aroused only faint in-
terest and scarcely any newspaper com-
ment here, though the time is not far in
the past when a meeting of this kind
would have set the whole press wild with
feverish anxiety.

Spain Recovers From War,

It has taken Spain nearly fourteen
years to recover from the blow of the
war with Uncle Sam, but now at last
she intends to make a serious effort to
replace the vessels lost at Santlago and
Cavite.

The first Spanish dreadnought, the Es-
pana, will be commissioned in Novem-
ber, and will be quickly followed by two
others. These vessels each carry eight
30.56 centimeter guns, mounted in palrs
In barbettes.

Great sums have been spent in putting
the government arsenal at El Ferroi in
a fit state to turn out vessels of this type
and thus establish afresh a nationa: in-
dustry which had been ailowed to decay.
It now becomes obvious that on the com-
pletion of this Initial program fresh weork
must be given to the arsenal or the work-
men will have to be disbanded (and in-
evitably they will emigrate), and the fruit
of the nation's sacrifice will be lost. Thus
fresh constructions become Inevitable,
and the government has in principle de-
clded upon the en.arzement of the maval
program by the additlon of three more
dreadnoughts of 20,00 tons, against the
15,700 tons of the Espana and her sisters.

Meanwhile, no provision has been made
for the manning of the ships of the 1410
program, much less has provision been
taken for the three bigger ships to be
shortiy laid down.

WINSTON CHURCH:
ENVY OF COLLEAGUES

Held by His Heels, He Kisses
the Famous Stone of
Blarney Castle.

LONDON, July 27.—When Winston
Churchill returns from his datest Irish
visit to his colleagues In the “cabinet of
lawyers' he will be the envy of them all
He alone has “'kissed the Blarney stone.”
His friends in the southern Irish city—
where as first lord he has been promising
dockvard and fleet activity and expendi-
ture to the men of Cork and Queens-
town—have inoculated him with the real
gift.

He drove by motor car Tuesday, per-
sonally conducted by the mayor of Cork,
and encouraged by other genial local
public men, to the famous Blarney castle,
kissed the magic stone amid the cheers of
the public, and was metamorphosed as
truly as Faust Into a new being. Hence-
forth Mr. Churchill is a dangerous public
man, according to all the trad tions, for
the learned lexicographers state that he
who kisses the Blarney stone is endowed
with the power 'to blarney,” and ‘‘to
blarney,”” they say, is to humbug Wwith
wheed!ing talk so as to gain a desired end,
or to have excep.lonal facility “and un-
scrupulousness” in the art of flattery and
compl.ment.

To kiss the Blarney stone the pilgrim
ascends to the Lop of the ruins of Blarney
castle and, look.ng down from the para-
pet of a tower, perceives a triangu.ar
stone, Inscribed, fixed by irons in a posi-
tion so many leet down that he must be
held by the heels and lowered tlll his face
reaches the Kkilssing level.

POLICE FIGURES STARTLE.

During Year 3,794 Women and Girls
Were Reported Missing.

Special Cablegram to The Star.

LONDON, July 27.—The home secre-
tary, in reply to a question from Mr.
Snowden, has given in the parliamentary
papers a remarkable set of figures with
reference to the number of women and
girls who were reported to the London
police as having disappeared during the
last twelve months. He writes:

“During the last twelve months 1,118
giris between the ages of ten and sixteen
were reported to the metropolitan police
as missing. Of these 1,102 were traced.

“A total of 2,676 women of all ages
above sixteen were reported as missing,
and 2,540 of them were traced.

“In the case of the sixteen girls and 138
women who were not traced their ab-
sence is in many cases explainable for
such reasons as their having absconded
to avoid paying debts, having quarreled
with friends or husbands, and a variety
of other causes.

“One woman is known to have gone
abroad with a foreigner, with whom she
had been keeping company.”

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COTTON MARKETS.
NEW YORK.

NEW YORK, July 27.—There was a blg
advance in the cotton market this morn-
ing and all new crop deliveries sold above
the 13-cent level for the first time this
season, with the close firm at a net gain
of from 32 to 38 points.

The market opened firm at an advance
of T to 13 points in response to higher
cables than expected, unfavorable crop
news from the southwest, continued talk
of a bullish government report next Fri-

day, favorable reviews of the dry goods
situation, covering of shorts and a
broadening outside demand. Realizing
was extremely heavy, with old bulls evi-
dently reducing their lines very freely,
and there were rumors that some of the
larger Wall street operators were closing
out holdings that showed sensationa
profits, These offerings were heavy
enough to cause slight reaction from time
to time, but the rush of fresh buying
orders and the urgency of the demand
from shorts imparted a generally upward
tendency to prices and the close was at
practically the best point of the day.

October contracts sold at 13.08, or 36
points above the closing figures of yes-
terday, and about 75 points above the
low level of the week. New Orleans, as
well as other southern points, was a
heavy buyer here, with all the big wire
and commission houses heavy traders,
and with general busness more active
than at any time since the market first
crossed the 12 cent level. A report from
one of the most prominent traveiing ex-
perts that the Texas crop had taken a
dec'ded turn for the worse, combined
with reports that cond.tions in the Caroli-
nas had deteriorated several points for
the month, and the outlook for continued
dry weather in the southwest, appeared
to be the most prominent factors on the
advance, which was sald to reflect a re-
newed crop scare, and apprehensions that
the crop was in danger of losing more
ground in the southwest than it had re-
covered as a result of clearing weather
in the eastern belt.
