A FEATURE of ths American

road congress to b« held at At¬
lantic City, between September
30 and October ft, will be the
first campaign meeting of Gov.

Wilson of New Jersey and President Taft.
The respective candidates of the demo¬
cratic and republican parties have both
consented to address the American road
congress, and. while the addresses of the
two men will be non-polltlcal. there Is
great Interest In the "M"niir In whlrti
they will greet each other. It Is not

probable that they will have another
chance In the course of the campaign
to appear upon the same platform. Both
candidates are looking forward to' the
truce that will prevail at the big road
congress
Both the President and Qov. Wilson

agreed to address the American road
congress before they- were nominated
by their nespectlve parties. Of all the
candidates who were in the republican
and democratic fields before the conven¬

tions were held Wilson and Taft were

the only two who were Invited to ad¬
dress the road congress. The directors
of the congreaa are priding themselves
upon having picked the winners.
The American road congress marks the

combination of the conventions of tne
American Association for Highway Im¬
provement. the American Automobile As¬
sociation and the National Association
of Road Machinery and Material Manu¬
facturers. It will be the first time that
every faction engaged in the road move¬
ment has combined In one geneml con¬

gress. More than a half hundred state,
county and local associations which are
affiliated with the American Association
for Highway Improvement, will be rep¬
resented at the congress, and automobile
tour* to Atlantic City from all sections of
the country are being arranged by the
American Automobile Association. Eighty-
thousand square feet of space have been
set aside for the exhibits, nearly one-
half of which has aiready been engaged
by leading manufacturers.

? * . *
Another interesting feature of the con¬

gress wil: be the booths in which various
states will exhibit models and maps of
their roads and furnish information to
automobillsts as to the best routes and in¬
formation to road builders of other states
as to the manner in which the roads on
the maps and models were constructed.
Every state In the Union Is to be fur¬

nished a booth without cost- The states
of New York. New Jersey. North Caro¬
lina. South Carolina, Tennessee Illinois
and Kansas have already made definite
arrangements to occupy the booths set

aside for their purposes. Georgia and
New Hampshire are making arrangements
for booths. .

The American Road Congress is being
held by the American Association for
Highway Improvement, the American Au¬
tomobile Association, and the National
Association of Road Machinery and Ma¬
terial Manufacturers. The United States
government will exhibit all Its road
models and miniature electrical y oper¬
ated models of road machinery and stere-
optican views, and every state road de¬
partment will be represented. The spe¬
cial booths in which the various states
will exhibit their maps, models and their
various publications, will place the con¬

gress on a par with the biggest interna¬
tional exposition.

past to the boulevards of the present.
The committee expects to exhibit a prairie

Mr and Mrs. Ernest W. Porter and
family, who left Washington a few weeks
ago in their Ford car on an extended
motor trip through the north have ar¬

rived at Kingston, Nova Scot.a. where
they will make their headquarters until
early fall. They carried a camping out¬
fit along and have been spending the
nights along the roadside, stopping at

nightfall and establishing their camp
wherever they happened to be. They
took the trip leisurely, no previous sched¬
ule having been arranged.
The route from this city was via Balti¬

more Towson, Belalr, Havre de Grace,
Perryvllle, Elkton. Wilmington, Philadel¬
phia. Trenton, New Brunswick, Elizabeth
to New York city. Leaving New York,
the motorists struck the Boston Post
road, experiencing some cold weather the
night they slept on top of the mountains
In Connecticut. Prom Waterbury the
route was continued to Worcester and
Boston. Here the first accident of the
trip befell the party. While passing
through the Hub In the midst of the
heavy traffic the machine came In con¬
tact with a truck, with the result that
when "everybody came to" a large
truck horse was occupying the front
seat.

The party resumed the Journey from

last twelve miles, which was quite sandy.
The last two miles of thla was made on
"low gear." writes Mr. Porter. Taken
as a whole, the trip was a delightful one,
he said, and he expects to tour consider¬
able through the province before return¬
ing home.
For the benefit of other motorists who

might take this trip, ihe writer Is In¬
formed that the cost of ferrying a car
from Boston to Yarmouth Is $12.
On arriving at the port of entry at

Yarmouth a motorist has three options
of entering his car: Depositing cash to
the extent of .15 per cent of the value
of the car, refundable any time within
six months; putting up bond by a regular
authorized bonding company, the cost of
which is 95, or having two persons go
surety that the owner will export his au¬
tomobile. The law allows motorists
three weeks in the country when the
license tag of owner's home state is dis¬
played. "Incidentally gasoline sells for
25 cents, and a big measure at that." con¬
cludes Mr. Porter.

POPULAR AUTO ROUTE TO ATLANTIC CITY.

One of the most popular runs at this
season of the year for the motorist Is to
Atlantic City, via what ts known an the
"short route"* to Philadelphia. From
Philadelphia the run Is made over the
famous White Horse pike to the sea¬

shore. The total distance from this city
Is about 212 m.les.
The route from the National Capital Is

via Baltimore, Towson, Bel Air, Havre de
Grace, Perryvllle, Elkton. Newark, Del.;
Wilmington. Philadelphia. Camden, Ham-
monton. F^gg Harbor, Absecon, Pleasant-
vil.e and concluding at Atlantic City. At
Philadelphia the ferry Is taken to Cam¬
den. when splendid roads await those
who participate In the trip.
The only real disagreeable stretch on

the entire trip Is between Perryvllle and
Elkton. a distance of about fifteen miles,
which Is In many places deep with sand.
It la not bo deep, however, that It can¬
not be negotiated by even the smallest
machine. The going will be ratfMT slew,

but this can be easily made up after once
getting on the good macadam stretches
on the other end.
One of the most Important points to

be remembered In connection with the
trip Is to be sure and take the road to
the right, four miles north of Perryvllle.
One road Is straight ahead, while the
other branches to the right. Unless
particular attention is paid to the speed¬
ometer the road to the right, which is
hidden to some extent by the tall trees
at this point, can easily be missed. A
telegraph pole will be found at the Junc¬
tion of the two roads. Both roads Join
later on. bat motorists are advised to
take the road to the right, because it Is
not quite so heavy with sand. The road
to the right follows the Susquehanna
river some distance and turns to the left
through the little hamlet of Charlestown,
while on the other road not a house Is
to be seen nearly the entire distance.
In view of numerous Inquiries during

the past week a man, showing the loca¬
tion of the towns, together with data of
distances, etc., to given today for the

benefit of local motorists who contem¬
plate talcing this trip In the near future.

MANN RESOLUTION
INTERESTS MOISTS

If Passed by Congress Will
Mean Better Roads Through¬

out Country.
A recent amendment to th« national

parks regulations offered in the House by
Representative Mann of Illinois will
commend itself generally, for It provides
"that all revenues received after July 1
from national parks shall be expended
only for construction, improvement, and
repair of roads, trails and bridges in the
respective parks and for no other pur¬
poses whatever."
A suggestion made recently In connec¬

tion with the opening of national parks
to motor-driven vehicles Includes a pro¬
vision for a special registration fee, with
its use exclusively for road purposes.
Such a plan might meet the objections
which have been filed against the special
fee that Is now being exacted for auto¬
mobile admission into Glacier National
Park. Ultimately the registration fees
would be abo ished, but at the present
time it Is possible that there would not
be any great objection to the plan, pro¬
viding the yearly fee for those living near
the parks would be reasonable In amount.
The A. A. A. national good roads board
will present the matter at the next meet¬
ing of the A. A. A. board of directors.
In its consideration of the annual post

office appropriations bill the Senate com¬
mittee on post offices and post roads has
voted to report a provision calling for the
appointment of a Joint committee of House
and Senate to consider federal aid for
good roads construction and the recom¬
mendation of a definite plan of procedure.
The Senate committee voted adversely
upon the proposition of government roads
rental for rural free delivery routes used
in the various states. The action taken
concurs with the resolution pending In
the House which resulted from the fed¬
eral aid convention promoted In Washing¬
ton last winter by the A. A A national
good roads board, and co-operated in by
such organizations as the National
i Grange and Farm- rs' Union.
