QUARRELS WITH HUSBAND

Note Finned on Pillow Informs Her
He Has Gone Away.

MAKES APPEAL TO POLICE

Two Hours After Visit to Headquar¬
ters She Returns Home and

Swallows Poison.

jCIi-.iy I James Cranio, an attractive young
| woman, yesterday afternoon committed
jsui' i>l^ by taking carbolic acid. She swal¬
low or) the poison about two hours after
she had visited police headquarters, told
her troubles to Inspector Boardman and
begged him to find her husband. Charles
W. Creenie, who had recently been em¬

ployed as a waiter at the Raleigh Hotel.
J. G. Hough, a roomer at 404 H street

northwest, where the Creenies roomed,
found the woman shortly before 5 o'clock
in the afternoon, having been attracted
to her apartment by hearing her groans.
He summoned assistance, and the woman
was hurled to the Casualty Hospital She
died about N:30 o'clock, without having
retamed consciousness.
When Mrs. Creenie. who was about

twenty-three years old, called to see In¬
spector Boardman she was laboring under
a severe mental strain. She sobbed as

she told the chief of detectives of her
nusband hav.ng gone away from her
early Yesterday morn.ng, following a

trivial misunderstanding.
She thought thejr differences had been

healed, but when she awoke yesterday
morning she noticed the absence of her
husband, finding a note pinned on h;s
pillow wh.ch read:
"May: 1 wish you good luck and hap¬

piness. I am very, very sorry. Good-bye.
c harles."

Weeps as Boardman Beads Note.
Mrs. Creenie wept as she had Inspector

Boardman read the note. She was unable
to understand why he had left her so un¬
ceremoniously.
"Will you do everything you can to find

him?" she asked the inspector.
inspector Boardman learned from the

vouny woman that she was married in
Pittsouryh, Fa., about three and a half
years ago, and he surm.sed that she
probably had married against the wishes j
of her parents. The woman said she
had no children. So deeply was the police
otticial impressed by the woman that he
summoned Detective Evans and had him
make an effort to trace the husband's

I baggage, thinking he might be located
j in that way.

Detective Evans learned that Creenie,
who had resigned his position several
days ago, had telephoned a local express
company to have his baggage taken to
Union station in time to catch the 10:10
train. The company was unable to ac¬
commodate him, however, and the de¬
tective did not learn who had hauled the
baggage for him. He did learn that the
lO:10 train goes as far south as Colum¬
bia, S. C.. by way of Richmond, indicat¬
ing that the waiter had thought of going
south.
While the husband worked in the hotel,

the wife worked In a business house qn
F street northwest. Yesterday afternoon
after she returned to her rooms she wrote
two notes, one addressed to her husband
and the other to Mrs. Nellie Sullivan of
412 H street northwest, from whom she
rented the rooms she occupied.

Brother Notified of Suicide.
A third letter found in the room was

addressed to a brother, R. C. Chambers,
R. F. D., No. 1, McKeesport, Pa. The
letter to her brother bore no date, and it
contained only a discussion of a pension
c aim, nothing in it having any bearing
on her suicide. A message was sent to
the brother last night advising him of her
death and asking what disposition lie
wanted made of the body. The note Mrs.
Creenie wrote to her husband reads:
"My Dear Husband: Just a short note

to you in case you do come back. You
thought I did not love you, but God
knows I do, and so much I cannot live
without you. Good-bye, Charl e. Some¬
times think of your baby. BUNCH."
Mrs. Creenie was known to some of the

neighbors as Mrs. Gray, and such was
the name she signed to the note she left
for Mrs. Sullivan, her landlady. The
note reads:
"Dear Mrs. Sullivan: Please forgive me,

but you had a husband you loved and so
don't be hard on me. You can have what
you find when they bury me. If you hear
of Charlie please tell him I died because
1 could not live without him.

"MRS. GRAY."
The pol'ce took charge of the effects o!'

the Creenies. They found only $8 in cash
among them. In the letter the woman
had written her brother she spoke of a
loan she had asked of him. Coroner
Nevitt made an investigation and gave a

certificate of suicide. Her body was
taken to the morgue.
Shortly after noon today Inspector

Roaidman received a telegram from the
chief (if police of McKeesport, Pa., say-
ing that R. C. Chambers, her brother,
was on his way to Washington to take

| charjy? of the body and arrange for its
burial.

"et-peclally the so-called patent or pro-
pr.etary romodies, respecting claims as to

curative effects and providing that those
claims shall not be false and fraudulent.
It Is always more difficult to secure con-
vicUon If you have to prove two separate
crimes against a criminal rather than one.
I do not know til eexact difference be¬
tween what is false and what is fraudu¬
lent. But Congress having used these
terms. It is fair to presume that Congress
had in mind some distinct difference, be¬
tween them. .

"In securing the passage of the Sherley

amendment, the vendors of fraudulent
preparations have won a complete vic¬
tory, and again the interests of the
public have been sacrificed in the guise
and under the pretense of correcting an
evil."
