AGGIES TURN TRICK

Marylanders Beat R_ichmond

BACKFIELD PLAY FEATURES

Farmers Gain Consistently Against
Very Weak Defense of Vir-
ginia Eleven.

RICHMOND, Va., October 5.—The foot
ball team representing the Maryland Agri-
cultural College evened up old scores
against the Richmond College eleven here
this afternoon, defeating the local insti-
tution by 46 to (. The Farmers displayed
by far the superior brand of foot ball
from the start, and there was little ques-
tion that they would finish in the lead
before the game had been under way
three minutes.

It was not so much the wonderful ar-
ticle of ball put up by the Maryviand team
as it was the poor playing of the Rich-
mond eleven which caused the one-sided
score. The defense displayed by the lo-
cal team was so wofully weak it was
possible for the visitors’ backs to guin
almost at will, either through the line or
around the end. Also, it was not so much
the strong defense which prevented Rich-
mond from gcoring as it was the abso-
lute lack of anything which looked like
an effective offense. The back would go
into the line standing up, and whenever
an end run was tried the man with the
ball generally started out by himself, wita
the result that he did not get very far
There were times during the game
when Richmond spurted and made falr-
ly creditable gains. The work, though,
was not consistent and it never stood the
least chance to cross the Farmers' goal
line. On the contrary the work of the
defense was so poor that the men in the
visitors' backfield seldom found it diffi-
cult to register the required distance in
the four downs,

All Make Gains.

Every man in the Farmers' backficld,
not only the regulars, but the sub quar-
tet, as well, made gains at will, ranging
from & to 30 yvards. Poor tackling was
one cause of this, the local men failing
to stop players in the open fleld, often
when they had the chance.
