SKELETON MAST FAVORED.

Will Be Retained on Battleships, It
Now Is Believed.

The skeleton mast will be retained in
the United States Navy. That this be
done is the recommensdation, it is un-
derstood, contained in the report of the
special board appointed some time ago
to make practical tests as to the strength
of the skeleton, or cage, mast as com-
pared with the old-fashioned tubular or
military mast.

Tests were made early in September on
a skeleton mast erectedd on the old San
Marcos, formerly the battleship Texas,
in Tangier sound, Chesapeake bay. The
mast was torn to pleces but not until a
considerable number of shots had been
fired at it.

While the board has not made a final
report, it was learned that a preliminary
report revealed nothing which would call
for any change in the present battleship
plans. which call for cage masts on the
warships now building. As the members
of the board are widely scattered, it may
he 2 month or more, it was said, before
the tinal report is ready.

WILL TEND TO EFFICIENCY.

New System of Detailing Young Of-

ficers to Gunboats.

The Navy Department has inaugurated
a system with regard to the detail of of-
| ficers to gunboats and smaller vessels.
The pgunboats are excellent schools for
voung officers; also they are thrown on
their own resources to a greater extent
fthan on larger vessels and quickly learn
[ self-relinnce and confidence in their own
i abilities.

In the future the period of duty for
gunboat officers, except the commander.
will be one vear. At the end of this pe-
riod they will be detached and ordered to
the battleships and armored crulsers.

With this new system a greater number
of officers will have the advantages of
gunboat tralning, where their individual
responsibility and range of duties Is
greater. Another advantage of the pol-
jey will be to make duty on gunboats and
small cruisers more popular, as it will not
involve long sevaration from the fleet.

A number of the ensigns of the class of
1911 are now belng detailed to the gun-
i boats. This gives them an advantage

| over thelr classmates, as they immediate-

i1y become watch and division officers
| with guarters in wardroom.
For this reason the junior ensigns,

those only one year out of the academy,
who have shown special efficiency during
their year at sea, are being chosen. At
the end of a year they will again be or-
dered back to the battleships.

It is thought that the same policy,
somewhat modified, will be applied to
duty in destrovers. 1In this service, how-
ever, young officers will probably be al-
lowed to remain two years.

It is belleved that this method of de-
tailing officers is an improvement and
will tend toward & ravid development in
the all-round efficiency of the younger
officers, on account of the greater variety
of experience they will ga'n in their
earlier vears.
