GUAYAQUIL A HEALTH MENACE !

Ships From Ecuador May Have to ,

Be Barred From Panama Canal.
«

Army medical officers in the Panama
< 'anal Zone declare that unless the sani-
tary condition of Guayaquil, Ecuador. Is
improved within the next few month,
ships from that port must either be bar*
red from passage through the Panama
( anal or subjected to quarantine regulatons so rigorous as to delay their pas-
sage for days or even weeks- The ship-
ping of the entire world would be menaced.the medical authorities believe, by
allowing ships from Guayaquil to pass 1

through the canal.
It was at first proposed that a corps of

medical officers be sent from the Canal
Zone to Guayaquil, their salaries and expcnsesto be paid by Ecuador for whateverperiod they were engaged in the-
work of sanitation. The judge advocate
general of the army decided that such \
procedure would be unlawful- It is now
planned to defray the expense of a pre- ;iiminary survey out of the funds appropriatedfor sanitary work in connec- 1

tion with the construction of the Panama 1

The auditor finds no warrantfor receiving the money, and so
Treasurer Harman has it in bank subjectto the credit of the state He cannot
pay it to the auditor for the reason that
he refuses to take it, and it cannot be
checked out for the reason that the paymentsmade on behalf of the state have
to be made by the auditor.
The democratic national committee

assessed Virginia $25,000 for the presidentialcampaign, and up to a day or
two ago the state was still shy about
$8,000 of this amount. All the papers In
the state are making appeals for money,
but it is not coming in as rapidly as expectedor required. Chairmen of the
