TO FARMERS.

Work Done in California by a Traveling:School.
From Farm and Fireside.
The California farm train has just

come in from its latest run. Twenty
localities were visited. The ears were

thronged with visitors, many traveling a

distance of forty miles.
This is the fourth year of the "special"

and completes the first thorough agri-
cultural survey of the state. It is a

movable school from the state university'scollegf of agriculture, and one of
the most extensive efforts of the kind
that has been put forth anywhere.
The original experimental train was

sent out November D, l'JOS. There were
samples of the state's soils, with the
HJlgard eharts, showing their analysis
and the best processes with them; demonstrationsof the state's various agriculturalproblems, with their solutions;
expositions of plant and animal disease
and insect pests, with their remedies; a
department devoted to dairy industry,
with a lecture room. The train was
manned by eight experts from the best
of the college force, was in service sixtyfourdays, journeyed 2,Ui>3 miles and had
.*17,270 visitors.
The next year the number of coaches

was increased from three to five. Five
thousand six hundred and seventy-fotir
miles were covered, and the patrons numbered73,003. The subjects illustrated
were enlarged to include viticultural,
cereal and forage crops; entomology, irrigation.veterinary science, poultry, with
model sanitary chicken yards and coops;
home economies, and a large attention to
animal husbandry.
The following year ten cars were put

on the road, with twenty-one demonstrationsand lecturers, increased exhibits,
apparatus, etc. The number of visited
stations grew from t>8 to 225, 4,<J00 miles
were covered, and the attendance reached
7K.224. This year the mileage of the
train was over <»)C00.
The farmers, horticulturists, vineyardists,orchardists, beekeepers and stockmencame with their notebooks. An extracar carried various specimens of variousbreeds of cattle and hogs. The

schools adjourned and the teachers attendedwith their pupils, for agriculture
anil horticulture are now largely incorporatedinto county schools.
And so this state is being railroaded

out of its old ranch farming. The big
wheat fields are broken up. maximum
production per unit of area has taken the
place of mass production in grain. The
roving special is California's latest advancetoward intensive farming. Twenty-sixstates have now put in commission
these missionary trains.

Goats to Protect Sheep.
From the Philadelphia North American.

In order to frustrate an attack on bis
flock of sheep by a catamount or panther,David Glover of near Haneyville
has purchased two Angora goats. The
pugnacity of these goats is such that no

animal of prey dare attempt to despoil
a flock.
The sheep raisers of that wild section

have suffered severe losses to their flocks
of late years since the big increase in
black bears and catamount, and now
with a real panther in the neighborhood
it became necessary to do something desperate.Mr. Glover hit upon the Angora
goat idea, and it seems to have settled
the problem. The goats are masters of
all they survey, all right, even the men

folk lighting shy of getting too close to
the stuwly creatures. At this season of
the year the sheep are on me wua

ranges. Other sheep raisers are watchingMr. Glover's experiment.

A Machine to Write Music.
From Harper's Weekly.
A German musician lias invented a machinewhich, he states, automatically

registers the notes emitted by the piano.
The new machine has the same object as

one invented by an Italian and used by
Mascagni in writing his operas, but it is
a larger Instrument and is operated by
electricity. Into the machine is inserted
a roll of paper, and the composer seats
himself before the piano and executes the
composition that he desires to give to
the public. The machine faithfully registersevery note produced, so that the musiciandoes not have to depend upon his
memory.

LONDON, October LU.The Prince of
Wales has now been at the Magdalen
College, Oxford, for a little more than
two weeks, and the young men who are

in a way his comrades have had time
to form an idea of his character. The
general opinion is that the prince will
never be popular, but neither will he be
a subject of scorn. He will, unless he
suddenly develops new sides to his character.remain a quiet stranger, who will
be allowed to spend his days unnoticed,
and he will undoubtedly always feel Ioneisome. The pity of it all is that the fault
will not be his own, but the blame will
principally fall on the queen, who has
seen that arrangements were made
which as far as possible will keep the
young prince from coming in contact
with his fellow-students. From 'a materialpoint of view the prince will, of
course, lack nothing. His apartments,
consisting of four rooms, two sitting
rooms, a bedroom and a bathroom, are

most comfortable at the college and are
most luxuriously furnished with furniturein Georgian style, but a tutor is
guiding his every movement, selecting
the young men who are to be admitted
to the prince's company, and no room is
left for the prince's personal choice. In
other words, at a time when other young
mon form with chums which
last all life the future King of England
is virtually a prisoner. He is permitted
to associate with young Lord Stanley,
son of Lord Derby, who is of his own
age and who occupies a set of rooms on
the same floor, but who is neither particularlybright nor interesting.
As a sole concession to the democratic

tendencies of the century, the prince is
permitted to dine in the hall at a table
with ordinary commoners, when he does
not prefer to have his meals served in
his own rooms, and as k matter of fact
he has dined with fellow-students prettyregularly, but as he has not been permittedto develop the natural tendencies
of a boy of his age, he is out of touch
with his table fellows, and his presence
acts as a damper on their spirits, a fact
which will sooner or later induce him to
retire to his private apartment for his
meals.
The prince is said to be a good oarsmanand interested in aquatic sports, but

as he is not particularly strong, he will
not be able to row in the college boat
and will probably have to content himselfwith hunting, riding and shooting,
opportunities for which abound fn the
neighborhood of Oxford. Besides, he will
probably join the officers' corps at Oxford,which converts the raw material
into the texture of commission in the
army.

Society and Hashish.
While London society may not be quite

as degenerate as that of Paris and other
continental cities, owing to its innate
love of outdoor sports, ic cannot be said
to be quite free from some of the secretvices which are the curse of moderntimes and which sap the .strength of
the classes who have no serious aim or

purpose in life. Among the vices which
are increasing to an alarming extent here
none is more dangerous than the habit
of using drugs, and it is no secret that a
great number of society people are becomingaddicted to the use of "hashish."
In the very.heart of London, in Mayfair
and Belgravia, are a number of hashish
rooms, and, that the society woman may
not have to go without her favorite
drug when shopping, two hashish rooms
have been established within a stone's
throw of Piccadilly.
Hashish is really the candy prepared

from Indian hemp, and is largely chewed
in the bazaars of the orient. But if the
full effects of the drug are desired the
tops of the hemp are dried and mingled
with tobacco for smoking, or a tincture
is made by soaking the same in alcohol.
But the effects of Indian hemp upon
human beings are so remarkable (and so
destructive, if persisted in) that few who
fall under its spell can break of the
habit.
The chamber devoted to hashish

smoking is luxuriously furnished with
couches, settees and divans. The light ol
day is excluded, a soft glow being affordedby many tiny shaded lamps. Entering,the devotee is attired in a loose
robe, and, reclining, puffs for a few momentsat a long pipe containing Turkish
tobacco mingled with Indian hemp. Then
follows a singular exaltation of the mind.
Withdrawn from the world, and held in a
delightful reverie, the smoker revels in a
vision of lovely beings, who seem to exceedthe expectations of an imagined
paradise. Minutes are lengthened interminably,an hour becomes an eternity,
until, awaking from this stupor, the
