Leaders of Timber Workers
Not Guilty of Murder.

SENSATIONAL TRIAL ENDS

Indictments Returned as Result of
Riots in Louisiana July 7.

FIFTY-EIGHT MEN ACCUSED

Charges Against All But Six Aban¬

doned.-Union to Complete
Its Organization.

LAKE CHARLES, La., November 2..
A. L. Emerson, president of the Brother¬
hood of Timber Workers, and his eight
associates, charged w.th murder as the re¬
sult of the Grabow iabor riot July 7, were
acquitted this afternoon. The jury took
less than an hour to bring in the verdict.
Immed ately after the verdict was read,

at 4.44 o clock, all but six of the indict¬
ments against the union men, numbering
forty-nine, who have been awaiting trial,
were abandoned. These six persons will
be held pending an investigation.
Half an hour .ater the jail doors were

opened and the prisoners, most of whom
had been confined for two months or
more, walked out free men. Most of
them were soon on their way to their
homes in nearby mill towns.
President Emerson expects to leave to¬

morrow for Alexandria where, according
to a statement tonight, he will resume his
work of building up the organisation of
the timber workers.

Indictments Dropped.
District Attorney Moore moved to nolle

pros the remaining two indictments al-;
leging murder against the nine defend-

'

ants, and the three indlctme its for al¬
leged murder against the forty-nine union
men still he d In jail. Another i dlctment
against defendant timber workers, charg-
;n - shooting with intent to k.H, also was
abandoned.
Tne Grabow riot occurred Sunday aft¬

ernoon. Ju.y Members of the brother¬
hood of timber workers, led by Presi¬
dent Emerson and other leaders and num¬
bering 100 or more, began a labor meet¬
ing in front of Galflway mill. No sooner
had the speaking commenced than some
one fired a shot. Immediately the firing
became general. When the riot ended
three men were Head and thirty-seven
wounded, one of them later died. A
fifth faiahty was the death of "Leather-
breeches" Smith, killed several weeks
after the conflict while resisting^ arrest on
the charge of complicity.

Sixty-Five Men Arrested.
State troops vfr> called out and more

than sixty-five men, including members
of the Galloway family, owners of the
mill where the riot occurred, were ar¬
rested. None of the Galloways was in¬
flicted.
Only nine of t ? workers were tried,

under the severance order of the court.
The riot was the culmination of a s.rike

by the timber workeis against the Gallo¬
way m.ll and other mills in western Loui¬
siana.

erhood as a bianch of the Industr al
Workers of the ,»'orld. MM artitans
and wage earners otf all kinds are in¬
cluded in the membership.

THOMAS F. RYAN'S GIFT
St. Jean Baptiste Edifice in
New York Will Be Impos¬

ing Structure.

NEW YORK, November 2..The new
church edifice of St. Jean BiptUte. now
nearing completion in this city, at a cost
of $1,00.000, is the gift of Thomas F.
Ryan to the Fathers of the Blessed Sac¬
rament. This announcement was made
today by Father Letellier. superior of
the order.
The old Church of St. Jean Baptiste,

ocated In East 76th street, is wide y
known as the. Church of Miraculous
Cures. To its shrine thous nds of crip-
p ed and suffering Catholics made pil-
g: image, and the crutche's and surgical
appli nces abandoned by them form a
arge collection, which Is exhibited at
the church.

Built in Shape of Cross.
The announcement today states that

the new church at 79th street and Lex¬
ington avenue will be one of the largest
and most imposing Roman Catholic
structures In America. It will accommo¬
date 8.0(X) persons and wit: be bui t in
the shape of a Latin crocs, with three
naves, two twin towers and a great
dome. The towe s will be 150 feet in
height and the dome 180 feet.
Mr Ryan has taken personal interest

in the work of the Society of the B essed
Sirrament. He built and endowed its
seminary at Sufferin, N. Y.. where young
men are trained for the priesthood." Fif¬
teen priests from this seminary will be
required at the new church of St. Jean
Baptiste.

AMERICAN BALL00NISTS SAFE.

Cablegram Received From Honey-
' well and Lang in Russia.

KANSAS CITY. Mo., November 2..A
cablegram from Capt. H. E. Honeywell,
pilot, and Herman Lans, aid, of the
balloon Uncle Sam. a contestant In the
international balloon race, was received
by George Myers, president of the Kan¬
sas City Aero Club, tonight.
The cablegram, which wa8 the first

direct communication from the aeronauts
received here, was dated Eydtkuhnem,
Russia, and was as follows:
"Landed safely at Duina. In the air

thirty-eight hours. Balloon wrecked. Re¬
leased Russia." The reference to being
released is believed by Mr. Myers to in¬
dicate that the men were detained on
the Russian frontier for a time.
"It has taken all this time to hear from

Honey v. ell and Lang, who landed last
Wednesday." Mr. Myers said. "I am now
more th n ever convinced that Wa*ts
and Atherholt have landed safely, but
have been unable to communicate with
us."

She is
said to have improved steadily since
the operation.

THREE THOUSAND AT RALLY

Hannis Taylor and Henry £. Davis
Among the Speakers.

BRYAN AND CLARK CHEERED

Warm Personal Tributes Paid to

Gov. Wil&^n-."Sane" .Tariff
Revision Popular Topic.

Three thousand democrats gathered In
Convention Hall last night. In response
to the democratic national committee call
for a nations rally.day and cheered the
claim that the campaign had already
been decided -In favor of Woodrow Wilson
and a democratic administration. The
cheers were not centered entirely upon
the name of the presidential candidate,
ibut were impartial y bestowed also upon
the mention of Orover Cleveland, Wil¬
liam Jennings. Bryan and Champ Clark.
Along with the untrained applause of

the general democratic audience consid¬
erable fervor was injected into the even¬
ing's proceedings by a delegation of mem¬
bers of the Princeton A utnni Association,
which had been marshaled by the secre¬

tary, Frank B. Fox.
The meeting was called to order by

Robert E. Mattingly, chairman of the
democratic central committee of the Dis¬
trict ef Columbia, who Introduced as

speakers National Committeeman John
F. Costello, Hannis Taylor, Henry £T.
Davis, Charles C. Frost antf Carter
Glass. Mr. Davis, a lifelong friend of
Wcodrow Wilson, having been at Prince¬
ton as a student with Gov. Wilson, read
the message from the candidate to the
people of the United States- The mes¬

sage was printed in The Star of yester-
oay. In addition, Mr. Davis paid nig
tribute to the personality of the man who
Is bearing the banner of demociacy during
the campaign which will end Tuesday.
Reviews Party's Achievements.
Hannis Taylor reviewed tho achieve¬

ments of the democratic party from the
t.me of its inception and paid especial
attention to the party's dealings with
the tariff question. High protection was

criticised mercilessly. The speaker
voiced the well known democratic theory
that the tariff is the~mother of the trusts;
and a.so claimed tnat the only trust
remedy is a sens.ble downward revision
of the tar.ff. As for repuoiican trials at
remedying the trust situation, he said
that * instead of blasts of lightning, those
measures proved to be fertilizing rains
wnicn fe.l upon tnese big organizations."
"Free trade," continued Mr. Taylor,

"is a Utop.an dream or a r.diculous im¬
posture. The only way to tak*e the great
burdens from a suffer.ng people is to
m^ke a downward but sane revision of
our tariff laws, so that the riches of
this great land will not be confined to
a few people."
He blamed the Lawrence strike upon

the ta- Iff, and also oiamed tne pitiable
condition of the American merchant ma¬
rine upon t- e same policy.
"The American merchant marine," he

declared, "nas been driven from the seas
because it costs twice as much to bu.al
a. snip in America as it aoes in other
lands."

Bryan and Clark Cheered.
Speaking of Wdodrow Wiison, he said

he had made good in a state where it is
harder to make good tr-an anywhere else.
Referring to William Jennings Bryan
the speaker was Inte:rupted by long
cheers. He said Gov. Wilson would' have
Bryan's constant adv.ee, but that Wl -

Bon would be sure not to offend the con¬
servative democrats in any way. Champ
Clark's name brought a tremendous ova-

lion, when Mr. Tay.or said: "He stands
in the shadow of do eat, but he shows a

wonderful loyalty to . is paity."
Henry E. Davis' chief tribute to Gov.

Wilson was toward the individu.il:
"The personality of the candidates in

this campaign," he said, "cuts a greater
figure than In any s.nce the campaign of
lhtjO. When he spe-ks you wi 1 rtnd he
has a marvelous grip upon what he is
about to say and that he gripe the at¬
tention of his audience from the very
first-" .

Mr. Davis paid warm personal tributes
to Gov. W.lfcon, and the audience was
Btiri ed to cheers again when the speaker
declared:
"In the providence of God, the result

of the campaign Is determined already."

Mattingly Is Optimistic.
Mr. Mattingly's address was full of

democratic optimism, he forecasting a

great v,ctory for the party Tuesday.

Bromley, near Winchester, where he had
purchased cattle today, Carl Grove of
Martlnsburg, W. Va., ran his automobile
into a stump. The machine was over¬
turned and Grove was seriously injured.
Attacked while mailing a letter in a

rural box by a sheep that had suddenly
became vicious, Mrs. Virginia Earl, wife
of Robert Earl, a wealthy resident of
Jefferson county, W. Va.. w»8 so badly
injured that she died last night without
regaining consciousness. She uaa a
sister of Col. R. Preston Chew, a Con¬
federate veteran of Charles Town.

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WILSON TO STICKTO 108
AS GOVERNOR SONE TIME
Wishes New Jersey Reforms
Before Assuming Presidency,

If Elected.
LONG BRANCH. N. J., November 2..

Gov. Woodrow Wilson indicated in h's
speeches tonight on behalf of the demo-
cratic legislative ticket of New Jersey
that even if he is elected President of
the United States next Tuesday he will
.continue to act as Governor of New Jer¬
sey, perhaps until next March.

Ambition as Governor. .

"I have not stopped being governor
yet," h said, before an enthusiastic
crowd here, "and it Is my ambition to be
associated with the legislature of New
Jersey which meets next January in do¬
ing some further things in setting the
people of New Jersey free from private
and speciail interests." rfic
The governor declared that in the

midst of an era of reform, .New Jersey
voters had obstructed his aims in their
behalf by making both houses of the
state legislature republican in 1012. He
appealed for a democratic legislature to
enable him in the session which begins
January 1, to continue his program of
reform, which he said had not yet been
completed.

Plea for Legislature.
Dr. Wilson also urged a democratic

legislature so as to add Wlllam Hughes
to the list of democrats in the United
States Senate, The nominee stated that
if it were a matter of personal choice
with him as between the presidency oh
the one hand and a Congress of opposite
political complexion he would prefer not
to be elected President.
"It would be desperately lonely," he

said, "ni hout a democratic House and
Senate. I can think of nothing more
heartbreaking to a man than to be in
the position of knowing what ought to be
done in the country, and yet be powerless
to do it."
The governor motored from LongBranch to Freehold and Red Bank to

make other speeches along similar lines.

Several Constitutional Amendment*
Are Adopted at Meeting.

DUES OF BODY REDUCED

Several Resolutions Concerning Dis¬
trict Matters Are Introduced and

Referred to Committees.

D. A. Edward*, president of the Lincoln
Park Citizens' Association, last night was i
elected by the Federation of Citizens"
Associations to head t^at organ'zatlon
during the ensu ng year.
Chosen to serve with Mr. Edwards were

Allan Davis of the Southeast Washing- i
ton association, and William H. Richard- |
sin of the Benning association, us vice
president and treasurer, respectively,
both official being re-elected. W 111am
G. Neale of the central association was
selected for the position of secretary.
Mr. Edwards defeated William McK.

Clayton of the Brightwood Park associa¬
tion, who had served as pres dent of the
federation since Its organ zalon, two
years ago, ar.d who lacked but four vo:e«
of being elected for a third term. Fifteen
association* voted.

Act on Constitution.
The meeting was held In the rooms of

the Chamber of Commerce. Seveial con¬
stitutional amendments were adopted and
a number of resolutions referred to con-
mlttees. Nominating speeches wero dis¬
pensed with, the candidates being sele< tod
by an informal vote.
Mr. Edwards and Mr. Clayton were an¬

nounced as the nominees for the presi¬
dency. the former receiving seven votes
and the latter four. Charles C. Lan¬
caster, George F. Williams and Allan Da¬
vis also were nominated.
The three latter candidates were elim¬

inated on the Second ballot, Mr. Edwards
receiv n«{ n ne votes an I Mr. Clayton tlx
Four candidates were nom nated for

the vice presidency, the second ballot
returning Mr. Davis the winner by a
considerable majority. Mot.ons were
made that E. C. Dutton and W. H. Rich¬
ardson succeced themselves as secretary
and treasurer, respectively. Mr. Dutton
announced that he would not br able to
serve if elected, and W11 lam G. Neale,
a hewly-elected delegate, was chosen for
the position. Mr. Richardson was elected
without opposition.

Speaks for Clayton.
W. N. Cromwell of the Petworth asso¬

ciation seconded tl e nominatlc n of Mr.
Clayton. Tie attributed much of the suc¬
cess of the federation to the untiring ef¬
fort of Its retiring president, and urged
that this official be retained in office
until some of the re orms inaugurated
under his administration could be brought
to successful fruition.
When It w s found that Mr. Clayton

had been defeated W. H. Rlch;»rdson
moved that a committee be appointed to
draft suitable resolutions expressing the
federation's appreciation of his services.
This carried unaft mouely, President Ed¬
wards appointing on the committee W.
H. Richardson, Snowden Ashford of the
local ch'pter of the American Institute
of Architects, and E. S. Clarkson of the
Plney Branch association.
In delivering his speech of acceptance.

President Edwards said that he would not
attempt to shape the policy of t e organ¬
isation. but that this would be left to the
members. The new official lmmed ately
appointed a committee on committees
which will make nominations for a num¬
ber of remanent -committees. Appointed
on this body are James W. Dyre of the
Takoma Park association, William McK.
Clayton, Charles C. Lancaster, Allan
Davis and W.iHam N. Cromwell.

Books Will Be Audited.
A committee, consisting of E. P. Colla-

day of the Chevy Chase association and
George F. Williams of the Brlghtwood
association, also was appointed to audit
the books of Treasurer Richardson, and
bring in a report at the next meet ng.
The constitutional amendments adopted

by the federation prov.de for a reduction
In the annu-l dties from fiO to $3, the
serving of all delegates for one year, be¬
ginning with the annua! meeting !n No¬
vember, and the appointing o peimanent
committees to shape tho business of t e
federation.
All of the resolutions presented were

referred to comm ttees for consideration
and report. One of these provides that
the Commlsslone. s recommend to Con¬
gress an amendment to the penal code
providing for an Indeterminate sentence
and paro e law for workhouse and re¬
formatory prisoners. It was presented by
the delegate of the Park View Citizens
Association, which already has acted
favorably on the suggestion.

Wants More Policemen.
¦This association likewise presented'a

resolution calling for an Increase in the
police force so that more adequate protec¬
tion may be afforded the suburban sec¬
tions.
Considerable debate followed the pres¬

entation of a resolution by the Bright-
wocd association putting the federation
on record as be ng opposed to any merger
of local utilities until such a scheme can
be supervised by a public utilities com¬
mission. The resolution met with no
objection, but wa» referred to a commit-

There was also referred to a committee
a resolution presented by the Brightwood
Park association authorising the Com-
missioners to Include in their estimates
an item of $30,000 for the entertainment
of convention visitors In Was ington.
The Citizens' Northwest Suburban As¬

sociation presented a resolution calling
for an amendment of the police regula¬
tions requiring drivers of motor vehicles
to observe an eight-mile speed limit on
bus ness streets and thoroughfares equip¬
ped With car lines.

Agrees to Amendment.
Charles C. Lancaster, delegate from the

association, agreed to an amendment
offered by E. F. Colladay of the Chevy
Chase association, providing that It shall
be a misdemeanor for any driver of a
motor vehicle to pass within six feet of
a street car that Is receiving or discharg¬
ing passengers or. If passing outside the
six-foot zone, to proceed at a rate ex¬
ceeding four miles an hour.
Other resolutions, presented by the Citi¬

zens' Northwest Suburban Association,
provide that, instead of the District Com¬
missioners locating a garbage-reduc.ng
plant at Oecoquan, Va., they shall estab¬
lish an incinerating plant In the District
or Columbia, and that the federation dis¬
approves of the plan for the returning or
qualified verdicts by Jur.es In murder
trials by exempting capital punishment.
