MAINTAINING YOUR PERCENTAGE.

By Frank A. Gotch, World's Wrestling Champion
Health and suppleness are really per¬

centage propositions. The business man

who neglects his physical organism must
necessarily deteriorate to some extent
every day in the year. For a period of
a great many years this deterioration
may be slight. All this while it is

gaining cumulative force, and finally the
business man begins to drag, feel worn

out, think less clearly and act with di¬
minished decision.
The excuse he has to offer is that the

press of business Is so great he finds no

time fi>r exercise or recreation. His ca¬

pacity for efficient, work and thinking
may begin to lessen at the rate of one-

tenth of 1 per cent a day.which would
amount to per cent a month, or 36 per
cent annually. Consequently, during a

period of two or three years, -from the
first pronounced signs of a breakdown,
many business men forfeit 100 per cent
of their utility.

upon their own personal efforts, and if
their investment is not large enough to
give them a continuous income, they
have actually made their inattention to
their physical beings a decided monetary
loss.

Each day he must move ahead or slip

backward physically. A person begins
to slip the very moment his waste and
repair lack fhe proper balance, and its
neglect often means a certain nominal
loss in physical force.

When ne¬
glect has extended over months, or pos¬
sibly years, the question becomes entire¬
ly different.
If every man would make a percentage

table for himself and mark off on the
calendar even one-fiftieth of 1 per cent
each day he did not take cxercise (mark¬
ing with a minus numeral), and one-fif¬
tieth of 1 per cent on the plus side for
every day he did exercise, he would be
keeping a very accurate account of his
physical utility upon which the mind
usefulness largely depends.

The Derby was won by the Llew-
ellin setter, Charley P.; Naomi Jane, an¬
other Llewellin. second, and the pointer
puppy Joe third. The all-age stake was
won by Momoney: Comanche Frank, sec¬
ond, and Eastview, third. In the chicken
championship Comanche Frank defeated
Momoney, the only other starter.

Last year was the first during the
six. seasons that Johnson has been a mem¬
ber of the locals that he has been with a
team which could hold its own with its
rivals in most every respect. For five
seasons Johnson had the discouraging ex-
^rience of being a star pitcher on one
of the weakest teams in the league. He
lost game after game in which he per¬
formed brilliantly, yet he jiever became
discouraged, and the worse his support
offensively and defensively the better was
his pitching.

There is a jerk of the elbow in
his delivery which is sure to shorten his
days as an effective pitcher, while his
disposition is not along the lines of John¬
son, who is always cool and collected.
That long easy motion which Johnson
uses assures him the full use of his
pitching arm for years to come. There
is no strain evident and the chances are
that he will be pitching ball in the ma¬
jors long after Wood is forgotten.

The Washington club would be acting
entirely within its rights if it would make
formal protest against the action of sev¬
eral of the other clubs in failing to live
up to the rule which calls for the playing
of a double-header on the first day of
any scheduled series after the first trip.
This rule was violated on several occa¬
sions last season to the financial and
probably artistic detriment of the Na¬
tionals. The Philadelphia club was guilty
on at least two occasions. Early in the
year when a single game was scheluled
to be played at Shibe Park the game was
called oft on account of wet grounds,
though the sun had been shirting continu¬
ously all day. On the last trip that the
Nationals made to Philadelphia a single
game was scheduled for the first day,
though a double-header should have been
played. That game resulted in a tie and
the next day a nineteen-inning game pre-
yented. the .playing of more- than one. In

this way two ball . games wore never
played and the Washington club wmh the
loser as the result of the manipulation.
There Is a rule in existence against

such practice, and the Washington club
should see lo it that this rule is en¬
forced.

Bariing Billy Keeler, who, during his
first year in fast company, back in 1W*
revolutionized inside ball by his clever

, place hitting, there has never been a
player of more ability in this respect than

J Kddie Foster ot" the Nationals. Keeler
had an advantage in that he could mix
up his plays more by reason of his being
left-handed, and thus making the beat¬
ing out of bunts easier than It is for
l>oster. but on the other hand. Foster is
the harder hitter when he makes up his
mind to hit straightaway, which is not
often. Foster is an expert on picking
openings on the opposing infield through
which to shove the ball. He Is an artist
at that feature of the gaJiie. and for this
reason is one of the most dangerous bat¬
ters in the American League with men
on the bases. Opposing infielders can
take no liberties when Foster is up and
there are men on. For any ilelder to
cover a bag is always dangerous* for
Foster seems aide to place the ball justwhere tl e fielder hag left spac e unguard¬ed a moment before.
As is often the case. Foster when he

came to the Xfitionals was numbered
among the doubtful hitters. and yet he
proved one of the most consistent on
the team.

In none of the all-American (cams
which have been picked by umpires,players and experts does tiie name of
Chick fJandil appear as a caididate for
first base, and yet it would be no easy
matter to pick the first baseman in either
league who h:is anything on Candll whenit comes to all-around playing.
Granting that Chase is a remarkable

player in that position, he is not near a-«
valuable to a ball team as is Gondii, if
the big youngster whom Griffith l>ougnt
from Montreal has a single" weakness it
was not displayed during the live month *

He seenis capable in every respect, a' 1
about the only excuse that can be r;-
fered for not mentioning him on a pwith any of the others in this league is
that lie was a newcomer last year. ami

of the few veterans who are left in

major league circles there is but one who
still stands out from the other players in
his position and is conceded to be in a
class by himself. lie is Hans Wagner,
the remarkable player of i ie Pittsburgh
team. For seventeen seasons he ha*
been one of the greatest plavtrs In the
National League, and today, though
thirty-eight years of age. there is still
no shortstop whom the ex.wits dare to
compare with liim.
There have been players older tian

Wagner who have remained in fast com¬
pany for a greater number of \ears. but
these were pitchers, like Cy Young, who
did not have to play e\ cry .lay and were
not expected to display the agility that
Wagner's position requires. Strange as
it may seem, last season was one of the
best in Wagner's long and brilliant ca¬
reer. and he is again relied upon to <lo
good work for the- Pirates in the next
campaign.
Fifteen thousand dollars for six months'

ball playing seems like an exorbitant fig¬
ure, and yet Ty Cobb seems justified in
making this demand based on the salaries
the players are now receiving. To beam
with, Cobb is recognized a* the greatest
ball player of all times. This act makes
him an attraction, as is proven by the
fact that the Detroit team is still one of
the best attractions in either major
league, notwithstanding the fact that the
team as a whole is not prominent in ti e

pennant race, under which conditions
alone most teams prosper. If ever there
was a pli.yer who had a right to demand
the highest s- larv known to the game it
is Cobb. When ordinary performers who
have no drawing ability can draw
for a season's work. Cobb surely is worth
three times as much from every stand¬
point.

Reports which are in circulation would
indicate that the defunct 1'nited States
League, which made an effort to hreajc
into the game last summer, may be re¬
vived. N ?w backers are said to have
been found and new plans arranged. The
scheme now ip to break into only such
major lea?ue cities as present only one
of the two major leagues. Washington
is one of these, and it Is statM! on good
authority that an option on the site af
New Jersey avenue and C street, where
the Baltimore and Ohio depot was for¬
merly located, has been Neeured and a
ball park will be built there'if plans do
not miscarry.
There were several cities in the new

league last year which made good finan¬
cially, ammg them Pittsburg, where the
club made money. It is the intention of
the promoters to make an effort to get
permission from the two major leagues,
and if they fail in this they propose not
to antagonize organized base bail in any
way.
The chances for success for such a ven¬

ture are, of course, slim, for the very
good reason that only very mediocre
teams can be put In the field under such
conditions, and yet those interested be¬
lieve that there is a chance to make it
a paying proposition.
Ability to slide so as to avoid the base¬

man and still keep in contact with the
desired bag is 50 per cent of base* run¬
ning. Not until Zeb Milan learned this
art did he cut any figure among the base
runners of the country, and it is a fea¬
ture of play which many players still
have to learn. T'te Speaker is one or
them. lie was robbed of no less than
thirty steals last seaww because he over-
slid the bag after beating the throw.
This is Speaker's principal falling and
one which he seems unable to overcome.
Milan and Cobb are now given credit for
being the best sliders in the league, wttfc
Eddie Collins cloa^ behind then*.
