George Washington Structure

May Be Used.

Another step toward raising a quarter
of a million dollars, which will be Washington'sshare in. the two-million-dollar
fund for the erection of the George
Washington memorial building, was talienyesterday afternoon when the joint
committee of the Board of Trade, Chamberof Commerce and the Retail Merchants'Association met in the Chamber
of Commerce to discuss the terms of the
act authorizing the memorial.
As a preliminary, D. J. Kaufman, chairmanof the Joint committee, appointed a

subcommittee to confer with the regents
of the Smithsonian Institution, and any
other officials necessary, to determine exactlywhat the scope of the act may be
in relation to Washington. The members
of that subcommittee are Mr. Kaufman,
representing the Chamber of Commerce;
W. T. Galliher, Board of Trade, and
James P. Oyster, Retail Merchants' Association.

Regents Will Control.
Under the terms of the act control of

the George Washington Memorial is
placed, in the hands of the regents of
the Smithsonian Institution, but Congresshas authority over certain functionsthat might be held in the building,such as possible inaugural balls,
etc. In order to determine without
question just what the building could
be used for the subcommittee will talk
the matter over with the regents and
with any one else in authority who
should be consulted.
Following this conference a report

will be made to the joint commiCee,
and it is assumed that ways and means
for raising Washington's gift of to.
quarter of a million dollars will thfen be
determined.
