Memphis May Be Left in Darkness.
Situation at Hickman, Ky.,
Reported Serious.

MEMPHIS, Tenn..

April 9. -—Rains
Mississippi basin to-
menace of the flood
situation. A heavy downpour. accom-
panied by strong winds, threatened
stretches of levees where the fizht had
 been hardest. but today's reports indi-
cated all the dikes were holding.

The weather disturbance will prolong
..n(l yrobably inerease the flood, be-
cause all the tributaries of the Missis-
sippi will be called upon to carry
a large surplus of water. The gauge
here stood at 46 feet at o'clock to-
day, a rise of 4-10 of a foot in twenty-
four hours.

Hickman Situation Serious.

At Hickman, Ky., the situation to-
day was reported unusually serious.
The Reelfoot levee has developed sev-
eral bad spots.

The break at Graves bayou, south of

Memphis, was reported to be about
1.000 feet wide today. with water
pouring through the crevasse at a

terrific rate.

In Memphis the fleoded area. resulting
from the backwater, was largely in-
creased by the night's heavy rains. A
serious hole developed in the levee pro-
tecting the city gas plant, and it was
stated that the plant probably would be

shut down bhefore night. This would
seriously inconvenience thousands of
families.

Refugees continue to reach the city in
increasing numbem from flooded districts
in Arkansas.

Slight Fall at Cairo.

CAIRO, T1ll.. April 9.—The Ohio river
today had fallen one-tenth of an inch
since yesterday morning and registered
54.6 feet. Should heavy rains continue
over the Mississippi and Ohio watersheds,
it is feared conditions here again will be-
come critical. As it is extreme vigilance
still is exercised.

A great body of water is pouring
through the gap In the Drinkwater levee
and it is thought that it may cut a new
channel for the Mississippi river. Engi-
neers say that Cairo escaped inundation
solely because the waters of the Ohio
passed through Cache creek into the
Mississippi above Cairo.

Adjt. Gen. Dickson, on his trip up the
Ohio today will be accompanied by Dr.
Craw: of the Illinois state board of
health. Gen. Dickson has heen informed
that many refugees at various points up
the Ohio are in need of food.

Tour of Flood District.

COLUMBUS, Ohio, April 9.—Gov. Cox,
members of the Ohio flood relief com-
mittee and representatives of the Red
Cross Soclety left here today on a spe-
cial train to visit flood-stricken cities and
towns in the Ohio river and Muskingum

valleys. Marietta, Pomeroy, Portsmouth,
Zanesville and other points are included
in the itinerary. The party will return to
Columbus tomorrow evening.

A. P. Sandles, secretary of the state
board of agriculture, does not agree with
officials of the Wooster experiment sta-
tioh that Ohio wheat has been ruined by
the floods. Reports that he has recelved,
so far, indicate, Mr. Sandles says, that
only slight damage to the growing crop
has been shown.

NEWU.S. BUREAU FOR
FARMLIFE PROBLEMS

Rural Organization Service
Will Help Advance Interests
of the Producers.

What amounts to the formation of a
new bhureau in the Department of Agri-
culture and one that will closely touch
various branches of farm life has been
launched by Secretary of Agriculture
Houston. It is called the rural organiza-
tion service. Dr. T. N. Carver of Har-
vard has been =elected as the head. The
work grew out of the appropriation by
(‘ongress at the last session of £50,000 for
a division of markets. This plan has been
elaborated in the new bureau so as to in-
clude not only marketing, but most of the
other problems affecting country life. In
speaking of the proposed work Secretary
Houston said:

“Heretofore the Department of Agri-
culture and other agencies charged with
the advancement of agriculture have
given primary attention to problems of
production. The time is at hand to give
attention to rural organization. This prob-
lem is exceedingly complex. Any effort
in the direction of attacking it must be
along simple lines. Obviously one of the
tirst things to do is to consider and weigh
existing organizations, enterprises and
activities with a view of determining just
how they are working and just what their
effect is on rural communities.

“Next, it would seem proper to profit
by the knowledge thus gained, and to
take such steps as may be necessary to
encourage and to bring into active co-
operation organizations that will be help-
ful in advancing rural life. It will not
only be necessary to encourage such or-
ganizations and activities through propa-
ganda work, but it will be further neces-
sary to emphasize their value through
demonstrations in different sections of
the country.

Will Study Marketing of Produce.

“The Department of Agriculture and
some of the states have alreadyv develop-
2d important work in this field, and it
will be the object of the rural organiza-
tion service, operating through the de-
vartment, to secure the co-operation of
1ll these agencies. The Department of
Agriculture is= now charged specifically
with the problem of studying the mar-
keting of farm produce. Congress at its
last session appropriated the sum of $3),-
000 to enable the Secretary of Agricul-
ture ‘to acquire and to dffuse among
the people of the 1'nited States useful
information on subjects connected with
the marketing and distributing of farm
products.” Preliminary steps have been
taken to carry out the intention of Con-
gress, and a plan of organization is be-
ing perfected in connectlon with the
marketing work.

“It is evident, however, that marketing
is only one aspect of the great prob-
iem of rural organization confronting
the nation. In the interest of economy
other phases should be considered at the
same time. The general education board,
wiiich for several years has sought ave-
nues for useful service to the people of
the whole nation and has co-operated
witih the Department of Agriculture in
the support of its farm demonstration
work, has expressed a willingness to ex-

“The Secretary of Agriculture has

sought and secured the services of Dr.
T. N. Carver, professor of economics in
Harvard University, as director of this
work, and the president of Harvard
University has granted Dr. Carver in-
definite leave of absence for the purpose.
Dr. Carver has. for many years, been
deeply interested in rural life, and has
been a pioneer in the study of rural
economic problems, He has written one
of the most useful books on the subject
of rural economics and has devoted a
considerable part of his time as a teach-
er in Harvard University to courses in
rural economics.

“Jt is believed that the important work
of investigation, experiment and demon-
stration now conducted by the Depart-
ment of Agriculture and by many of the
state colleges and experiment stations
will very properly fit into the schemec
here outlined. The department, as al-
ready indicated, has been conduciing
work for many vears along special lines.
The rural organization service will co-
ordinate and cryvstallize these results and
apply them in community effort for the
advancement of agriculture.”
