“The anti-suffragists would debar
themselves from the consideration of

e guestion of woman suffrage if they
arried out this method of reasgoning

its ultimate conelusion,” saié Sena-
for Poindexter. “Of course. I do not

lieve that they should be debarred
om this discussion.”
# He contended that women showed much
nterest in voting, notwithstanding the
!‘hargr‘s that they have failed {o exercise
he right franchise in f£tates where
hev are allowed to vote.

“No reliable figures have been gathered
showing what proportion of the women
vote.” he declared, “and the figures pre-
gented by the anti-suffragists are abso-
lutely incorrect.”

Senator Poindexter referred to a state-
ment by Abraham Lincoeln, who said that
the civil war was not being waged to give
freedom to those negroes who did net
want freedom.

“This tight for woman's suffrage is not
being waged for the women who do not
want the ballot,” said Senator Poindex-
ter. “but for thosge who do.”

He deprecated the fact that the sex
question had been brought into the con-

of

troversy by the anti-suffragists.

“There is no question of changing the
gex relation in this fight for woman suf-
frage,”” he said.

Compliments Feminine Sex.

The senator declared that women were
superior to men in many ways, and should
be given the ballot.

*“Ine anti-suffragists did not argue
€0 muchk against woman sufirage as
against all suffrage.” continued Sena-
tor Poindexter, “Time and time again
it was argued that the right to vote
was not the important thing, but the
work which is being done by commis-
siong of which women were members.
The very life of these, commissions is
dependent upon the right of suffrage.

“Fven if T were in favor of a limited
suffrage, it does not foilow that the liml':
tation should be along the lines of sex,
suld Senator Poindexter. *“‘Perhaps such
a4 limitation should be along the lines of
education, property or some other quali-
feation, but certainly the fact of sex
alone should not be considered in sum-
ming up the qualifications.”

He said stress was laid upon the fact
that partial suffrage, as in school elec-
tions, had had good results.

“Why should ndt fall suffrage for wom-

#n. then, be a benefit o the country?’ he
asked. “Why cannot the women solve
aquestions of education for the state;

questions of child labor, the hours of
abor, and working conditions for the
«tate, as well as solve school questions in
thelr home towns?"”

He declared the only logical conclusion
of the long =truggle by which woman
has changed from a mere chattel of man
to his equal before the law was the
granting of political rights.

Senator Poindexter spoke of the women
voters of his state.

“There are just as many children in
Washington as there were before the
women had the vote,” he =aid, **The wom-
¢n have just as much time ® give to
their homes as before. None of the dan-
gers which have been predicted by the
anti-suffragists has materialized in
Washington.™

He declared that the question of woman
cuffrage was just as much a national
question as was the question of slavery
and that he thought tue national govern-
ment should act upon it.

Points Answered by Mrs. Colby.

Mrs. Clara B. Coloy declared that the
only point made by the anti-suffragists
at thelr hearing was that the states would
consider the passage of a resolution for
foman suffrage by the federal Congress
would be reaented by the states. She

denied this and said it was strange that
the Pacific coast states have been men-
tioned as among those that would op-
a constitutional amendment for
woman suffrage, when, as a matter of
fact, these states have themselves grant-
al the ballot to their women.

STRIKE IN BELGIUM
1S STILL UNBROKEN

Fight for Equal Suffrage En-
ters Second Week, With
Half Million in Ranks.

WORKING CLASSES FEEL

Cheerful Spirit Is Shown and Com-
promise Suggestion Is Expected
~ to Be Adopted.

BRUSSELS, Belgium. April 21 —The
general strike for equal suffrake in Bel-
gium enters on its second week with the
ranks of the strikers unbroken and. in
fact, strengthened by the adhesion of
still further recruits, bringing their total
up to nearly 500K, according to social-
ist computations.

A cheerful spirit prevails among the
working classes. who feel that the gov-
ernment will be obliged to vield at least
to the compromise suggested by the lib-
eral leaders, This provides that the equal-
ization of the parliamentary franchise
shall be immediately taken up for con-
sideration. A committee is now dealing
with the provincial and commercial fran-
chise and hopes to evolve a plan improv-
ing on the present method.

Cabinet minseters, on the other hand,
are determined not to surrender if the
government still commands a majority

of the chamber of deputles when it reas-
sembles tomorrow.
The =ocialist national convention

meets Wednesday to discuss the sltua-
ticn.

Acts of Violence Rare.

Acts of violence continue to be rare,
and are, in most cases, attributed to
other causes than the strike. A large
number of telegraph poles and wires
have been cut, however, and the minis-
ter of war has notified all the owners

of carrier pigeons that he will com-
mandeer the birds for military pur-
poses in case of necessity.

The printers’ strike in Brussels has
scarcely affected any of the newspapers
except the two socialist organs and the
Petit Bleau, whose proprietor has sub-
?r:rillwd 220,000 to the general strike
und.

Boys Wreck Train.

A passenger train was wrecked today
near Ninova by bowlders which had
been piled on thg track at a sharp
curve, Sixteen persons were badly in-
jured.

The occurrence was at first attributed
to the striking textile workers, but it
war later discovered that the rocks
had been placed on the line by two
mischievous boys. They were arrested,
A detachment of the civil guard, called
out for the preservation of order at Liege

this morning, cheered a gathering of the
strikers. The local police. expostulated,
upon which the guardsmen shouted even
louder, ‘“Hurrah for the strike!” much to
the. scandal of the authorities and to the
musement of a huge body of strikers.
he guardsmen were later persuaded to
return <o their homes after being dis-
missed from duty.

Soldiers Desert Post.

Two Belglan soldiers who were on duty
at a steel mill at Fontalne, guarding the
property against-the posgibility of an at-
tack by strikers, left their posts today,
carrving their rifles with them. They
were pursued by a military patrol which
was about to capture them, when both
deserters fired, killing one of the pursuers,
The pair then escaped into the adjacent
forest.

All the troops in the garrison were im-
mediately drawn off from strike duty, and
sent In search of the fugitives.

Another 4,000 men joined in the strike
at Antwerp today. The total number of
strikers there is now 25,000,

CONFER ON U. P. DISSOLUTION.

Meeting of Robert S. Lovett and Fed-
eral Judges in St. Paul.

ST. PAUL, Minn.,, April 21.,—The plan
of dissolution of the Union Pacific and
Southern Pacific railway companies re-
cently ordered by the 1'nited States Su-
preme Court was to be discussed today
at a conference between Robert 8. Lovett,
chairman of the board of directors of
the Union Pacific, and Federal Judges
Sanborn, Hook and Adams.

While the meeting was going on in the
oak room on the first floor of the hotel
the halls on the tenth floor, where the
registration offices are located, were]
crowded with feminine humanity, all
seeking to get near the registration
books. The erowd became so great that
it was necessary to let only a few people
in the registration room at a time in

order that those in charge of the work
could get along.

Discussion of Annual Reports.

In the oak room there was going on a
general discussion of the work of the
various officers and committees and de-
partments, following their annual re-
ports. It was described as “an experi-
ence meeting,”” where the work of the

Year was explained and discussed. This
Is merely preliminary to the formal open-
ing of the general meeting tonight and
is the only meeting which is private.

The officers of the federation wanted it
made plain that all of the sessions of the
general convention are to be open to the
public, and that every one would be glad-
Iy welcomed. The questions to be dis-
cussed, it was declared, are of intense in-
terest, not  only to women, but to men.
They will cover such matters as the con-
servation of national resources, the teach-
ing of sex hygiene in the schools and the
relation between rural and urban life.

The meecting this morning was called to
order at 9 o'clock and continued until
12:30, when adjournment was taken for
luncheon. The session was resumed again
at 2 o'clock and will continue until 5.

Wants Art Popularized.

Mrs. M. F. Johnston of Richmond, Ind.,
chairman "of the art committee, this
morning made her report. She pleaded
strongly for the popularization of art, so
that the people generally could enjoy
and appreciate it. A rather spirited
report on conservation was delivered by
Mrs. Emmons Crockett of Fitchburg,
Mass. She urged those present to do all
they could for the conservation of the
forests and the birds and other things
natural.

Mrs. M. W. Barry of Sherman, Tex.,
chairman of the committee on education,
Eave a good portion of her report to the
qguestion of social hygiene. BShe empha-
sized the mecexrsity " of ‘teaching social
hygiene in the normal schools -of the
country so thiat the future teachers would
be able to inetrict the children in the
proper wa)y -aleng these lines.

Household economics were covered by
Mijss  Helen Louise 'Johnson of Water-
town, N. Y., chairmin of that committee.

Miss Johnson pointed out to those at
the meeting the strong need of inaugurat-
ing some system for training the girls in
the schools in the necessary requisites for
homemaking and for motherhood. Miss
Grace Zimmerman of Fremont, Ohio, read
the report of the civics committee. These
reports were all made this morning, and
lengthy discussion followed the presenta-
tion of each report.

This afternoon reports were to be heard
from the committees on legislation, pub-
lic ‘health and press, and industrial and
social conditions.

Mexico Would Know Why Ar-
rest of Goméz Was Not
Permitted.

MEXICO CITY, April 21.—It was stated
today that Francisco de I.a Barra, Mexi-
can foreign minister, has asked for an ex-
planation through the Mexican embassy
at Washington of the conduct of Consul
General Canada at Vera Cruz, who is al-
leged t ohave prevented the arrest and
removal frem a Ward line steamer of
Dr. Franeisco Vasquez Gomes.

It is understood that Dr. Irancisco
Vasquez Gomez, who was formerly min-
ister of education and at once time In
charge of the financing of the Madero
movement, with headquarters at Wash-
ington, is alleged to have been implicated
in the Zapata rebellion, although his cap-
ture was =sought by the Mexican authori-
ties on the basis of a civil charge.

When the military authorities went on
board the Ward liner and demanded the
delivery of Dr. Gomez, Consul Canada re-
fused to permit it on the ground that the
country was not under martial law and
that only a warrent issued by a compet-
ant judge could be recognized.

Officials of the Mexican embassy here
said today they had not yet received
instructions from Foreign Minister de
la Barra to take up with the State De-
partment the conduct of Consul Can-
ada at Vera Cruz, nor had they vyet
made any representations en that sub-
ject of their own initiative.

REGULATES WOMEN’S HOURS.

La Follette Introduces Bill Affecting
Labor in District.

Senator La Follette today introduced in
the Senate a bill regulating the hours of
labor for girls and women in the District
of Columblia.

This is the same bill that was passed by
the Senate at the last session, and which
would have passed the House had it not
been prevented from coming up for action
during the last hours of the closing ses-
sion.

A similar bill had been favorably re-
ported to the House by the labor com-
mittee at the last session.

CHINA'S FOREIGN TRADE.

Total Value of Exports for 1912
Placed at $585,000,000.

China's total foreign trade for 1912
was approximately 900,000,000 taels, or
$685,000,000 in TUnited States money.

This is an increase of $33,000,000 over
1911. The combination of the revolution
in 1911 and bumper crops in 1912 was
responsible for the jump. However, the
imports continued to be somewhat in
excess of the exports.

America's participation in the trade
with China in 1912 Kkept pace with
previous years, except jin cotton piece
goods. In 1911 China took 16,000,000
pleces, but only 11,250,000 pieces in 1912,
The American contribution of 2,500,000
pieces in 1911 was cut to 1,700,000 pleces
last year, representing 37,000,000 and
$4,500,000, respectively.

Robert Dickson Under Arrest.

Robert Dickson, an electrician, who re-
sided on East Capitol street at the time
of his arrest two months ago for alleged
failure to support his family, is under
arrest in Atlantic City. Dickson, it is
stated. promised to provide for his fam-
ily at the time of his arrest and was re-
leased.

It is now alleged that he failed to pro-
vide for his wife and children after giv-
ing his promise he would do so. De-
tective Howlett wgnt to Atlantic City to-
day to get him.

Ice Pack Aga'in at Duluth.

DULUTH, Minn., April 21.—The ice
sack that drifted from here last Thurs-
ay returned yesterday and last night
extended thirty miles up the coast. Four
more boats cleared from Duluth for Buf-
falo yesterday, the Meacham, Craig, She-
nangb and E. L. Wallace. All are sup-
plied with abundant coal and provisions
to make a long fight of it If necessary.

Minnesota Mine Strike Ended.

CROSBY, Minn., April 21.—The strike
of underground miners on the Cuyuna
range is ended. Work is expected to re-
gume at the Kennedy, the two Armour
propertles, and the Thompson mine, with
approximately full crews today. At a
mieeting held last evening between the
strikers and the mine owners the men of-

GOVERNOR TO ADDRESS MINERS

CHARLESTON, W. Va. April 21.—It
was stated today that when the striking
miners of the Cabinet Creek and Coal
Creek districts of the Kanawha coal field
assemble here tomorrow to discuss the
plan by which Gov. Hatfield hopes to re-
store peace the governor will take the
floor at their convention and relate just
what he knows of how the strike has
been conducted by both sides to the con-
troversy.

Operating companies apparently believe
the men will return to work this week,
as notices have been posted at the mines
saying that the two-week pay day will

be inaugurated May 1, and check weigh-
men will be placed on all tipples a8 soon
as the miners select the men. It iz esti-
mated that of the 5,000 miners who were
in the district when the strike was in-
augurated a year ago not more than
50 remain, the rest having moved to
other fields.

CONDUCTORS END PARLEY.

Canadian Northern Employes May
Soon Issue Strike Ultimatum.

WINNIPEG, Man., April 21.—Negotia-
tions between the Canadian Northern
railway officials and the conductors of
that road who are demanding higher pay
have come to a close and the conductors
now will place their claims before the
federated board of railway employes, ac-
cording to announcement last night.

The men soon are expected to issue a
strike ultimatum.

TIDES NOT NORMAL.

Potomac River Shows Unusual Vari-
ance the Past Few Weeks.

Tides in the Potomac river for the past
three or four weeks have been ranging
either unusually high or the contrary and
such a thing as normal tides oceur no
longer. Friday and Saturday the water
in the river on each high tide was to the
level of the sea wall about Potomae Park,
or went over it an inch or two. BSatur-
day night the wind shifted to the north-
west and blew a gale. As a consequence
the water receded rapidly and yesterday
the level was very low, the river flats
being exposed almost all day and the
shoal docks about the harbor were bare.

A wood-laden schooner, which went
aground near Fort Washington in the
latter part of last week, was high and
dry on a mudbank, and at low water per-

sons could have walked around her with-
out the water coming over their shoe
tops.

The current which started Friday has
run off. but the water in the river is
very muddy, and is keeping shad and
herring from coming to their spawning
grounds about this city.

ACTOR'S WIFE AUTO VICTIM.

Feature of President’s Semi-
Weekly Meeting in White
House Grounds Today.

LATEST TOKIO REPORTS
GRATIFYING TO HIM

Maintains Business Will Not Suffer
From Proposed Tariff Bill—Con-
sumer Main Factor.

President Wilson was in such good
humor this morning when lhe met the
newspaper men in the Monday session
of his semi-weekly gathering with them
that he consented to go out into the
White House grounds and have his photo-
graph taken with those present. While
the photographers snap-shotted and
fussed around to arrange the gathering
to their liking the President joined in the
humor and pleasantry of the occasion.

A running fire of questions from the
reporters and correspondents on all sorts
of subjects brought out some interesting
lights of the executive mind. On the
Japanese-California question the Presi-
dent was gratified that the situation looks
better. both in California and Japan. The
President was pleased that the Tokio dis-
patches indicate a cooler frame of mind
there, and that the California dispatches
all showed that the governor and legis-
lature of the state are handling the sub-
ject with a full recognition of its im-
portance and proceeding with deliberation,

The President had not given the slight-
est thought to the differences in the bills
passed in the California house and sen-
ate. The detalls of these bills were un-
familiar to him. His sole alm had been
to try to prevent legislation that dis-
criminates against Japanese citizens
more than against alien subjects of any
other government. The President was de-
cidedly hopeful that further consideration
would lessen the radical tendencies of the
California legislators and at the same
time enlighten the Japanese people as to
the good intentions of the American gov-
ernment.

Regarding the tariff bill the President
was still optimistic that business will not
be seriously hurt or that stagnation in
the business world will follow. His ad-
vices were that if there has been any
slackening of business it was due to con-
ditions otther than the tariff bill. He re:
Iterated his belief thut the business world
need have no fears. :

As to the reciprocity features of the
bill, particularly in answer to sugges-
tions that there would be little left. to
gecure from foreign countries in the way
of reciprocity, the President asserted that
the first thought of the administration
throughout would be the consumer. He
emphasized that he felt it the duty of
the administratinon to look after the con-
sumer before any other interest, at the
same time preserving business.

Goes to New Jersey Next Week,

President Wilson has fixed upon May 1
and 2 for his appearance in New Jersey
to make speeches supporting the demo-
cratic program for jury reform to come
before the New Jersey legislature, which
meets May 6. The legislature failed to
pass a bill granting the reform in jury
work that the President and the New
Jersey democratic leaders believed and
urged should pass. On the President's
promise to visit the state and arouse
ublic opinion favorable to a broader
aw, Gov. Fielder called the legislature
in extra session after its recent adjourn-
ment.

The first speech will be in Paterson
the evening of May 1, and the presiding
officer will be Senator Hughes. The Pres-
ident will speak the next night at Jersey
City. Robert 8. Hudspeth, the democratic
national committeeman, will preside. Both
meetings will be under the auspices of
the democratic state committee and State
Chairman Grosscup, who has been here
conferring with Becretary Tumulty about
them. Mayor Wittpen of Jersey City and
Gov. Flelder will speak at the Jersey City
meeting.

“The President will see some of the New
Jersey legislators while in the state. He
may not return to Washington Friday
night, but stay over in New Jersey and
New York ecity until Saturday night. He
has a fondness for strolling over the
streets of New York, and if he can do so
this time without attracting crowds he
would like a little diversion on the streets
and In the shops.

CELEBRATE MILAN EDICT.

First of Sixteenth Centenary Cele-
brations on the Appian Way.

Foreign Correspondence of The Star.
ROME, April 9, 1913,

The first of the more important festi-
vals celebrating the sgixteenth centenary
of the ediet of Milan took place several
davs ago in the neighborhood of the cata-
combs that line the Appian Way. The
ceremony was organized by the college
“Cultorum Martyrum,” in honor of the
many Christian martyre whose names are
connected with that era, and began with
a solemn mass sung with full musical ac-
companiment, in the great crypt of the
catacombs of St. Domatilla, known as the
Bagilica of the 8ts. Petronilla, Nereus
and Achilleus. The crypt itself was rich-
ly decorated and lighted for the occasion
and the surrounding subterranean gal-
leries were illuminated.

After the conclusion of the mass Prof.
Marucchi held an archaelogical confer-
ence in the adjolning crypts illustrating
the history of Sanata Cecllia, St. Sixtus
and other martyrs. Late in the afternoon
a procession was formed, carrying the
Eucharist, which wended its way through
the whole area of the catacombs to a
field near Bt. Sebastian, where an altar
had been raised bearing the Constantine
monogram. After recelving solemn hene-
diction at the altar from Cardinal Cas-
setta the procession went on to the Ap-
plan Way, and followed it as far as the
Basilica of St. Sebastian, where the com-
pany finally dispersed.

The weather was brilliantly fine and the
ceremony was attended by a dense and
reverent throng.

TRAINING FOR SCHOOLBOYS.

War Department Will Establish Two
Summer Military Camps.

Two military camps are to be estab-
lished this summer by the War Depart-
ment exclusively for summer training of
college students, one at Gettysburg, Pa..
lasting from July 7 to August 29, and tlre
other at the Presidio of Monterey, Cal,
from July 1 to August 29,

Students over seventeen years old will
be taken into the camps, recommended
by officers detailed as military instructors
in colleges, where they will be given
practical military instruction, including
practice marches. The students will be
required to pay their own transportation
and subsistence charges, as well as to
purchase thelr own uniforms, Congress
having made no provision for the camps.

The- War Department, however, will
supply the military instructors and a suf-
ficient number of officers for the provi-
glonal regiments.

GEN. LUIS MENA SET FREE.

Nicaraguan Rebel Restored to Lib-
erty by President Wilson's Order,

Gen. Luis Mena. who revolted against
Presldent Diaz of Nicaragua. surrendered
to the American forces, and has since
been held a prisoner on the Canal Zone

has been restored to liberty by order of
President Wilson. This i= a reversal of
the policy of President Taft. The olimi-
nation of Mena from Central Amerfcan
affalrs was regarded as one of the
achievements of Secretary of State
Knox.

When Mena surrendered, Le pledged
himself not toe return to Nicaragua. He
sought the protection of the American

flag. That protection was translated into
actual restraint of liberty.
