NATIONALS OFF ON
THEIR LONGEST TRIP

Griffith's Team Scheduled to
Play Twenty-Eight Games

Before It Returns. * j
GREAT RALLY EVENS j

SERIES WITH BOSTON i

Timely Hitting Gives Fans a

Chance to Exercise Their
Vocal Cords.

The Nationals left here this morning

on one of the longest trips that the team
will be asked to make this season. Six
of the seven cities will be visited, and
U>efore the team returns to its own
grounds it is scheduled to play twenty-
eight games. Eight of these will be
played in the east at Philadelphia and
Boston, then four games will be played
In each of the Western cities, after
which the team returns to Philadelphia
for a four-game series, and then returns
home.
That the team's standing at the end of

the campaign will depend largely on
what sort of a showing it makes on this
trip is generally recognized. To get an
even break in these twenty-eight games
would be an exceptionally good showing,
and to win a majority of the games
would be sure to keep the team up
within hailing distance of the leaders.
But it is not going to be an easy task.
The one gleam of consolation comes in
the fact that Griffith has a splendid road
team. I-ast season it was the good work
of the Nationals away from home which
gave them their good standing in the
race. This year they have done even
better, having won every one of the four
games they have played on foreign
grounds.
Much, of course, will depend on what

the pitchers do. Johnson, of course, canbe relied upon, and there is no doubt
that both Hughes and Groom will show
good form, but this trio alone will not
be able to keep the team in the race,for tin? work will tell on them so that
some of the youngsters must come
througi.
Today the team is scheduled to play

in Philadelphia. Tom Hughes is to pitch,and as Plank worked agains New York
yesterday that troublesome fellow is out
of the way for the time being at least.

It ha« been many a day since a l'»cal
team pulled a game out of the Are as it
did yesterday. If ever a team seemed
badly l»eateii it was the Nationals up to
the eighth inning. The fans had sort ot
resigned themselves to their fate and
felt satisfied that the one run which
had been scored In the seventh would
prevent the humiliation of a shut-out.
But situations change unexpectedly in
base ball, and what seemed like a for¬
lorn hope one minute was» a winning
rally in the very next. It was a splendid
tribute to the team's never-say-die tac¬
tics. It struggled on under the most dis¬
couraging conditions and was finally re¬
warded with a victory. President Wilson,
not unlike every one in the inclosure,
cheered and applauded during that clgbth
inning.

Not since Dan MoeUer became a mem¬
ber of the team has he played the splen¬
did ball that he has put up this spring.
On ^hat he ha*' shown in the games the |
Nationals have played this season he j
compares favorably with any outfielder
in the league. Not only is ne hitting lik«- j
a fiend, getting three hits again yester- |day. but he Is running bases with judg¬
ment ami fielding his position in tine
style It was Moeller's screeching douhie
in the eighth whic h started the Nationals
on the road to victory. MoeUer It- the
most wonderfully improved ball player
since last season in the league, and he
ranked well up witn the stars his very
first year In.

Buck O'Brien was never better than
during the first six innings yesterday.
He had terrific speed and wa*< as ner
unhittable as a pitcher can be. He struck
out twelve while he was officiating, and
struck out the side In order In both the
first and second innings But O'Brien,
like many other pitchers, is under a ter-
rltlc strain when he lets himself out,
and he gradually weakened and began
to slip in the seventh. He was given a
lively reception in the eighth, and Hall,
who finished the round, was not treated
a bit better.
Schaefer proved himself the mascot.

He was sent to bat for Boehling in the
eighth, and Uardner fumbled hla hot shot
toward third. This was the opening
wegge of the rally whieh won the game.

Johnson was hardly properly warmed

up when he went into the game in the
ninth, hut " he finished strong. After
Gardner had been retired, botli Engle
and Wagner hit safely, but Henrlksen
was struck out. and then Yerkes. bat¬
ting for Hall, sent a sharp grounder to
Laporte. who had but to step on third
bast- to end the game.

On what Boston has shown in the series
here the Red Sox do not appear to have
anything on the Nationals, unless it be
that their pitchers round into form and
thus get an advantage over the locals.
But in no other respect did they play
near as good ball as Griffith's team,
which outbatted, outfielded and outgen¬
eraled them, not to speak of the thirteen
bases which were stolen on the Boston
catchers. Boston will have to take a
decided brace if the team hopes to re¬
peat its performance of last season. It
will have to play a faster game on its
western trip than it did here if it ex¬
pects to gain any ground while on the
road

Hooper's throw to the plate li^ the
eighth, on which he nailed Gandil at the
plate, was one of the features of the
game. Gandil was on second when Mc-
Brlde singled into right. Hooper picked
the ball up while on a dead run and.
without stoping to steady himself, made
a perfect throw home, nailing Gandil.
who. for some reason or other, failed to
slide.

Gallia has enough stuff to make him a
successful pitcher, but he needs a lot of
coaching, so that his ability will be used
to advantage. He pitched a splendid
game for four innings yesterday, then
made the serious mistake of grooving too
many balls, with the result that he was
hit hard. With' experience, this young¬
ster should develop. Boehling did well
during the two innings that he officiated.

The question arises as to which of the
three pitchers Griffith used will get credit
for the victory. Galia. of course, is elim¬
inated, and Boehling was out of the game
before the Nationals had gained a-lead.
while Johnson did not come into the
game until his team was a run ahead
The chances are that Ban Johnson will
add the victory to Johnson's.string, giv¬
ing him a clear record of four victories
this season.

Milan Is beginning to hit in his old
form now, and from this out he is sure
to be of much more value to his team
than he has been. He added three hits to
his record yesterday, and besides play¬
ing a splendid game In the .field he stole
a base.

When Schaefer reached first base in
the eighth as a result of his tap to Gard¬
ner, which the latter fumbled, O'Brien
seemed to become unnerved. Moeller
followed this with a cracking double to
right field, which sent Schaefer to third.
Milan also came through with a hit and
Schaefer scored, Moeller going to third.
O'Brien was yanked at this juncture and
Hall substituted. He walked I^aporte to
begin with, but Gandil came through
with a hit to center, which sent Moeller
hom<>. Morgan, in trying to sacrifice,
popped up to Hall, but Alnsmith, who
had previously struck out three times,
came through with a hit to left which
sent Milan home. Laporte also scored on
the drive and after Shanks had flied out
McBride hit safely to right, but Hooper
threy out Gandil at the plate, ending the
Inning.

In the fifth Lewis started matters with
a double and scored with Engle. when
the latter hit Into left for a home run.
In the next inning Hooper's double and
singles by Speaker and Lewis netted an¬
other brace of runs.

NONE OTHERS COMPETE
FROM THIS SECTION

Two Scholastic Games This
Afternoon.M. A. C. and
Georgetown Are Winners.

Three local colleges will have relay

teams In the games to be held at the
University of Pennsylvania today. Cath¬
olic University. Maryland Agricultural
College and Gallaudet are the schools
that will have fours in competition.
Georgetown had intended to send a team
until it learned that three out of its four
men were ineligible to take part in the
Penn meet because they had not been in
school a sufficient length of time.
Catholic University is entered to run in

a higher class than either Gallaudet or
M. A. C.' The Brooklanders are sched¬
uled to go against some of the best of
the secondary teams in the north and
middle Atlantic states, and, with their
more or less inexperienced men. they will
be lucky if they place. A good showing
in a race that will be pretty fast should
satisfy the Red and Black.
Gallaudet and M. A. C. have been un¬

lucky in drawing for the positions, and
they will run from seventh and eighth
place on the track, respectively. This
will prove a big handicap for them to
overcome, since there are schools on the
inside that have much more experienced
runners. From pole to eighth place is
probably a handicap of thirty yards, a
handicap that is very difficult for a green
runner to make up, especially on a
crowded track.
Another school from this section that

will have a goodly representation in the
games is Virginia. The Orange and Blue
will have a relay four in the two-mile
championship and will have three other
men in competition in the open events.
Gooch will try for the broa 1 jum.i, Maxon
will run the loo-ya-rd dash, and Oronley
will take part in the 120-yard hurdles.
St. John's of Annapolis will have a re¬

lay team entered, and it will be seen in
the same race in .which Gallaudet and the
Maryland Agricultural College are enter¬
ed. St John's really stands the best
chance to win this event, as it has been
lucky enough to draw the pole.

It is much to be regretted that the
Georgetown team will not run in the
game at Penn. The Blue and Gray four
could certainly win in the class in which
it was entered, if there were no faster
teams in it than usual. The men who
would run for Georgetown would l>e al¬
most fast enough to start in the cham¬
pionship class. The present Blue and
Gray aggregation can do a mile outdoors
in faster time than the bis race at Penn
has been won in on some occasions.

It is probable that the largest crowd
that has watched a scholastic base ball
game in this city in a long while, will be
out at American League Park this after¬
noon to see the Kames between Tech and
Western and Central and Eastern. Both
contests will be full of Interest, because
It has been rumored that all four teams
have a chance for the title. Of course,
the two games will eliminate, to a certain
extent, two of the teams, but there is no
telling what may happen in a contest be¬
tween two high schools.
Johnson will almost surely be sent to

the mound for the Eastern team again.
After getting away with the game
against Business so well, he is the logical
choice. Brewer will pitch for Western
in the game against Technical. Central
will have Buck to depend upon, while it
is doubtful whom Tech will use.

The Maryland Aggies defeated St.
John's in base ball yesterday in An¬
napolis for the first time since 190(1. It
is the first defeat of any kind that the
Farmers have handed to a St. John's
team in Annapolis since that time. Vic¬
tories for M. A. C. over St. John's in the
last few years have been few and far be¬
tween, and not one of them has been se¬
cured on the latter's field.
To I^oomis. the former Western High

pitcher, should go the greatest amount
of credit for winning the game. It was
his brilliant work that, in the main, gave
the Aggies their 4 to win. In the first
place, Hoomls pitched cleverly.
