NEGLECT HALTS COMMERCE.

| Inadequate Postage to Foreign Coun-
tries Causes Many Complaints.

On a small postage stamp, many times,
| depends foreign commerce valued at
many dollars, according to the Depart-
| ment of Commerce. Numerous complaints
| hlave come that American firms when ad-
| dressing foreign business houses very fre-
i quently neglect to put on the letter the re-
{ quired amount of postage. The practice
| has grown so general. it is declared, that
short-paid letters are beginning to be re-
| fused. A suggestion is held out that all
' firms  having foreign business should
iadnpt the practice of using special col-
| ored envelopes for foreign letters. This,
it is belleved. would prevent the over-
| sight of short postage.

I The American commercial agent at Mar-
| seiile declares that about half of the
'I.\mvrit-au correspondence comes with
| only a two-cent stamp affixed. A mer-
| chantile firm at Buenps Alres wrote to
| the American consul there: ‘“‘We sup-
| pose that this is due to a wrong interpre-
tation of the postal rates very general
among commercial circles of vour coun-
try. In view of the enormous increase in
| commercial exchange with the country
vou represent, we recommend that You
take the necessary measures to correct
this deticlency, which will not develop
commerce with Argentina.”

skelter and the joy thev bring to the big
and the little household is unsurpassed.
All of us are fond of those yYoungsters.
Indeed, the inquiries regarding their ail-
ments are so frequent that other testi-
mony is unnecessary. Many have lLad
excellent hatches, and there will be those
whose eggs did not produce in anything
like the proportion required for profit
We should all sit down and consider
‘ﬂ\at we hiAve done and endeavor to de-
termine what was wrong and in that way
gather experience for our next try.

Thousands of persons have had good
hatehes: therefore, there is little reason
for discouragement among those who
have been unsuccessful this yeal. Re-
member that those who were successful
this vear mav not have had good results
last yvear, or the year before. Persistence
i8 necessary.

One of the causes of failures is the en-
deavor to do too much. The attempt to
handle 100 chicks where there was room
for only twenty-five, or where tliere was
not the leisure time that we need, is one.
But the greatest trouble is In the feeding.
Beginners especially are apt to be too an-
xious to try the chicks with whatever is
at hand, not stopping to consider the re-
sult. Regularity is a prime feature, and

the knowledge of what is good and what
is bad. In these days, where the govern-
ment is publishing literature on the re-
sults of vears of experiment, there is no
reason why the chicken raiser should not
have before him at least one correct meth-
od, and, having that, there is no good ex-
cuse for the bheginner to experiment and
lose.

One of the great teachers is a mother
hen. l.et a mother hen out in the grassy
vard with her brood and watch her. See
her pick the green grass for the chicks,
and then watch her dig up a worm.
Chicks themselves will pick up grit with-
out any teaching. So that one wili sce
the necessity of helping the chicks to get
the food the mother hens usually get for
them. This remark has particular refer-
ence to those who have used the brooder,
that centuries-old helper of the chicken
ralser. Dig worms for the chicks.

Take a spade or a hoe and get a good
square, that has plenty of worms in it,
and see tlie youngsters run, and pick out
the worms, and fight for them. Take
warning at the same time that you do
not dig up a plece of earth from an old-
time run. Bad worms make unhealthy
chicks, and sometlimes Kkill them. In
place of the worms give beef scrap, but
In feeding this, care must be taken that
too much is not given. It will locsen
the bowels and weaken the chicks, Give
it a couple of t'mes a week. It 1s best
' fed in a mash. and in that form: may be
given every day in small quantities.

When young green grass is lacking in
the run gather up handfuls of grass and
keep the chicks well supplied. Give also
lettuce leaves, onion tops chopped rtine. or
other vegetables bhoiled.

.« hether the chicks have a free run of
not, it is wise to provide them with grit,
fine chick grit. Keep a quantity or it

alwayvs before them. Keep the water
fresh and clean.

Another thing that chicks love and
keeps chicks healthy is powdered char-

coal. Some poultry men do not use it at
all, but I believe if fed once in a while
it will certanly help the chicks.

xercise must be furnished, and this is
easily done by feeding the chick grain in
litter.

Many questions have been asked about
teaching chicks to roost. Sometimes they
take to roost just as a duck takes to
witer., If, however. they do neot go
themselves they must be taught. It ie
better that the chicks roost when they
et to be about then weeks old. Roosts
can be put in the brooder coop and the
chicks placed on them. Only a few need
be taught usua'ly; the others follow
quickly. The roosts keep them from
drowning. and by placing them on roosts
it is easier to keep them clean.

One hears much of fine hatches and
the good results of rearing chicks, but
few care to tell their reasons, or sup-
posed reasons, wihiy thev failed. Why
do not those who have failed tell their

A committee composed of J. W. Swan,

Washington to layv before Senator Kern
information in regard to the actions of
the National Guard of West Virginia dur-
ing the recent labor troubles.

ONE BATTLESHIP ANNUALLY.

Tentative Plan of Naval Board if
Congress Favors Proposal.

It will be ong battleship annually and
no more certainly if the tentative plane
of the navy general board for the next
step in naval construction are sanction-
ed by Congress.

This vessel will be of mammoth pro-
portions, displacing 40,000 tons, or about
four times as big as the famous old Ore-
gon.
