Rooming House to the
Extent of $800.

Exciting incidents attended a iire last
Tklsrht. about !»:45 o'clock. In tlie rooming
house run bj c. \ Fitzgerald, 1,"22 Sth
street northwest. Tiiree persons were res¬

cued by firemen. and Mr. Fitzgerald sus¬

tained burns to his hands while engaged
in resti.e work.
Miss Belle Brashears. thirty-tive years

old; Miss Julia Williams, sixty-five years
old, and Edward Harvey, tifty-two years
«>ld, were the persons who were rescued.
The women were found leaning out of a

widow on the second door to escape the
«luods of smoke that came through the
loom, while Harvey was on a ledge on

tiie third floor when the firemen arrived.
Miss Anna Coby, twenty-two years old.

¦who occupied a room on the first floor,
narrowly escaped being burned to death.
Her face was slightly scorched and her
hair singed when she rushed to the front
r<>oai to notify the proprietor of the tire.

Fire Starts in Closet.
The fire started in a closet under

tiie stairway from some unknown cause,
and spread rapidly. When it reached the
room occupied by Miss Coby she left
her bed and hurried to the front room,
where she notified Mr. Fitzgerald.
As soon as the firemen arrived No. 7

engine company's extension ladder was
put in pos:tion and three firemen assisted
the women from the second-story window.
AVhile the members of the engine com¬
pany were thus engaged the long ladder
of No. I truck company was raised to
the ledge where Harvey had temporarily
< soaped the flumes.
Harvey had been hidden from view of

the flreinen by the dense cloud of smoke,
and he afterward explained that he was
almost prepared to jump when the lad¬
der was hoisted.

One of the Founders of National
School of Pharmacy.

I»r. Samuel Waggaman, one of the
founders of the National College of Phar¬
macy, died yesterday at his home, 1531
81st street northwest, following a stroke
of paralysis. Funral services will be
held at the residence Monday and inter¬
ment. which will he private, will be in
Mount olivet cemetery.

Dr. \\ aggaman was born in Fairfax
county. Va., in the neighborhood of
the Chain bridge seventy years ago. He
foutrht in the civil war under Col. Mosby.
Jii 1*70 he graduated from the Baltimore
Medical College, and entered the drug
business In this city. He took a leading
part in the founding of the National Col¬
lege of Pharmacy, where he had served
as professor of botany and materia med-
Ica for many years.
Dr. Waggaman is survived by his

Representative Ben Johnson
Not in Sympathy With Memo¬

rial Day Observance.

Home rule for the District of Columbia
was advocated by Representative Ben
Johnson, chairman of the House Dis¬
trict committee, and by I'nited States
Treasurer John Burke, former governor
«>f North Dakota, at Memorial day serv¬
ices of the Washington Assembly, fourth
degree. Knights of Columbus, held last
night in Its hall on K street. Both
said they thought the time was coming
when the people of the District would
run their own affairs.
Representative Johnson told his audi¬

tors that he nad little sympathy with
the idea of Memorial day, adding "1
don't care much for this old soldier busi¬
ness." He said he freely forgave those
who desolated his home and devastated
his country, but "that is as far as my
feelings go in the matter."
Speaking of political conditions in the

District, Mr. Johnson said that he
wanted to see the people here manage
their own affairs, elect their own offi¬
cials, fix their own tax rates and decide
how the taxes shall be spent.

Says Rights Were Bartered Away.
"I ntil 1S74 the people of the District

had self-government," lie continued, "and
would never have been denied the contin¬
uance of their suffrage had it not been
for the few who traded away your right
to govern yourselves when they said.
Give us one-half of the expenses to run
the government, and we will surrender
our right of suffrage.' 1 say that those
who bartered and bargained away your
political freedom are equally as con¬
temptible and more so than those who
sell their own votes and bribe others.

LJttle has been done to release vou
from this bondage, but I believe that we
are on the very threshhold of political
freedom for the District of Columbia, and
I am convinced that you are as ready for
home rule as are the people of Ireland."
Treasurer Burke said he hoped the time

would come when Congress will give the
people of Jhe District the right to vote
and manage their own affairs, lie said he
believed such a course would make bet¬
ter citizens of the people here. He spoke
of civic duties, and said that there would
be les graft in large cities if all the peo¬
ple would take more interest in civic mat¬
ters.

poses of the organization, and said they
were largely patriotic.

Exercises at the Opening of

Notwithstanding the unfavorable
weather conditions, a large number of
people assembled yesterday afternoon at
Vacation Lodge, near Cherrydaie, Va.
to witness the exercises attending the
formal opening for the season of that
institution, maintained by the Young
Women's Christian Association as a

summer home for the business girls of
V\ ashington. Some went immediately
after noon and enjoyed the beautiful
walks nearby, the broad veranda fiHing
with the arrival of each car.

CRUSHED UNDER CHIMNEY.

Workman Killed While Tearing
Down Willow Tree Alley House.
Warren Cheslev, colored, fifty-four

years old. was killed this morning by
the falling of a chimney while assisting
in tearing down a frame house in Wil¬
low Tree alley. The mass of bricks and
mortar that fell against him broke his
neck.

The American Tourist and the European Landlord "Before and After Taking."
