BENEFIT ASSESSMENTS
ONE OF HARD PROBLEMS

Wider Latitude for Commissioners
Advocated as One of the

Pressing Needs.

After several picturesque weeks nf
alley missionary work, the general
housing committee, of which William
II. Baldwin is chairman. is prepared to
go forward next week advocating legis¬
lation with three distinct characteristics.
Following the meeting of the committee
at the home Of a. J. Parsons Thursday-
afternoon, the committee finds today
that with several alley bills already in¬
troduced. and with more allev hills in
sight, to <ome from private sources and
real estate syndicates, the one big need
in Congress is to arrange for subcom¬
mittees of the District committees
whose first duty shall be to harmonize
the several elements in the proposed
alley legislation.

Ask Margin in Condemnation.
A second point. dwelt on today by the

a.lev crusaders who are now waiting for
congressional action, is the need for "ex
. ess condemnation." This means that in
order to clean up a bad spot properly it
is often necessary to take a wide strip
on either side of the so-called "plague
spot. 1 nder nresent laws it is possibleonly to take exactly what is needed tor
the work in hand-to take land enoughfoi the actual thoroughfare. As it hap¬
pens, this has resulted in more than one
case in this city and elsewhere, that as
soon as one alley Is cleaned up, slums
van spring up beside the new park or
street at will. The committee believes
that the Commissioners ought to have
powri to take a wide zone of propertv if
necessary, to do away forever with the
slum question In any j articular localityri.e third point which the comm ttee
believes is important is that tile District
committees in Congress should appoint
street and alley subcommittees to make
immediate siudies of the situation Sev¬
eral bills on the subje t will be presented
to the District committees when formed
and it is these subcommittee which will
be called upon to d gest the fads and
merits of each bit of proposed le-^ slat'on
and harmonize them.

Wait on Authorities.
The general committee of alle\ <ru-

saders Is now waiting for the authori¬
ties to act. Its members believe that
the Commissioners should draw the
proper hill and submit it to Congress
and that the District committees should
then go into the matter. .Members of
the committee stand ready to give their
aid and information, and will no doubt
ask for hearings before the prop. , com¬
mittees.
'.o* wages for laboring nu n anil do¬

mestic servants have a direct b»ariiiR on
the alley problem, to use the words of a
member of the general committee

"If the Dlstri t of Columbia would
pay more than a dollar and a half a
da> for laborers. I believe contractors
and others would be forced to pav a
better wage, and bring up the standard
of living. Also, If housekeepers paid
better wages to their rooks, there would
he more of an opportunity for the conks
to pay idgher rents. The standard of
living could be lifted all around in this
way."

in charge of Mrs. Mary Ament. a teach¬
er of domestic science.
Among the Park Ridge women were
Mm S. H. Iiolbrook, a niece of the late
Russell Sage and a benefit iary of the
Sage estate; Mrs. E. D. Root. Mrs. T. I.
Pyerson, Mrs. I. X. Danforth and Mrs.
William Borley.
For some time they have been inter¬

ested in trying to solve tlie problem of
the cost of living in their neighborhood,
but they learned more about chuck steak
and the possibilities of stews and meat
pies from Mrs?. Amcnt's leciure than had
been dreamed of in their philosophy.

Mrs. Ament as Demonstrator.
Clad from head to heels in a. butcher's
