At Philadelphia the printing of the
Eenate was being done by John Fenno,
and that of the House by William Ross.
When the government moved here and
Congress was convened, November 17,
1800, the printing of the Senate went into
the hands of Way & Groff, who had es-
tablished an office at the northwest cor-
ner of 9th street and Pennsyvlvania ave-
nue, and the House printing of that ses-
sion-was continued by William Ross of
Philadelphia. At the next session Way &
Groff contiuued the Senate printing until
the end of the session, May 3, 1802, At
the beginning of that session Ham_uel
Harrison Smith became the House print-
er. Mr. Smith had established the Intel-
ligencer here October 21 previously, his
residence and office being one of the row
at the corner of New Jersey avenue and
C street, erected by Thomas Law. )
In 1803 Willilam Duane of Philadelphia,
the publisher of the-Aurora, became the
Senate printer. He had established a
printing office . and book - store at. the
northwest corner of Pennsylvania avenue
and 6th street, and in 1807 he was suc-
ceeded by R. C. Weightman, who was
located at the northeast. corner of Gth
street and the Avenue, and he continued
as the Senate printer until 1815, when
the firm of Way & Groff had given way
to that'of A. & W. Way, and Willlam A.
Davis, who had an office near the present
site of the Metropolitan Hote]l, ‘became
the printer to both housecs of-Congress.
Samuel Harrison Smith continued the
publication of the Intelligencer until
about 180, when he was succeeded by
Joseph “W. Gales and- V. W. Seaton, who
removed the. affice to ‘the south side of
the Avenue opposite the Metropolitan
Hotel, where the -publication was contin-
ued until about 1816. Wien the office
was there and the British were in the
city devastating the public property a
British force, led by -Admiral Cockburn,
entered the office, destroyed the type and
presses and threw the library. a valu-
able one, into the street. This was be-
cause Mr. Gales; the enditor of the paper,
although English by birth, was a strons
advocate of the war. The office was re-
moved a short time thereafter to thr
northwest corner of 7th and D streets,
where the Intelligencer was published
for fifty vears or over, and during that
time much of the government printing—
that of Congress and the departments—
was done.
Cotemporanous with the establish-
ment of the government here was the
printing office, bookstore and general
publishing house of Rapine, Conrad &
Company, whose office was on the cor-
ner of B street and New Jersey avenue
southeast, and this firm was connected
with the firm of Conrad & Co. of Nev
York, Philadelphia and Baltimore. This
office was continued for twenty Years or
more and Daniel Rapine was at one time
mayor of Washington.
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The number of journeymen rrinters had
gradually increased, especially during the
sessions of Congress, and ere the smokec
of the devastated public buildings burned
by the British in 1814 had cleared away
and before the news of the treaty of
peace had ended the war of 1512, the
printers of the District were discussing
the propriety of forming an association.
The carpenters, tailors, shoemakers and
other tradesmen had formed assoclations
for mutual benefits in various parts of
the country and the printers in Philadl-
phio were united in a soclety.
On the evenlng of December 10, 1814, a
number of typos assembled at the house
of H. C. Lewis, on D street between 6th
and T7th streets, to organize a society.
At this meeting Andrew Tate, who had
come here from Philadelphia with the
government, and was the father of Capt.
Josecph B. Tate, who in 1852 published
The Evening Star. was the chairman, and
Willlam Duncan, who a few years after
established a printing office on 12t
street between E and F streets, was the
secretary. A committéee was appointed
to draft a constitution, and after meeiing
at the office of the Messrs. Way, using

tle to disturb their amicable relations,
the association was mainly a social or-
ganization.

Chickens in a Small Yard.

Among keepers of smail flocks in back
vards one often sees a small house with
a small run. The run is usualiy bare, be-
cause the chickens quickly clean up all
the green stuff that grew there when
they were first put into the pen.

One of the great troubles with these
small places is the lack of sufficient
space for scratching. Usually there is
none at all. The coop being of a size only
large enough to accommodate the birds
at night. there is no place for scratching

 material, and if there were a
i two extira it could not be kept clean from
] droppings.

The feeding in these cases
ground or with a patent exercise or hy
the hopper method.
Bad weather usually
in the open vard in the air, or in the
small coop in pans. If the feeding is done

in the open yard, the fowls will not eat
as much as they should because of the

rain. and what they leave may become
musty in a short time. If they eat the
musty food they are liable to bowel

trouble. If they eat only a limited guan-
tity they go to roost with insufficient
food, and are damp in the barszain, two
bad methods of raisging chickens.

Even in clear weather those chickens
do mnot get sufficient exercise. They
prance around the bare nutside pen most
of the day. and they lay eggs in a lmlted
quantity. Not being kept active, tney do

‘not get the appetites necessary for the
: consumption of egz-making

foonl. It
seems to me that the small chicken man
is overlooking a possibility.

Why not abolish, that bare open yard
and buiki thereon a scratching shed, using
all the spare ground. The south side of
such a shed eould be left entirely open
in the sutmmer time, and in winter could
be closed with glass and muslin. Or go
only haif way and make of half your
present bare run a scratching pen. In
this way vow produce the necessary activ-
ity among the chickens. The scratching
pen can be piled a couple of feet with
litter, the grain feed thrown into it, and
the merry, healthy scratching would
0 on.

It seems to me that the small poultry-
man s making a mistake to do awa)y
with scratching pen because his space is
limited If the scrat-hing pen is prop-
erly built the chickens have just as much
room. They are, moreover, protected from
inclement weather, their food is clean
and dry, and they are not moping in a
bare yard that, ten chances to one, has
little shade for them in summer and lit-
tle protection against the cold wind of
winter. -

In a scratching pen the hens could be
kept busy all winter, and they will have
strength to withstand the cold spell, and
they will lay eggs when the price of eggs
is high.

In many instances chickens are Kkept
with a little touch of pride. The owners
of a small flock like to see the chickens
around the bare yard. But they want
eggs, and healthy birds. In reality, they
hepe to make a profit on their small
flock. Sentiment has caused many fail-
ures in the chicken business. A man
