REFERENDUM VOTE ON DOGS.

Citizens of Kansas Town Appeal

From Decision.

IOLA, Kan., June 17.--The right of a
dog to run at large will be the subject of
a referendum election to be held in Iola
within thirty days.

Some time ago the city commissioners
passed an ordinance providing that no
dog harboxed within the city limits should
be permitted to run at large or use the
streets of the town except for a few
weeks in winter. The commissioners also
imposed a heavy dog tax.

CUwners of dogs appealed to the com-
missioners without effect. At a recent
mass meeting a petition for a referendum
on the ordinance was drawn up. Yester-
dav it was returned with S signers,
nmiore than 25 per cent of the voters.
Under the law the commissioners are
compelled to call an election within thirty

days.

RAPID DEBT-PAYING
BY DISTRICT HEADS,

The Discharge of Obligations
Leaves More Money for
Improvements.

TS

FIRST PAYMENT IS MADE
TO HOSPITAL FOR INSANE

Park Indebtedness Reduced and
Other Charges Nearly Liquidated.
Estimates for Next Year.

Approximately half a million dollars

more of anticipated revenues of the !
District of Columbia will be at the |
disposal of the Commissioners for E
improvements when they begin prep-
aration of the next annual budget
than has been the case any previous
vear. |
This is the present outlook, based |

on the fact that the municipality more
rapidly is extinguishing its financial
obligations than any other city in the
United States and practically will have
wiped ‘out its floating indebtedness
during the fiscal year which termi-
nates at the end of the present month.

As compared with a payment of}
about §1,200.000 made on the floating |
account since July 1 last, the District
next year, will have only about $500,-
000 to pay in order to liguidate the
ciaim. Thus a substantial balance wiil
be left to be used by the Commission-
ers when they make up their estimates
as to needed improvements in the Na-
tional Capital

Meeting Obligations.

Much progress has been made by the
Districet this year in the liquidation of
other debts. The first payvment on the
Insane Hospital charge, which is to be
liguidated in seven annual install-
ments, was made. This amounted 10
about $102,000. In addition about $80,-
000 was paid on the park debt, $647.700
on the bonded debt and, as stated,
about $1,200,000 on the floating debt.

In two years the park debt, amounting
to about $152,000, will have been extin-
guished, It will require six addiional
pavments of about #02,000 each to sat-
isfy the claims of the insane hospital
which Congress ordered to be paid.

After next year the-floating debt will
be out of the way., but the bonded debt,
created in 1878, will not expire until 1924.
The original amount was $22,106,650. It
has mow been reduced to $7,610,850.

Preparaticn of the estimates for the
next fiscal year will be the first big task
to be undertaken by the Commissioners
to be named by the President for the
District of Columbia.

Work to Begin Next Month.

Within a month tLis work will be in
progress, either under the direction of
the members of the present board or
their successors. Headg of the various
departments of the local government have
been ordered to submit to the Commis-

sioners estimates for those departments

bv not later than Juiy 15.

“Admittedly the new District heads
will have no easy job on their hands
in acquainting themselves with local
government matters and at the same
time whipping into shape the esti-
mates, with the object of providing in
the best possible way for the munici-
pality's needs.

The longer the appointment of Com-
misslioners is delayved the more diffi-
cult will be the situation these officials
will have to face at the beginning of
their administrations.

1t will take the board from the middle
of July until some time in October to
complete the estimates. Within a few
days a committee. consisting of the Dis-
trict collector, assessor and auditor, will
make up a statement as to the antici-
pated revenues of the District for the
gscal vear ending June 30, 1915, the esti-
mate to determine the total amount to
be carried in the budget.

YOUNG AGUINALDO IN JAPAN.

TOKIO, June 17.—Dispatches received*
here from Kobe report the arrival there
of a son of Emilio Aguinaldo, the
former revolutionary leader of the Fili-
pinos, who is said to be on the way to
Tokio.

L. Bernard Thompson
of Lebanon, having seen Mr. Barnard’'s
advertisements, addressed a letter to him,
saying .that Mr. l.ee, who is fifty vears
old, is so like the martyred President in
form and feature that he is famillarly
known as ‘““Abe Lincoln.”

Page Suggested as Chairman
of Subcommittee Handling
Local Appropriations.

Representative Robert N. Page of North
Carolina, as a possible chairman of the
subcommittee of the House appropriation
committee in charge of the District ap-
propriation bill, has been spoken of in
official circles recently, both at the White
House and at the Capitol, but definite
statements from members of the appro-
priations committee or its chairman, Rep-
resentative Fitzgerald of New York, are
impossible to obtain.

The appropriations commitiee has been
appointed, but the subcommittees have not
been selected. Representative Fitzgerald
intends to make announcements of them
within a day or two, he said today. When
he was asked about the possibility of
Representative Page as a chairman of
the Distriet subcommittee he replied:

“I eannot tell anyvthing about that as
vet. 1 haven't studied the question far
enough. Mr. Page is a possibility like
several others.”

Representative Page was a member of
the subcommittee having the big sundry
civil bill in charge.

Members of the appropriations commit-
tee are dodging service on the District
subcommittee. Representative Saunders
of Virginia would be the logical man to
head the supcommittee, as he was a mem-
ber of the subcommittee last session,
when Representative Burleson, now Post-
master General, was chairman. However,
Mr. Saunders is no longer on the appro-
priations committee, being assigned to an
influential position on the new roads com-
mittee. Representative Kinkead of New
Jersey, a late arrival on the committee,
still is a member of the appropriations
committee, but is not seeking to be Dis-
trict subchairman.

STRENGTH 1S OVERTAXED

Empress of Germany Obliged
to Forego Anniversary
Festivities.

BERLIN, June 17.—The Empress Au-
gusta Victoria was too tired to partici-
pate in today's celebration of the com-
pletion of the twenty-fifth year of her
husband’'s reign. The gala events of
the last few days, following the wed-
ding of her only daughter, proved too
much for her strength, and she was
forced to leave the imperial box at the
opera in the middle of last evening's
performance. The crown princess will
represent her majesty at tonight's state
dinner.

Today's celebration was again favored
by splendid weather. 1t opened with a
parade organized by the trades unions.

The allied sovereigns of the federated

states of the empire—including the
mayors of the three city republics,
Hamburg, Bremen and Lubeck—today

presented their congratulations to their
colleague and leader at the castle.

Most of the royvalties arrived in Berlin
last night or this morning and gave
the sons of the emperor a hus{ session
in receiving them at the various sta-
tions. They gathered at noon at the
Pillar Hall of the castle, and tonight
will be present at a state banquet, pre-
sided over by the emperor.

READY TO GIVE UP LIFE
0 OBTAIN THE BALLOT

Miss Kenney, Suffragette, in
Impassioned Speech, De-
fends Mifitancy.

1.ONDON, June 17.—An impassioned
speech in defense of the olitrages com-
mitted by militant suffragettes was deliv-
ered todar in the centra! criminal court
by Miss Annie Kenney, who was on trial
for conspiracy.

Her address served to enliven the pro-
ceedings and her concluding words creat-
ed a great impression. *'If I have got to
die to get the vote,’” she said, “I will die
willingly, whatever the verdict of the jury
today."’

Greater interest was taken in today’s
proceedings than in any stage of the
trial. The entrance of the accused, Miss
Harriet Kerr, Miss Agnes lake, Miss
Rachel Barrett, Mrs. Beatrice Saunders,
Miss Laura Lenox and Edwy Clayton,
chemical adviser to the suffragettes,
found the court crowded Women formed
the majority of the audience. among them
being Mrs. Winston Spencer Churchill,
wife of the first lord of the admiralty,
and Miss Violet Asquith, daughter of the
premier.

Cites Cabinet Speeches.

Miss Annle kenney in her speech as-
serted that the action of the Ulster
unionists and the speeches of the cabi-
net ministers, who, she said. had as-
serted that the unenfranchised were
justified in rebelling in order to get
their grievances remedied—furnished
ample warrant for the course pursued
by the militant suffragettes.

“If further justification were neces-
sary,” she said, ‘the trickery and
treachery of cabinet isters who
have hunted and hounded the women
from pillar to post supplied it. The
present government has a blacker rec-
ord in the question of woman suffrage
than any other. It has treated the as-
pirations of the women more abom-
inably than any British government
since 1867.

“Ag for myself, I belong to the work-
ing class. At the age of ten _1 was a
half timer in a factory. I joined the
suffrage movement because of the ter-

ribly cruel conditions under which
women worked in the British Isles.
“I am a rebel and a rebel 1 shall

remain until women recqive the vote.
Like Miss Davison, if 1t‘should be
necessary to sacrific my life, I =shall
gladly do so0.”

BUBONIG PLAGUE IN HAITI

Several Deaths Have Resulted
From OQutbreaks at
Jacmel.

PORT AU PRINCE. Haiti, June 17.—

An epidemic of bubonic plague has
broken out at the seaport of Jacmel,
thirty miles from here.
already have resulted fatally.

Jacmel has been isolated from the rest
of the country by a cordon of troops,
and the government is taking energetic
steps Lo prevent the propagation of the
disease.

The administrative authorities here, in
spite of the detailed reports from Jaec-
mel, deny the existence of bubonic plague
there.

Surgeon General Blue of the public
health service has taken steps to set up
the usual seven-day quarantine against
the bubonic plague epidemic in Haiti.
Outside of Haiti the plague situation in
the West Indies is better now than it
has been for many months. 'The service
believes it has eliminated the disease in
Porto Rico and Cuba.

If the government of Haiti were to ask
the United States for assistance, public

health service experts probably would
be sent there.

CHOLERA IN MACEDONIA.

Malady Makes Alarming Progress
Among the Bulgarian Troops.

SALONIKI, June 17.—Cholera is mak-
ing alarming progress among the Bul-
garian troops stationed at various points
in Macedonia. Hundreds of cases are re-
ported at military hospitals and manyv of
them result fatally. The civil population
of the district is also much affected.
*The Moslem inhabitants of the villages
occupied by Servian troops in Macedonia
are volunteering in great numbers for
service with the Servian army. Dis-

patches from Petritch state that the Bul-
garian regular troops arrlving there from
Tchatalja and Bulair have pillaged all the
Moslem houses in the town and mas-
sacred the Inmates.

FORM CANDIDATE TRUST.

Kentucky Men Pledge to No-Treat

Campaign in Primary.

GEORGETOWN, Ky., June 17.—All of
the twenty-five democratic candidates
for offices in this (Scott) county have
pledged themselves in resolutions neith-
er to “treat” nor to use money in &fforts
to influence the voters in their favor
at the primary to be held in August.

They agreed to meet again on the eve
of the election, providing that any one
who could not then make oath that he
had kept the pledge, should withdraw
from the race.

Virginia approach to the Highway bridzge
across the PPotomac river. The plat-
form is desired to malke connection
with buildings erected on ground near
the river on a lower level than the
bridge approach in order to afford
more direct connection with the trolley
line across the bridge. Crandall Mack-
commonwealth attorney for Alex-
andria county, made the application
on behalf of two loan brokers of this
city.

The application is based on the
theory that the buildings in question
are located on Virginia territory, and
that the business conducted in them is
outside of the jurisdiction of the Dis-
trict Commissioners, and consequently
is not governed by the law limiting
interest charges on loans in the Dis-
trict.

Opinion Favors Permit.

Several weeks ago Judge Advocate Gen-
eral Crowder of the army gave an opinion
that there was no legal objection to the
issue of the desired permit. He held that
the Lridge approach is a public highway
and agreed with Col. Cosby, the engineer
officer in charge of public buildings and
grounds, that if the permit were denied
the bridge approach might be damaged
by persons walking up and down the
slope with the added danger of accldents
in getting on and off the cars. Having
those things in consideration, Col. Cosby
was instructed.io prepare regulations to
safeguard the interests of the govern-
ment in the event of the issue of the per-
mit.

A further study of the question by Col.
Cosby, however, resulted in the discovery
of an old map of the locality which seem-
ed to indicate that the land on which the
buildings are located may be und.er the
supervision of the District of Coiumbia
and not of the state of Virginia. That
map was made in October, 1838, to show
the head of navigation of the Potomac
river, and is now on file in the Library of
(coeeks. Under the cession from Mary-
land the jurisdiction of the District over
the Potomac river extends to high-water
mark on the Virginia shore.

The southern approach to the Highway
pridze is located on what once was known
as Alexander's Island, now claimed as
Virginia territory. It is supposed, though
not so stated in Gen. Bixby’s letter, that
the old map shows that formerly it was
entirely surrounded by water and within
the boundaries of the Potomac.

District Controls Analostan Island.

Analostan Island, further west in the
Potomac, which similarly was at one time
separated by water from the Virginia
shore, is admittedly within the jurisdic-
tion of the District of Columbia.

The question is affected by the retro-
cession of the Virginia section of the
original District of Columbia.

“In view of these facts,” said Gen.
Bixby, chief of engineers, in resubr.mz-
ting the case tp the Secretary of War,
“it becomes desirable to determine at
just what point on the southern side of
the Highway bridge the jurisdiction of
the District of Columbia ends and that
of Virginia begins. It is therefore rec-
ommended that the papers be referred to
the Attornev General for an opinion on

the point raised.”

Secretary Garrison today directed that
Gen. Bixbv's recommendation be cprrled
into effect. and also that the District
Commissioners be advised of the action.

RATE  LITIGATION  TALK

Further Legal Contest Dis-
cussed by Attorneys Over
Minnesota Case.

ST. PAUL, Minn.. June 17.—The pos-
sibility of further litigation over the Min-
nesota rate cases is being discussed by
attorneys today following the discovery
that injunctions against enforcement of
the passenger and commodity rates, ob-
tained from the United States circuit
court by stockholders of six railroads,
after the Sanborn decision in the Great
Northern, Northern Pacific and Minne-
apolis and St lL.ouis cases, still are in
force.

The actions were brought by stockhold-
¢rs against state officials and the compa-
nies with a view to allowing the s'x
roads (Chicago and Northwestern, Chi-
cago and Great Western, Minnesota and
International, Rock Island, Chicago, St.
Paul, Minneapolis and Omalia and the
Chicago, Milwaukee and St. Paul roads)

to benefiteby the S8anborn decision order-
ing re-establishment of the old rate
schedules. The injunctions became ef-

fective June 1, 1011

Attorney General Smith probably will
ask that the circuit court enter a decree
vacating these injunctions in view of
the Supreme Court decision holding the
rates ordered discontinued to be valid as
to the Hill lines. This, it is said. would
solve the problem if the roads would con-
sent to such a proceeding without a con-

test.

BULGARIA ACCEPTS TERMS.

Agrees With Servia and Greece to
Demobilize Armies.

VIENNA, Austria, June 17.—The Bul-
garian government has accepted the de-
mobilization proposals made by Servia
and Greece, according to today’'s Neue
Freie Presse.

The condition is made, however, that
joint garrisons, composed of equal num-
bers of the soldiers of the states con-
cerned, be placed in the disputed terri-
torv in Macedonia and elsewhere before
demobilization begins. Bulgaria also
demands that all the partlies submit
to the arbitration of the Russian em-

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LOBBY GETS 0.K.
OF SENATOR SMITH

Obstinate and Often Unwise,
Says Michigan Man, But
Not Odious.

WORK OF LABOR LOBBY
CAUSE OF TAFT VETO

Declares Samuel Gompers Admitted
Bill Now Before President Was
Class Legislation.

Senator William Alden Smith of Michi-
gan declared before the Senate lobby in-
vestigating committee today that the
clauses in the sundry civil  bill, now
awaiting President Wilson's signature,
exempting labor unions and farmers' or-
ganizations from prosecution under the
Sherman anti-trust law, represented the
work of a lobby.

“The Ameerican Federation of Labor,
he declared, had lobbied for the exemp-
tions, although Samuel Gompers, the sen-
ator said, had admitted to him that it
was class legislation, a term former
President Taft applied in vetoing the bill
last spring.

““The very bill on thie President & desk
this morning,” he said “was put through
by a lobby of labor organizations: theyv
know there is class legislation in it.
Samuel Gompers admitted to me it was
class legislation, and that's the kind of
lobby 1 think exists.

Doesn’'t Condemn Lobby.

“Of course. the American Federation
of Labor has a lobby here. I don't con-
demn it. They have a right to bhe
here: so have the sugar people and the
steel peoplz and the others. [ think
there is a very considerable lobby
here; there always has been and alwavs
will be, and 1 think it is appropriate
and has a right to be here.

“In everything I have done here T have
encountered the lobby—it doesn’t do me
any harm. I encountered 1t in the
Titanic investigation and the Mexican
revolution. They are here and they
have a right to be here.”

Senator Smith added he knew John
Norris of the ‘“newspaper people”’ had
been here for free print paper.

‘““He was for it and 1 was against it "
said the senator. *1 own a paper, but
I'm more of a protectionist than a newa-
paper man.”” He added that the “temper-
ance people” had maintained a lobby in
Washington.

Obstinate and Unwise,

“You don't attach any odious =ignifi-
cance to the lobby, do you?" asked Sena-
tor Walsh.

“1 do not: it is obstinate and often un-
wige. but these people have a right to be
here and be heard.”’

Senator Smith sald he approved of the
use of influence by Presidents. He said
that every President since Cleveland had
undertaken to influence legislation, and
added that if he had been in the White
House he would have done the same
thing.

Senator Smith said he was in favor of
the annexaticn of Cuba, and that if it
were annexed he would be willing to let
Cuban sugar and other products come in
free. He had made this argument tlo
President Roosevelt when Cuban reciproc.
ity was up in Congress. ‘

Senator Smith and Senator Colt of
Rhode Island were the first witnesses
today. Onlx two other senators—Cul-
berson of Texas and Burleigh of Maine
—remained to be heard. The testimony
of lobby witnesses was interrupted to-
day with the idea of finally disposing
of all senators.

Senator Colt said he had no interest
in any concern interested in the tariff
bill. XNo person. he said. had attempt-
ed improperly to influence him and he
knew nothing of any lobby working
in Washington.

His Story Stirs Committee.

W. J. Strassburger of Pittsburgh, sec-
retary and treasurer of the Allegheny
Plate Glass Company, Glassmere, P'a.,

testified that twelve plate glass com-
panies had men here during the present
tariff discussion.

Strasburger aroused the commiltee by
declaring that figures purporting to
show the difference in cost of production
of plate glass here and abroad appearing
in the ways and means committec’s
tariff handbook were those presented in
| a brief filed by importers and not govern-
iment statistics. such as were presented
‘on other schedules.

I “Didn’t yvou spend half vour time In the
marble room talking to senators?” asked
Chairman Overman of the witness.

Courier News, and A. M. Baker, general
manager of that paper, told the investi-
gating committee yesterday afternoon
that they had had nothing to do with
the editorial in their paper which Senator
Gronna had considered a reflection upon
him and which lead t otheir being sub-
poenaed. They said the editorial was writ»}
ten by James A. Metcalf of Mendive;
Mon.. temporarily employed while Baker
was away f{rom Fargo. Both men said
they had no reason to doubt Senator
Gronna's integrity and honesty, and sad
that a retraction might be printed. The)
said they belleved Metcalf might have
written the editorial merely in a flippant
way.

A)aron Gove of Denver, who has re-
ceived a salary of $5,000 a vear from the
Great Western Sugar Company, told the
committee he had given up the last eight
vears to a study of the economic side of
sugar and to convincing congressmen of
the soundness of his views for a dut) on
that article. He sald he had not talked
with many sewators. Twice in eight years
he has appeared before committees In
Congress on the sugar question.

Begpte Order Still a Puzzle.

Harry A, Austin, employed by Tru-
man G. Palmer, the Washington repre-
sentative of the U'nited States beet in-
dustry, was the last witness. The com-
mittee spent nearly two hours in an
attempt to find out just what happen-
ed to “Sugar At a Glance” after the
Senate ordered much of the material
in it printed as a public document and
its actual appearance in pamphlet
form. They endeavored to find out
what he knew about an alleged order
of the Senate regarding the printing
of the pamphlet, which does not ap-
pear in Senate records, but is printed
on the title page of *“Sugar At a
Glance.” :

The best information Austin could
give was that this alleged order, which
has aroused the indignation of the
committee, must have appeared In
.proofs received at Palmer’'s office from
the government printing office. Officials
of that office have already explained to
the committee that they knew nothing
about this order, but they have not
been put on the stand.
