presented in court Monday stimulated
stocks strongly in the last hour of
trading. U'nion Pacific rose 1z points
on active buying.

The list as a whole felt effect
of the upturn and gains of 1 to Z points
were general among the leading stocks.
In" the final trading the market re-
acted somewhat on realizing sales.

Prior to the upturn trading was dull
and flat., Speculative conditions were
unchanged, and traders displaved little
interest in the market.

Week Free From Developments.

After a substantial rise in stocks on the
first_two days of the week, based prin-
cipdlly on short covering, the market set-
tled down into a routine affair, with little
in the way of either speculative effort or
price movements to relieve the monoto-
nous- character of tradings.

The week was singularly free from de-
velopment® of influence on the securities
market.

Outside interest, mildly stimulated by
the sharp break of a few weeks ago and
the subsequent recovery, died out again,
and such movements of stocks as occur-
red were traceable to the activities of
professional operators

slowly downward. but the movement was
small.

The laureate
now receives a vearly salary of £300—and

Paul Whitehead clalms a place. His

plety appears to have been of as remark-
able a guality as hls poetry. *““When 1
20" he once said, ‘®nto St. Paul's, 1 ad-
mire it as a very flne, grand, beautiful
building, and when I have contemplated

its beaut:, I come out; but if I go into
Wesiminster Abbey—me. I'm all devo-
tion!”

The germ of the locomotive was first
displayed by Trevithick, at the end of
the elghteenth century, but he lacked
the genlus or the persistence to bring it
to perfection. It wa- lJeft to Wiiliam
Hedley, chief engineer of th+ histo:ic
Wylam colliery, near Newecastle-on-Tyne,
ase:sted by his. collegues, Timothy iHack-
worth, to produce in June¢, 1813 a prac-
tical locomotive steam encgine for use on
the colllery railroad. This epoch-making
machine, which was named Puffing Billy
and which is still preserved in the South
Kensington Museum, worked satisfacto-
rily and was the prototype of many
others which were widely used for fif-
teen vears, until in 1820 the Liverpool and
Manchester Railway Company encour-
aged Stephenson to devise and build the
Rocket.

It is doubtless true that it was Stephen-
son who gave the impulse to the marve'=
oug development of the locomotive which
has since occurred. It ig equally true
that it was Hedley's great Invention
which gave the inspiration and the im-
pulse to Stephenson. The Newcastle
engineer's achievement of just a century
ago may therefore be regarded as the be-
ginning of what must rank among the
three or four most valuable and influen-
tial mechanical inventions in the history

We cannot look back upon the persecu-
tion of Warren Hastings without perceiv-
ing the injury which eloguence inflicts
upon the nation which tolerates it. If it
Le employed in the cause of justice it
should be superfluous. If it be employed
for merce sophistry it does but make the
worse cause appear the Dbetter, More
evil has been done in the world by elo-
juence than by blood and fire. For elo-
jquence, pluming itself upon its own
volubility, cares nothing for the just}ce
which it pretends is its oniy excuse. The
one satisfaction we may cher.sh is that
¢loguence, momentarily powerful, Is
quickly transient. The vain words of the
orator die upon the air. If they are cap-
tured by the reporter and set down in the
coldness of print their folly is instantiy
discernible.

So easily is the ear decelved that the
orator is not asked to make any sacritice
to grammar or logic. Words, gestures and
rolling eyes are the materials of his craft,
and it matters not how they are com-
hined so long as they produce an instant
effect. Yet those who are amateurs of
the dangerous craft might reflect that
ti#e enjovment of a triumph is sometimes
dearly bought by the ruin of a couniry or
the disgrace of a great public servant.
Alr. Gladstone, for instance, did more
harm to the empire than any other man
of his generation, and he dld it a.l by the
oxercise of orator:. Hs Eneec.ies,
vold of form and thought, died with
silence of his voice, No singie himan
soul is ever llkely to read them again,
sven from curiosity.
