Irmik Soup With Dressing.

Ingredients—Sufficlent stock for six
Plates.

Two tablespoonfuls cream of wheat.

Two tablespoonfuls butter.

Salt and pepper.

Method—Place the cream of wheat in a
frying pan with the butter and roast
over a slow fire, stirring gently and con-
stantly. Now pour in the stock, season
and allow to simmer till quite thick.
Make the dressing by placing a table-
spoonful of butter in a frying pan, and
when it is heated add a well-chopped
onion and brown well, shaking pepper
over. Then add to the soup and stir well
together. Many serve lemon juice with

this coup, which may be added if desired. ||

Pilaf, Plain.

Ingredients—Five cupfuls of stock.
Two cupfuls rice.
Two tablespoonfuls butter.

Salt and pepper.

Method—In a deep vessel roast well the
rice in butter, and then add the broth.
Season to taste and boil over a strong
fire. When nearly done silow up the fire
and cover the pilaf with a piece of mus-
lin under the lid of the vessel, letting
the cloth fall a litile over the edges of
the vessel in order to prevent the steam
from falling back inside. After from five
to ten minutes stir the rice with a per-
forated spoon, and put into a hot oven
till all moisture has evaporated and the
rice is almost dry. Cracked wheat may
be used instead of rice. Serve very hot.

Baked Fish.

Ingredients—Three pounds of any good
baking fish.

One head of garlic, with cloves peeled.

One bunch of parsley.

Three ripe tomatoes.

One lemon.

Half a cup of olive oil.

Tablespoonful flour.

Cupful of water.

Salt and pepper.

Method—l.ay the fish in a deep pan
after cleaning and washing it, and bury
it in the ingredients listed above, as fol-
lows: First slice the tomatoes over the
fish, then add the garlic, the cloves of
which must be well peeled. Blend the
flour with the water into a creamy thick-
ness and pour over the fish; also sift the
parsley over it, flnely cut. Then pour
on olive oll and lemon juice. Season
with salt and pepper, place the pan in a
moderate oven, leaving it there tiil con-
tents are well baked. Serve e.ther hot or
cold in its own pan or on a platter over
lettuce leaves and garnish with parsley,
sliced lemons and the red of radishes.

Boiled Fish With Mayonnaise.

Ingredients—Two pounds of any good
boiling fish.

Two bunches of parsley.

Three eggs.

Two lemons.

Two tablespoonfuls of olive oil.

Salt and pepper.

Method—Cleanse the fish and lay aside
in salted water for two hours. Wash
again and boll In water that barely
covers the fish,  over a moderate fire.
Lay the fish on lettuce leaves on a plat-
ter and serve with a sauce made by cut-
ting the parsely very flne and pressing
well, then combining it with the volks of
the eggs, the olive oil, the juice of the
lemops and the salt and pepper.

Never before this season has hand-
