Senator - Elect Commends
Their Set Opposition to Free

Sugar and Wool.

Just what effect the democratic tariff on
sugar, which provided for the ultimate
free admission to this country of that es¬
sential element of the breakfast table,
will have on the boiling politics of the
state of Louisiana is not known exactly
today, but a glimpse of the volcanic un¬
rest in the T.ouislana democracy may be
seen in the letter which Senator-elect
Broussard sent to New Iberia, La.. to be
read there yesterday. The epistle was
written for the special benefit of sev¬
eral thousand Louisiana men, who had
gathered to indorse the course of Sena¬
tor Thornton and Senator Ransdell in
refusing to stand by their fellow demo¬
crats in the reduction of the sugar tariff.
Representative Broussard, from the

soutliermost point of the solid democratic
south, minces no words in his bitter de¬
scription of what he terms a broken
promise to the people. He reaches up
about as high as he can to find a demo¬
cratic official whom he could accuse of
double dealing with the people regarding
sugar. He condemns the democratic cau¬
cus as a star chamber proceeding, kept
away from the eyes of the press and
people, and upholds the two Louisiana
senators in their opposition to the reduc¬
tion of the tariff on sugar. In his letter
he said:

Lauds Louisiana Senators.
"It is needless for me to say that I

approve in every way the purpose of the
meeting. It is very gratifying to me
that the people in our section propose to
give public expression of their approval
of the course of our two senators, who
are fighting so earnestly and insistently
in an effort to prevent the destruction
of the most important industry in our
state. Our people are to be congratu¬
lated that they have two senators here
representing Louisiana who hold them¬
selves as bound by pledges made to the
people prior to their election to the high
positions which they occupy. Under or¬
dinary circumstances possibly their hon¬
est compliance with this public pledge
would not require the necessity of. in¬
dorsement at the hands of the people,
but we see at the present so manypfeti&es made before nominations and be¬
fore elections, held good only to be
broken, that it is refreshing to know that
good . people, . in some sections of our
country at least, do not subscribe to this
modern method of dealing with the pub¬
lic.
"The time was when a senator from a

sovereign state was looked upon as the
ambassador of his state. In these latter
days, however, many people (and there
are some even In Louisiana) look down
upon such as respond to this essential of
republican government, and who seri¬
ously contend that pledges made to the
people, whereby one has secured elec¬
tion to high office, are not to be consid¬
ered after his commission has been Is¬
sued, but that such high officials must be
responsive to the caucus will of his party
and never to pledges made to his people.

Patriotism Now Frowned Upon.
"Thus we see legislation that formerly

was done in the open, before the eyes of
the press and the people of the country,
now being done behind closed doors to
which neither the people nor the press
are admitted. As a necessary adjunct to
this method of secret legislation, it has
become fashionable to look down upon
the conduct of patriotic men for Tefuslng
to betray the trust reposed in them
through their own pledges to the people*
"A senator is but the representative of

a sovereign state, and to resist the pro¬
posed destruction of the prosperity of the
state he represents is but his duty. That
duty can never properly be neglected un¬
less, indeed, the good of the entire coun¬
try is Involved.it can never be neglected
at the behest of any mere party demand
or to satisfy the wishes of those who pre¬
fer legislation through the secrecy of the
caucus to that of open, manly debate."

CHOICE GIVEN FOOCHOW
Must Rescind Secession Reso¬

lution or Meet Attack of the
Peking Army.

AMOY, China, August 2..The city of
Foochow must rescind its recent resolu¬
tion to sccede from the Chinese republic
within ten days or an army from Peking
will invade the province of Fukien. Na¬
tive reports today declare that Provi¬
sional President Yuan Shi Kal has sent
an ultimatum to this effect. A serious
situation' has been brought about ih
Amoy by the continued clan fighting be¬
tween the semi-Mongolian Tungan-tribes¬
men and the Formosans.
The Japanese authorities interfered

yesterday and caused the arrest of the
leader of the Tungans. The tribesmen
in retaliation took some soldiers prison¬
ers and declared they will hold them as
hostages for the safety of their leader.
A Japanese warship Is lying off the

disaffected district.
SHANGHAI. China, August 2..The

Wusung forts, which are in the hands
of the rebels, were bombarded at day¬
break by the Chinese government war¬
ships commanded by Admiral Tseng,
but no damage was caused. Two
cruisers opened fire at a range of five
miles and the forts replied. After a
desultory exchange of shots lasting an
hour the warships withdrew.

Alarm at Canton.
Yuan Shi Kai's forces are marching

against rebellious Canton, whose citi¬
zens are greatly alarmed. Many are
fleeing from Hongkong and trade is
paralyzed. The consul general at Can¬
ton expresses the belief that foreigners
are quite safe. The loyal troops are
marching on the city from Kwangsl,
and have arrived at SamShui on the
West river, and the commander has
offered a reward of 60,000 Mexican dol¬
lars for the arrest of the military gov¬
ernor, Chen Chun-Ming. This was the
substance of today's diplomatic dis¬
patches.

TJKGE MILL HEN TO STRIKE.

Fifty Union Organizers Are Sent to
Weitron, W. Va.

WHEELING, W. Va.. August 2..Offi¬
cers of the Amalgamated Association of
Iron, Steel and Tinworkers stated early
today that fifty organizers and workers
would be sent at once to Weitron, W. Va.,
in an effort to persuade the 2,000 men em¬

ployed in the plant of the Phillips Sheet
and Tin Plate Company there to strike In
sympathy with the striking employes of
the same company at the Clarksburg, W.
Va., and Steubenvllle, Ohio, mills. Yes¬
terday was the time set for the strike, but
it was stated that less than fifty men left
their places.
Amalgamated men said this was due to

a desire to have them finish out the week.
The works are closely guarded and Sher¬
iff Jacob Mercer of Hancock county today
added twenty deputies to his force.
Scouts from the union side, it was said,
were prevented from entering the town,
but there were so many of them that
they expected to get Into the works be¬
fore nightfall.

Her Marriage License One of
First Granted Under New

Pennsylvania Law.

PHILADELPHIA, Pa.. August 2.-One

of the first couples to get a marriage li¬
cense under the new state eugenic law
today was Lawrence E. Money, 1231 Po¬
tomac street, and Miss Christine M. Sey-
fried, 1312 E street southeast, Washing¬
ton. D. C., shortly before noon today.
Money is twenty-three years old and his
bride is one year younger.
On account of religious differences they

decided to have the marriage performed
in this city instead of at Washington. A
dispensation was obtained by Miss Sey-
frled, who is a telephone operator, from
Cardinal Gibons. Carrying in her hand
the letter, written in Latin and signed b>
the cardinal, the bride with the bride¬
groom. her sister, and a brother of
Money, went to themarriage license bu¬
reau.

Under Cross-Examination.
There they were compelled to snsi* er

the long list of questions concerning
their physical and moral qualifications
for matrimony. They then went to the
Catholic cathedral, where the ceremony
was performed. Mr. and Mrs. Money
left for Kentucky and will return to
Washington in about two weeks.
The new law was productive of much

indignation, considerable embarrass¬
ment and no end of amusement. Men
who came without their sweethearts
and young women without their swains
were compelled to go back and hunt
up the other contracting party before
a lieense could be issued. .

The question relating to the physical
and moral character of applicants caused
most trouble. Young men. when asked
whether they had a transmissible dis¬
ease, were imbeciles, epileptics, of un¬
sound mind or under the influence of
liquor or a narcotic drug, hesitated,
flushed, grew indignant and then stam¬
mered out an answer under protest.

Bridegroom's Family Surprised.
The marriage of Miss Seyfried and

Mr. Money was a surprise to relatives
of the bridegroom, but not to the mem¬
bers of the family of the bride. While
members of the groom's family ex¬
pected that he would some day marry
Miss Seyfried, they did not know he
was going away to get married when
he announced Friday night that he was
going to Philadelphia on business.
Miss Seyfried was accompanied to

Philadelphia by her sister. Miss Annie
Seyfried. The bridegroom was accom¬
panied by Antonio Lodge, a close friend.
Miss Seyfried had been employed by

the Chesapeake and Potomac Telephone
Company for about eight years. For
the past six years she had been an op¬
erator at the main office. She is the
daughter of Kilian Seyfried. a brewer.
Money is a foreman carpenter and re¬
cently has been employed at Reidville,
N C. He received a slight injury sev¬
eral weeks ago and came home until he
recovered sufficiently to go to work
again.

HISTORIC OLD TREES j
AT BELMONT SUFFER

Many of Them Badly Damaged
by Last Week's

Storm.

Persons interested in the preserva¬
tion of Belmont, the beautiful, estate
formerly the home of the late Mrs. A
L. Barber, have been shocked at the
amount of damage done to many of
the historic old trees on the place by
the storm last Wednesday.
Judge C. S. Bundy, chairman of the

committee which is seeking to have
the estate become the property of the
government for use as a public park
and playground, viewed the effects of
the storm at Belmont yesterday, and
later declared that the loss was ir¬
reparable.
According to Judge Bundy no less

than ten trees on the estate probably
are permanently ruined. He said that
people living in Mount Pleasant, who
have watched the trees grow year after
year, and have learned to love them,
felt almost as though they had suffer¬
ed a personal loss.

Majestic Oak Falls.
One of the trees snapped off near the

ground was a majestic white oak,
nearly 100 feet in height, which was

stated by Judge Bundy to have been
one of the most magnificent trees in
the entire city. It was located, near the
northeastern corner of the estate.
Another white oak, nearer the old

Barber mansion, was struck twice by
lightning, he said, and is probably
ruined. Still another large tree, »to the
north of the mansion, was, snapped off
near the ground in much the same
manner sLa was the one to the north¬
east:
"I fear that few people in the city

realise what the loss of so many beau¬
tiful trees of the age and historic in¬
terest of these means." said Judge Bun¬
dy last night. "Those trees have been
looked on with love and affection by
many people living .in the vicinity of
Belmont."

He went
out to play with some of his little friends
at that time, and, since he went toward
Anacostla bridge, his parents believe he
has been drowned.
The people of the neighborhood knew

the boy well, and a woman, a friend of
the 8herry family, says she knows that
Everett got as far as the bridge. Be¬
yond that nothing is known. Even the
harbor police, who have been dragging
the river, have not answered the hourly
questions of the 'boy's frantic father and
mother.

Clue Is Cast Aside.
The only clue so far has been a cap

found on the bridge. It was an ordinary
cap. such as might be worn by any boy.
but this clue has been cast aside as

worthless, since Mrs. Sherry believes her
child had on a white cap with some ad¬
vertising lettering on it when he left home
to play. That cap has not been recov¬
ered.
Although the boy was little more than

a child he had almost a grown-up ac¬
quaintance with the river. He paddled in
the water at the shore and sailed about
in boats. He was well known to the
men who work along the river, especially
to the watchman on the bridge, who is a
friend of the Sherry family. The watch¬
man, however, has not been able to help
solve the mystery.

Believe He Is Dead.
Harbor police spent considerable time

yesterday looking for Everett, but had to
abandon their search temporarily when
they learned of the recovery of the body
of George W. Collins, near Dixie Land¬
ing. It is probable they will go to work
searching for Everett Sherry today. Oth¬
er police in the city have not Riven up
hope that the child is alive, and descrip¬
tions of him have been sent out to all
precincts.
Mr. and Mrs. Sherry, however, have

abandoned hope. They believe their boy
would have returned to them if he were
alive.

Representative Austin Gathers
Additional Evidence Against

Pension Official.

Evidence is being accumulated b3' Rep¬
resentative .Austin of Tennessee which!
will be used by him in his demand that
the demotions of the pension office old
soldiers and veterans' widows be investi¬
gated by the House of Representatives.
The names of three additional old sol¬

diers recently reduced were received by
him yesterday. Also he obtained the
names of Ave veterans who had previous¬
ly been employed in the office of the audi¬
tor for the Post Office Department and
who have been- dropped from the rolls of

the government service by what is al¬
leged to have been a trick. The five em¬
ployes were transferred to the temporary
roll of the pension office after changes in
the auditor's office had been made which
resulted in a lopping off of salaries there.
It was represented to the five veterans, so
the story goes, that after being transfer¬
red to the pension office steps would be
taken to insure their permanent employ¬
ment there. However, they were drop¬
ped eventually and no effort, it is alleged,
was made to retain them.
Mr. Austin has been endeavoring to In¬

duce some one pension office clerk to
make a formal complaint to the civil
service commission, and he expects that
he will have something to show the com¬
mission tomorrow. Meantime his resolu¬
tion calling for a report from the pen¬
sion office, through the Secretary of the
Interior, is before the committee on ex¬
penditures in the Department of the In¬
terior, but has not been officially called
to the attention of the chairman. Repre¬
sentative Graham of Illinois. That com¬
mittee is not properly organized, accord¬
ing to the chairman, who says It has no
clerk. Whether this lack of organization
will prevent a thorough investigation of
the complaints from the pension office is
not bothering Mr. Austin, who expressed
himself yesterday as confident the proper
Information will be forthcoming.
