Boath the House and the Senate have
had the conference in view from the
start.

Again it is of interest 1o go back
twenty vears to the revision of the tariff
made by the democratic party under the
second Cleveland administration. Then,
as now. the democratic majority in the
Senate was small. Then, as now, the
Senate had made many changes in the
hill passed by tie House. Then. as now,

the bill was not entirely satisfactory to
the democrats of either faction.

The conference was protracted and bit-
ter. There was sirong pulling for the
biil in its original House form. Wiliiam
1. Wilson and his friends insisted that
they had properly interpreted the tariff
plank of the platform upon which Mr.
Cleveland lhad stood in 1802, while Mr.
Gorman and his friends were equally sure
that the amendments to the House bill
they had made were demanded by party
and personal grod faith.

Mr. Cleveland took the House side of
the controversy, and exerted the influence
of the presidency in support of Mr. Wil-
son. But he entered the field too late,
and besides was empty handed. Mr.
Gorman was strongly intrenched, and Mr.
Cleveland had no ammunition demanded
by the engagemeni. The bulk of his pat-
ronage had been used in the fight to
secure the repeal of the purchasing clause
of the so-called Sherman silver act. So
Mr. Gorman won. It was the bill as
amended by the Senate or nothing. and
the House in the end yisided.

The coming confersnce need be neither
protracted mor bitter. WhY, indeed,
should not Mr. Wilson dominate the con-
ference situatien as he ihas done the sit-
uations ieading up te iiT Ha was eariy
in the field. and his sack of favors has
been drawn upon but siightiy. His am-
munition chests are heaped hifk.

Another poini is that while they differ
#s to certain classiications and #Hiures,
Mr. Underwood and Mr. 8immonz are not
as far apart in tariif matters as were
Mr. William L. Wilson and Mr. Gorman.
The West Virginian was in theory, and
anxious to be in practice, a free trader,
while the Maryland sensator was frankly
a protectionist.

“Aptitude and Probsble Eficiency.”

Secretary Daniels is just nowx explain-
ing why he made certain changes in the
list of commissions in the Marine Corps
recently published, from the reports of
the examining board before which the
applicants appeared. It develops that
certain men were displaced {from the
board's list whose marks had been
brought to a high point by good ratings
under the general head of “‘aptitude and
probable efficiency,” while other men had
loni appointive ratings through low
marks under that head. So the Secretary
took a hand and, as he explained, throw-
ing the ‘‘aptitude and probable etfi-
clency standard out of the back win-
dow,” he revised the markings and gave
commissions to four young men whom
the board had rejected, to replace four
who were recommended for appoiniment.

This matter is likely to cause consider-
able discussion. Eventually a better sys-
tem than that which is disclosed by the
Secretary’'s intervention will be devised
for obtaining the best available men for
Marine Corps appointment. If the “apti-
tude and probable ' efficiency™ standard

is to be discarded, the examinations[j¢ js most urgently to be hoped, will re-

Railroad Wreck Side Issues.

Holding the engineer of the rear train
and the flagman of the forward train that
figured in the wreck on the New Haven

road as criminally responsible for the
dizaster, the coroner at New [aven fol-
lows the usual custom of placing the

blame upon the operative-s immediately in
charge of the train management or con-
trol. That the flagman did not go back
far enough to give sufficient warning to
the approaching express is to be assumed
to have been established by the testimony
given at the secret inquest. That the
engineer failed to see or, seeing, failed to
heed the warning signals s obvious from
the facts. That each of these men is cul-
pably guilty of neglect of duty may be
taken for granted without dissent.

But back of these men is the manage-
ment that has maintained a system of
train operation which depends for success
upon hard-worked, fallible human agents.
Repeatedly—on the New Haven of late
months more frequently than on any
other American railroad lines—it has been
proved that engineers will run past sig-
nals, either because they cannot see them
or seeing do not respect them, or—and this
is a matter that demands the most search-
ing inquirv—because they know that the
taking of chances in the interest of mov-
ing the traffic is considered smart railroad-
ing by those in authority.

The traveler, whose life is intrusted to
the railway management, has no knowl-
edge of the number of hours the man in
the engine cab has worked, or how fit he
is in physical condition, or how capable
he is in point of judgment. He takes the
whole railroad management on trust. The
management takes a chance with a sys-
tem so often proved fallacious that it is
well nigh criminal to continue it longer.
A favorite argument of the defenders of
the present mode of rallroad operation is
that the percentage of accidents is very
small. Taking the total number of pas-
sengers carried, and dividing that number
into the total number of persons Kkilled,
the result is a seemingly trifling ratio.
But the smallest ratio is needless. The
wife of the one man killed out of 20,000
carried sees this as an overwhelming pro-
portion. The orphaned children of the
man and woman slain out of 100,000 can-
not take comfort from the fact that the
death of their parents has been a neg-
ligible percentage of fatalities.

Strike at the root of this evil, Commig-
sloner McChord, now beginning the fed-
eral inquiry! This is net a question of
wooden or steel cars, or tired engineers,
or lazy flagmen, but of obstinate, profit-
scraping management, avoiding as long
as possible the installation of the safety
devices that will absolutely prevent col-
lisions. Attempts to correct conditions
by ordering the abandonment of wooden
coaches or by instituting changes in the
system of rotating engineers or by length-
ening the blocks or by putting heavy fines
on enginemen who enter occupied spaces
of track will be mere palliatives, not a
cure. Nobody is safe on a railroad on
which it is physically possible to run a
train into a block on which a train is
standing. That faet, proved over and
over again by bitter experience, should
be the starting point of the reform which,

The Cost of War.

From the Chicago Journal.

There will be bitter suffering in mil-
lions of families of Europe this winter.
Coarse food will give place to coarser,
belts will be tightened in place of meals,
rations will be shortened, and every
public and private agency of relief will
be taxed to capacity to keep hardship
from becoming disaster. For more than
a thousand million dollars of Europe’'s
liquid capital has been burned up in the
Balkan war, or has gone into unpro-
ductive increases of armies already too
great for taxpayers to support. The
coming hardships wiil press most heavily
on lands which felt the devastation of
war; Turkey, and Bulgaria, and the
fought-over regionse of Thrace and Mace-
donia. In the first named countries
defeat has added bitterness to privation,
and in Turkey the inchoate character of
society will increase the ills of poverty.
But, while these lands suffer worst, no
part of Europe is wholly exempt. Fifty
thousand men are already out of work in
Berlin, and the authorities of that city
are expecting a repetition of the bread
riots of last year. Martial law prevails
over large districts in Austria and Rus-
sia. Workers in Italy are striking for a
living 'wage, and even in prosperous
France and Holland the pinch is felt.

Thousands of New Swimmers.
From the Philadelphia Inquirer.

1t is good to know, from the report of
the physical director of the public schools,
that more than 2,000 pupils of the schools
learned to swim during the present sum-
mer. Over 4,000 boys and girls were given
lessons, and of this number 48 per cent
were succeasful in learning how to take
care of themselves In the water. The in-
struction was given at the fourteen swim-
ming centers conducted by the board of
education in various parts of the city. It
is reported that 308 pupils passed the test
of swimming twenty minutes at a time,
using the breast stroke exclusively, and
that 319 pupils succeeded in swimming
ten minutes at a time. The remainder of
those who mastered the art became efll-
cient enough to help themselves in case
of accident. It was a commendable thing
for the board of education to establish
these awimming centers, and it is a cause
of gratification that they have been so
successful in turning out swimmers.

Bulgaria’s Extremity.

According to a dispatch from Sofia, the
cabinet has decided to open negotiations
with Turkey, ‘‘as it was belleved that no
other course would avert an invasion of
Bulgaria by the Ottoman forces.”” The
country not being 'in a econdition to
fight,” the feeling was that war must be
avoided at all costs. History has seldom
recorded such a decllne in military pres-
tige as has befallen Bulgaria since her
army, alded by Servian troops, captured
Adrianople literally at the point of the
bayonet, a feat that waa believed to be
impossible. The overwhelming defeat of
the main Turkish army In one of the
shortest and bloodieat campalgns of mod-
ern times gave Bulgaria the reputation
of the dominant military power in the
Balkans. In an evil hour diplomacy ask-
ed too much of the victorious army.
