Says Johnson Has Poor Memory.

“Mr. Johnson has a very poor mem-
ory,” declared a prominent citizen to-

day, who is familiar with the facts in
that case.

“When the proposition to incorporate
‘f"-‘ land lying between the Capitol and
Union station into the Capitol Grounds
as a park extension to Union station
was approved, Congress appropriated
$500,000 for the purpose of buying as
much land as possible without resort-
ing to condemnation proceed.ngs. It
was then generally understood that
Congress was willing to pay $3,600,000
for all the property needed, and the act
fof the purpose provided for an an-
nual appropriation of $500,000 until
that sum was reached.

“Under the law the commission to
look after the purchases of the prop-
erty was composed of Vice President
Sherman, Speaker Cannon, Elliott
Woods, superintendent of the Capitol
grounds and building, and James C.
Courts, then, as now, clerk to the
House committee on appropriations.
Invitations for proposals to sell the
land were regularly advertised, and
when the bids were opened August 10,
1910, it was found that the Baltimore
and Ohio Railroad Company had offer-
ed its property at approximately $£4 a
or from $1 to %4 less a
foot than property was offéered belong-
ing to private owners. It was openly
stated at the time that this ofter of
the railroad ‘company was the only
offer received by the commission
which, according to the opinion of ex-
perts, was at all reasonable.”

July 7, 1911, following the introduction
of a resolution by Representative disson
of Mississippi for a congressional in-
vestigation of the matter in which it was
intimated that members of Congress and
government officials were involved in the
so-called scheme to raid the Treasury, J.
Hampten Baumgartner for the Real Es-
tate and Improvement Company of Balti-

' more, a duly organized corporation owned

and operated by the Baltimore and Ohio
Ralilroad Company to hold title for Its
property in the District and elsewhere
pending a decision as to its use for rail-
road purposes, issued a public statement

Explains Acquirement of Land.
“After expihining what the title-holling
company was and the purposes it served,

the statement set forth that the old sta-
tion of the Baltimore and Ohio railroad

| occupied squares 632 and 681 by due au-

thority of law. The Baltimore and Ohio
Railroad Company,” it declared, “after
geveral vears negotiation with the Dis-
trict Commissioners, decided upon a new
entrance to and station in Washington.
This culminated in the act approved Feb-
ruary 12, 1001. -In anticipation of this,
the company acquired from 1808 to 1900
much of the property the plan called
for in squares 680, 682, (83 and 684, front-
ing on Delaware avenue., Wtih the pas-
sage of the act of February 28, 1904, pro-
viding for a union station, however, the
Baltimore and O i0 and the Real Estate
and Improvement Company of Baltimore
transferred to.the Washington Terminal
Company its holdings which could be util-
ized for the Union station plan.

With the exception of some small
transactions to conform to the adjust-
ing of street lines in the vicinity of the

“In the erection of a monumental sta-
tion in harmony with the improvements
of the Capitol and conforming with the
government buildings, the ral.road com-
panies have expended vastly more than
the purely railroad requirements would
