According to the opinions of experts,
fully one-half of the fires In the United
States are either due to preventable
cautes or could have been checked be-
fore any material damage had been done
{f the proper means had been provided.
Consequently, fire prevention assumes a
more important place in the minds of
those who have glven attention to the
subject than the means of protection after
the flre has been allowed to make head-
way. If no fire {e staried no protection
is required. In many parts of the coun-
try flre preventionn organizations are
springing up. A number have been or-
ganized under the auvspices of stale or
municipal governmenis, The Natlonal
Fire Protective Assoclation now has an
active commlittee devoted to the organi-
zation of State Flre Prevenilon Associa-
tlons, Such organizatlons co-operate with
the state flra marshal, with workshops
and factorles, and also with the state
board of health, In securlng interest 'n
all measures calculated to prevent the
starting of fireg

It can be explained that the
cleaning up of 1ubbish is a most effective
means of fire prevention, as some of the
greatest conflagrations upon record have
been caused by the dropping of a spark
upon a pile of dry leaves, paper, rags or
other trash.

The city of New York organized its fire
prevention bureau t{we years ago as «
part of the fire

Methods Employed department. An

appropriation was
to Enforce Orders. made for the em-

ployment of experts and an experienced
deputy fire chief was placed at its head.
The elimination of rubbish was the first
step.  Thousands eof orders were issued
compelling owners and tenants to clean
up neglected corners, “Smoking pro-
hibited” signs were tacked in all large
non-fireproof buildings, and steps were
taken toward enforcing this rule. The
remedying of dangerous exits was taken
up, and last year over 1,800 orders were

issued calling for improvements In this
direction. Fifty thousand placards em-
phasizing the danger of careless handling
of matches and instructinz housewives
how to fight fire in their homes were dis-
tributed throughout the eity.

An exhaustive investigation of incen-
diarism and its connection with the fire
insurance of the clty was also made. This
proved that at least 25 per cent of the
fires of the city were due to this cause,
and a sudden cessation of fires in certain
localities followed the ppublication of the
report upon arson and the subsequent
convietion of a large number of firebugs,
crooked adjusters and agents, upon the
evidehce furnished by the men who con-
ducted the investigation. It was shown
that some flre insurance companies made
no prior inspection upon ordinary house-
hold risks. Policies amounting to $127,500
were obtained upon a small collection of
household junk actuallv worth less than
£5. A Dbill correcting this insurance evi!
was prepared for the legislature, Al-
though it was defeated last vear, its in-
fluence has been strongly felt and s
ultimate passage is probable.

He claims that pine out of every ten
great fires could be readily extinguished
by any person during the first five or ten
minutes of their existence. After that
they could be materially held in check
until the arrival of the fire department
if only those who were present knew how,
All fires are small at the beginning. They

may come from gas, rats’' nests, oil-
soaked cotton, exposed electric wires,
and hundreds of other causes, and may
smolder for hours before breaking into
flame, If every individual would consti-
tute himself a committee of one to ex-
tinguish promptly any little smoldering
fire as soon as found, hundreds of large
fires would be prevented each year,

The laws governing fire prevention in all
large buildings have received much great-
er attention than have those for private
homes.
which prevail in most households in
America the wonder is not that fires are
g0 frequent, but that they are so rare.
Each day fires occur in houses from the
careless use of gasoline. In Washington
city a few years ago a woman was dis-
figured for life, a plumber was killed and
a fire which demolished three houses
started because some oriental rugs had
been cleaned with gasoline in an upstairs
room. The room was left closed and the
day following a plumber was engaged to
make some repairs. He entered the room
with his lighted stove and an explosion
and fire resulted. In some cities now the
street cars are placarded with the ad-
vertisement of anon-inflammable cleansing
fluid bearing the words “"For safety ' s sake
give us gasoline.” Yet until some legal
restriction prevents the sale of gasoline,
excepting for specified purposes, the dan-
gers from its use in the home will con-
tinue.

In a
record of fire causes kept in Rochester
for two months, nearly a fourth of them
were caused by candles. lamps and
matches.

| are among the most important fire pre-
ventive measures to be put into effect
in this country. One reason for the large
number of conflagrations in this counuy
as compared to Europe is that buildings
in Europe centain less inflammable mate-
rial. In some countries they are chnlefly
of stone, because wood was not so plenti-
ful as it has been here. It Is now pos-
sible to construet buildings of conecrete or
hollow tiles in this country as cheaply as
of wood, and those about to build should
carefully consider their advantage in fire
prevention.

The national board of fire underwriters
has estavlished laboratories for the test-
ing of all kinds of material as well as
appliarees used in modern buildings. Any
manufacturer can have his product tested
by them and if approved be furnished
with a certificate (o that effect. The
laboratorles have tested all kinds of
