Welcoming Address at Ban¬

Philadelphia and Cin¬
cinnati were ths guests of the shoe sec¬
tion or the Retail Merchants* Association
of Washington at a banquet held last
night at the New Ebbitt.
The visiting shoo merchants were wel¬

comed by Commissioner Oliver P. New¬
man Joseph Strasburger, chairman or
the shoe section of the local association,
was toastmaster. Mr. Strasburger made
a short address, in which he said, in part.
"We shew merchants have everything

to gain and nothing to lose by the com¬

mingling with one another in our vari-
ous shoe trade bodies. To meet our fel¬
low shoe merchants oil a common

ground of fellowship is to practice one

of the noblest sentiments.the brother¬
hood of man. There are none of us so
wise In the ways of our business that
we cannot learn something from our

competitor, and he in turn from us.

Effects of Organization.
"Organization has done wonders for the

shoe trade. Through a collective effort jstore hours have beo.n shortened, and this
has not only proved an advantage to the
merchant, but to the employes as well.
Abuses familiar to our line of endeavor
have Aeen abated or nitn.mized. and the
shoe trade generally placed ou a broader
ar.d tirmer ioundation than ever be¬
fore in its history."

DR. ERNEST LAPUCE
IS GUEST OF HONOR

Surgepn Attends Luncheon,
Performs Operations and

I>r. Ernest Laplace, the Philadelphia

surgeon and a graduate of Georgetown
University, is visiting Washington at the
home of Dr. William C. Gwynn, 1514 30th
street northwest, and was yesterday the
guest of honor at a luncheon of 150 mem¬
bers of the Washington nndical fraterni¬
ty at Dr. Gywnn's home.
Dr. Laplace, who received his degree

from Georgetown in 1880, performed a

number of operations yesterday afternoon
at a clinic conducted at Georgetown
University Hospital. One of these oper¬
ations, performed on a middle-aged man
who has long suffered from internal
trouble, was t:aid today by Dr. Gwynn to
have been practically a bloodless one.
The operation for the trouble with which
the patient suffered is usually attended
by great shock and many do not suivive,
but Dr. Laplace expressed himself as
conliuent after the operation that the
patient will be well within a few months.
Dr. Laplace also performed three other

operations, one of them on an eig.it-year-
oid boy who has suffered for a year and
a half with tuberculosis of the appendix.

were in demand at inereas ng prices.
Trout, perch, flounders rock and other
varieties of fish were on sale this morn¬
ing.
