\ « xnibitlon of graphic aits. forming"
nart or the National Museum collections,

installed temporarily on the lirst floor
of th« Smithsonian building, where it will
ontinue to he open to the public until
is reinstallation. This exhibit is prob¬
ably the most complete of its kind in the
uorld, and consists of many rare and
nique specimens. It comprises collec¬

tions on the development of writing, 11-
histrating and printing, and of the re¬

productive arts.intaglio, relief and plano-
trraphlc.including the latest photo-me-
. hanical and color processes. The evolu¬
tion of the hook, both as regards printing
and binding, will also be shown in a short
time. The whole collection Is prepared
with the i lea of presenting to the lay¬
man the different methods and steps by
which such work is accomplished.
In the series relating to writing, one

« ase contains a stylus used by the earl\
. Romans in England, and one from Ceylon.

\ oast of an ancient clay tablet, with
i-uneiform inscriptions, and papyrus and
linen specimens from the famous "Book
of the Dead" are also shown. There 1*

also a Mrro alphabet, such as is used
in the Mohammedan schools for the edu¬
cation of the native children. Copies of
the old English horn books, with the al¬
phabet and the I/ord's prayer, form in¬
teresting additions, as does a book on this
.ubject and several other specimens of
old records.

Progress of Woodcutting.
In the txhibita pertaining to illustrating

the progress in woodcutting is shown bv
relief prints from ..planks" cut with the
;.'rain, and also from boxwood blocks with
the carving across the grain. These are

all hand engraved and represent the ef¬
forts of both early and modern artists.
There are some very old wood cuts by
unknown engravers, and" others by Al-
brecht Durer, Thomas Bew ick. John An¬
drews. Timothy Cole and Henry Wolf.
In this connection. Japanese wocdcut-

ting and woodcut printing form a special
feature. The exhibit consists of the va¬

rious planks engraved in relief, used in jreproducing the original painting, each

which that particular color applies. The (
proofs of the different color-planks and
the result of each successive step are
illustrated in the composite print, as well j
is in the completed picture showing the j
various colors in their respective places. (
The resultitng print is remarkable con- .

sidering the hand method employed, the ,
igistration is perfect, and it is said that (
some Japanese printers can run off ,
black prints and from «00 to 1.800 col- ;
ored prints per day. while English and ,
American printers cannot approach tins i
output on a hand press. This division
of the collection includes a complete Jap- \
anesfs outrit for printing as well as en- ,
graving. This comprises a box of tools, ,
ooards for dampening the paper to be
printed on, the slanting table used for jholding the planks from which the prints
are taken, the bamboo-leaf covered j"baren," water-color ink. and so forth.

Etchings Made in 1480.
Some of the etchings in the collection

were made a< early as 14S0 and are re¬

markably old. since the first authentic
print known is dated 1423. Albrecht
Durer, Martin Schongauer. Hendrik
Goltzius and many other famous old
artists are represented, down to W histler,
Seymour Hayden and other modern etch¬
ers. Engraving covers the same time
ayd to a certain extent the same artists. |The processes of engraving and etching
are often combined, since most cngrav- j
ers start their work by etching and fin- jish with engraving. The picture of Ari- j
adne, by A. R Durand. the first im-|
portant engraving made in the I'nited
States, is a good example; the various j
proofs taken show how the work pro-
gressed.
In the etching series the various stages

of the plate are shown; the clean bright
copper, the waxed surface before and jalter smoking, the drawing cut through

Th.- Ben l>ay rapid shading mediums.
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invented by Benjamin Day. are very com¬
pletely shown from his first machine and |
screens down to his latest Inventions. One
part of this exhibit shows the making of
a picture in the colored supplement of
a Sunday paper In which the various
screens are employed in reproducing the
colors desired. This process is used ex¬
tensively in both engraving houses and
lithographic shops.
One case devoted to illustrating the

principles of electrotyping, contains a
series of electrotypes In the course of
completion. A few old printing preses. In¬
cluding the Bradford press, one of the
first used in the United States, are on

exhibition, a recent acquisition being a
Bruce typecasting machine, the earliest
machine of this sort now extant.
There are also in the collection, repre¬

senting the development of writing and
picture making, plain and stumped char¬
coal drawings, pencil, pen-and-ink, and
water-color sketches by American.
Chinese and Japanese artists, as well as
several oil paintings. Following this is
a series of monotypes.

DISTRICT IS IGNORED
AT SPECIAL SESSION

No Legislation of Local Inter¬
est Enacted During Sum¬

mer-Long Grind.

Senate Passes Several Bills, and

Many Important Measures Hold
Over for Regular Session.

The District of Columbia was Ignored
by Congress so far as legislation was
concerned in the special session which
closes tomorrow. With the exception of
some items in the sundry civil law, which
was passed at the present session, though
it should have been passed at the last
Congress, and some of the items in the
general deficiency bill, no legislation was
enacted for the District during the long
special session, extending from April 7
last until now.

Many important bills, however, were
introduced in both the Senate and House
relating to District affairs. These bills
will not die with the expiration of the
special session, but will retain their game
position before Congress at the r?gular I
session. :

Bills Passed by Senate.
The Senate, it is true, gave a little

more attention to District matters than
did the House, and passed several I
measures of importance, one of which
was the La. Follette bill limiting the j
hours of labor for women employed in
the District to eight hours a day and
six working days a week. The Senate
axso passed the Poindexter "red light"
hill, aimed to wipe out disorderly I
houses in the District. A resolution of- I
fered by Senator Norris calling for an I
investigation by the public utilities
commission of the operations of the I
Chesapeake and Potomac Telephone I
Company in the District also was
passed by the Senate. I
There are pending before the Senate

Distrl. t committee eighty-four District I
measures. The first regular meeting |
day of the committee is next Friday I
The committee has not held a meeting
since last summer, when action was
taken on the nominations of the excise
commissioners of the District. Senator
Smith of Maryland, chairman of the
I'ommittee. may call his committee to- j
gether this week, though in view of
the situation of the currency legisla¬
tion he may postpone District affairs '
until the currency bill has been finally
disposed of in the Senate.

Measures Now Pending.
Among the bills on the calendar of the

Senate committee are the following: To
provide for annual assessments of real
estate in the District; to create an ade¬
quate police and firemen's pension fund;
to establish a home for feeble-minded
ana imbecile children In the District; to
regulate the practice of dentistry in the
District; to provide for the sanitary wrap¬
ping of bread in the district; to provide
for a "day of rest" on Sunday; to provide
for the election of a delegate to the
House from the District; to provide for a
preferential presidential primary law in
the District; to regulate the operation
of motor vehicles in the District: to
regulate the operations of life insurance
companies; to provide a rebate of half
their fare to all persons riding on street
car.s and not furnished with seats.

Bills looking to the elimination of the
alley dwellings are also before the com¬
mittee. and it is expected that a measure
of this kind will be passed at the coming
session. Mrs. Wilson, wife of the Presi¬
dent, is much interested in this legisla¬
tion, it is said.
