GARRETT LEAVES HOSPITAL.

It Promptly Arrested for Assault on
- Mrs. Saidee C. Hutton.

Thomas J. Garrett -of Montgomery
county. Maryland, who was seriously
wounded In a pistol duel with Mrs. Saidee
C. Hutton at the tetter's home at Lrfnden,
Md., the night of. November 6, was dis¬
charged from the Garfield Hospital-this
morning. He is still suffering from the
effects of a bullet wound in his abdomen.
Detective Charles Mullen was at the

hospital when the patient was discharged,
and he placed Garrett under arrest. A
warrant for alleged assault to murder
Mrs. Hutton had been lodged against him,

and a requisition from Gov. Goldsborough
was filed with the clerk of the Supreme
Court of the District of Columbia.
The prisoner was turned over to the

marshal. Sheriff Howard of Montgomery
county. Maryland, was notified of Gar¬
rett's arrest.

The Firefly Lighting Efficiency.
The United States bureau of.standards,

following the lead of the late Prof. Sam¬
uel P. Langley, has gone to the firefly
for a lesson in economical lighting. Prof.
Langley. with his bolometer, found that
the firefly produced light with such a
little expenditure of heat that if we
could produce it as economically our gas
bills might be cents where they are now
dollars.
In order to determine still more exact¬

ly how much of a master of the art of
illumination the firefly is the bureau of
standards took photographs of the spec¬
trum of the firefly and of the carbon
glow lamps. The density of the two sets
of negatives was measured, and from this
the value of the two kinds of light was
determined. After this the energy re¬
quired for producing the light was de¬
termined, and with this information in
hand it became a simple calculation to
determine the lighting efficiency of the
two sources of light.
It was found that the lightning bug

uses 96.5 per cent of the energy used in
making light in the light itself. On the
other hand, the carbon glow lamp uses
only four-tenths of 1 per cent, the other
P9.6 per cent going to waste. In other
words, the firefly is over 200 times more
economical in the production of light

than the gashouse or the ulectric light
plant.
Prof. Langley suggested that while it

was difficult to believe that a -firefly could
utilise a temperature up to 2.000 degrees
Fahrenheit, it was not impossible that it
does so. He recalled that in the Teis¬
sier tube the scientist is ab'»* to produce
even a greater degree of brilliancy with¬
out sensible heat, although the tempera¬
ture is known TO be still higher. Hi.
thought it might be due to the fact that
the quantity of heat is so minute as to
defy investigation.
