'SUGGESTION OF METHODS
. TO INSURE RECOGNITION |

‘Regarding Legislation Cov-
ering Needs of District.

Address at Annual Meeting of As-
5 sociated Charities—Other
Speakers Heard.

After telling, from the congressional
viewpoint, the difficulties experienced
by congressmen in ruling the District,
Secretary Redfield of the Department
of Commerce, at the annual meeting of
the Associated Charities at Rauscher's
last night, told those present the
methods to use in placing their wants |
before Congress, Commissioner Oliver |
P'. Newman and Mrs. Archibald Hop-
kins, chairman of the District of Co-
lumbia section, woman's department,
National Civie f"t-i_h‘ﬂ?lnll. also spoke.

The meeting was called to order by
Corcoran Thom, president of the As-
suciated Charities, who outlined the
work that is being done by the organi-
zation, and declared that there now
was no criticism of the payment of
salaries to those who are doing the
work. Walter S. Ufford. secretary of the
organization, told of its needs, of the
work it was doing, and declared that
instead of 1,000 contributors, as at
present, the organization should have
6,000, and instead of eight women to do
the visiting there should be sixteen, He
said there should be one attendance
officer in each school division, and a
school nurse. This city is very back-
ward in promoting hyglene, he added,
but better things are coming. The Pres-
ident, his wife and his family, he said,
are back of the organization; the
churches and other philanthroplie or-

ganizations are helping and the slogan
should be *“‘co-operation.”

Secretary Redfleld’s Address.

Secretary Redfield compared the rela-

CONTROL OF TRAFFIC
BY A BUREAU URGED

Columbia Heights Citizens
Cite Need of Better Reg-
ulation in Capital.

Resolution Asks That Law Provide
for District Man as Re-
corder of Deeds.

The time is opportune for the organiza-
tion of a bureau with the police depart-
ment. to be under the direction of an in-
spector, looking to the control of all mat-
ters pertalning to traffic. Such was a
declaration contained in resolutions unan-
imous’y adopted last evening at a meet-
ing of the Columbia Heights Citizens' As-
sociation in St. Stephen’s parish hall, 14th
and Irving streets.

This bureau, it is declared., is neces-
sary, owing to the rapid growth of the
city and the introduction of thousands of
motor vehicles as a means of transit., It
should, it was declared, report on applis
cations for drivers’ licenses, keep records
of all licenses and vehicle numbers and

direct and supervise officers detailed at
intersecting streels as well as the bicycle

squad in the congested districts. J.
Clinton Hiatt, secretary of the BStreet
Safety Association, introduced the mo-
tion.

District Man for Recorder.

George . Gertman, secretary of the
association, presented a resolution recom-
mending to Congress that the existing
law be so changed that following the ex-
piration of the term of the present re-
corder of deeds the appointment shall be
made by the District Commissioners, and
that no person be appointed who has not
been a resident of the District for three
successive vears. )

The committee on public health in its
report deplored the recent ‘“wave’ of bi-
chloride of mercury poisoning and recom- |
mended that the sale of poisonous drugs
be legally restricted and that nwspapers
in dealing with cases of self-administered
poisons should be ultra-circumspect. Ac-
tion on the report was postponed.

When Dr. J. K. P. Gleason reported
that the Commissioners in thelr esti-
mates had recommmended that Congress
apprpriate 875,600 for an inebriate asy-
lum for the District, following the ef-
forts of a special committee of the
association, of which he is the chair-
man, much enthusiasm was shown.
