Huerta’s Fleeing Troops and
Civilians Straggling

Into Ojinaga.

Fugitive Federal Generals From Chi-
huahua to Fortify Village—Story
of Long Flight.

PRESIDIO, Texas, December 9.—As far
as the eve could reach there stretched
out today over the desert south of
Ojinaga, Mexico, opposite Presidio, the
straggling end of the Mexican federa]
army and the civilians who fled from
Chihuahua fo safety on the Unlted States
border. It was expected the refugees
would continue to arrive in Ojinaga all
day. A few who reached the Ameriean
side said the exodus included more than
4,0d0) persons. :

The federal troops, inecluding the most
important generals in the north, con-
tinued fortifying the village. Thls taken
with the faet that Gem- i1nez Salazar,
immediately..on his .arrival, communi-
cated with Mexico City indicated that
the federals intended to make a defense
on the border, at least until they could
receive orders from the Huerta govern-
ment.

Food supplies, of which the federals
were in- great need, will be sent across
the river, but the United States troops
have been instructed to guard closely
against any infraction of the neutrality
laws.

The civiliane whe endured the: hard-
ships of the eight-day march mostly on
foot, rather than faceethe invasion of
Chihuahua city by the rebels, are to be
allowed to cross. '

The story brought by the refugees was
that. they left Chihuahua on threée trains,
hoping to cover tlie distancé to Falomir,
the end~of the uncompléted railroad,
about ‘a ithird of the way across the
desert, but that a short distance out of
the city the first train was wrecked. All
then had to renew the journey on foot,
the federals first dynamiting the en-
gines and burning up more than 100 cars
to prevent their falling into the hands
of the rebels, :

Eight Days Over 185-Mile Trail.

In the remarkable hegira which strug-
gled for eight days over a 185-mile trail
through the desert, and endured great
hdrdships for want of food and water,
were Gen. Salvador Mercado, Huerta's
deposed military governor and command-
er of the federal troops in the north; Gen.
Pascual Orozco, Gen. Antonio Rojas, Gen.
Marcelo Caraveo, Gen. Ynez Salazar and
a host of subordinate officers. They had
deserted their post in fear of Gen. Fran-
cisco Villa's rebel army. g

Along ‘with themn came, burdened with
the property they could carry, men, wom-
en and children, representing sonve of
the richest families in the republic. Their
flight with ‘the army was in the face of
reports that they might expect no merey
should they fall into fhe hands of rebels.
Luis Terrazas, a wealthy landowner, re-
puted to own half of the state of Chi-
huahua, was said to have brought with
him a vast fortune in cash. |

I
Treasures Scattered Along Route. :

Many who had started out in vehicles
later marched on foot; scores who at-
tempted to carry their treasures had to
abandon them through sheer weariness,
s0 thelr tracks were literally strewn with
discardell impediments, clothing, bric-a-
brac and valued trinkets. Behind they
left the blackened ashes of camp fires, |
marking at eight stages on the trip the
eight nights where they had camped,
sometimes in a cold wind blowing off
the high plateau. The traveling in the
daytime was sometimnes through sand-
storms. It was impossible to estimate
the number of refugees, but observers
say they would total several thousand.

Just before the approach of the fed-
erals, whese incoming was announced by
twenty exhausted soldiers early in the
day, the few rebels at Ojinaga left their
garrison and retreated to the field.

U. 8. Troops on Guard.

United States troops were on the border
to take action in cases of any infringe-
ment the neutrality laws. It was
known that the authorities had tele-

All the available automobiles wered

taken to the border town of Marfa, Tex.,
about {ifty miles by wagon road from
Presidio, for carryving the civiian refu-
gees to the nearest railroad station at the
behest of friends of the Terrazas and
other families, and civilian refugees
began to cross to the American side last
night at the earlicst opportunity.

Ammunition Exhausted.

Before he left Chihuahua Gen. Mer-
cado had been cut off from communica-
tion for many weeks, The fact that he
could recelve no funds with which to
pay his troops was one of the reasons
given by him for evacuuting the cap-
ital.

Several fights around Chihuahua also
had exhausted his ammunition. His re-

Cabrera May Be Foreign
Minister in the Cabinet
of the Rebel President

lL.uis Cabrera, former leader of the lil-
eral party of Mexico, who has been in
Washington for some time, ‘1éft last
night for Hermosillo, the headquarters

of the constitutionalists, and it was said
on good authority here today that he will
become minister of foreign relations in
the provisional cabinet of Gen. Carranza,
succeeding ¥Francisco Escudero, who was

‘rétired last week.

Senor Cabrera was summoned to Her-
mosillo by Gen. Carranza in several
urgent telegrams. e i= known to be
thoroughly in sympathy with the consti-
tutionalist ovement and frequently
while here declared that the only way
peace will ever come to Mexico will be
through reforms in the economic and
political affairs of his country.

Headquarters at Chihuahua.

Following the departure from Washing-
ton, of Senor Cabrera, it was said here
today that Gen. Carranza probably will
move his headquarters to Chihuahua City
within the next ten days, establishing a
civil government in much the Ssame wa)
as he has already done in Sonora, Du-
rango and Sinaloa.

Details of the reasons why Senor Is-
cudero was relieved of his position made
it plain that Gen. Carranza had dismissed
him, despite close personal friendship. It
was said that the negotiations between
Willinm Bayvard Hale and Senor Escudero
had nothing to do with the affair, but

| that the former minister of foreign aflairs

had made some rather intemperate state-
ments which Gen. Carranza did not like.

Constitutionalists here made it plain to-
dav that the arrival of the fleeing fed-
erul forces at Ojinaga dispels any fear
that a federal coup was being planned
and that now the constitutionalists will
he able to operate more freely. It was
also said that before the constitutionalist
troops march on Mexico City care will be
taken to defeat all federal forces in the
north to prevent any outbreaks after
they leave.

Attack on Monterey.

The constitutionallst confldential agency
here today gave out the information that
Monterey, capital of the state of Nuevo
l.eon, and one of the most important
cities in northern Mexlco, is now being
attacked and is expected to fall within a
short time.

The Colombian legation here today an-
nounced the receipt of a cable from its

government denying a recent report from
Mexico City that the Mexican congress
had received from the Colombian govern-
ment a note denouncing the United States
for interfering with Central and South

American republics.

ATLARGE MASS MEETING

Citizens Declare Overcrowding
at Eastern Should Be
Remedied.

Dr. W. S. Small in Discussing Insti- |
tution’s Future Indorses Agri-
cultural Course.

That the Eastern High School has one-
tenth of the high school pupils of the
District, that it has only one-fifteenth of
the classroom capacity and that the cost
of the school is but one-twentieth of the
total cost of high school property, was
brought out last night at the mass meet-
ing of citizens of East Washington in the
auditorium of the schooi building, at Sth
street and Pennsylvania avenue south-
east, for the purpose of bringing about
the passage of the recommendation in the
estimates of the Commissioners that

$150,000 be spent for a suitable new school
site.

The meeting, largely atténded by both
men and women, was presided over by
th'e t:et!ring superintendent of schools, Dr.
William M. Davidson, who stated his
firm belief that the Eastern High School
was one of the best of its kind not only
in the city, but in the country as well.
Dr. kI)mrh:hsor:. in his introductory re-
marks, spoke of his desire to see s
day in existence his ideal—a combin:.?:gg
or cosmopolitan high school, where a stiu-
dent might combine elective courses of a
manual or business nature with the regu-
lar academic work—and hoped that the

new Lastern High School when bui
might be of that charu.ctcr'. o

Entitled to the Best.

“Washington is cntitled to the best
that the District and the national gov-
ernments can afford to give it,” said Dr.
Davidson, *“as its records of enrollment
show th~t it is a distinct believer in sec-
ondary schools, Although I am leaving

the District of Columbia, it will always
have in me a friend, who will ﬂghg t%r

;:ata,'r?d its interests at the drop of the

Henry P. Blair, president of the bo

of education, in discussing the plansag:}
the board for the proposed new school,
stated that a genuine need therefore was
now generally felt, and, in all probability
a 1,000 or 800 pupil school would at once
be filled to its doors. He recommended
the location of such a school to serve
best the population for which it was
intended, together with such changes in
the curriculum as would obviate the
necessity of long trips to other parts of
the city to obtain desired courses. Mr,
Blair, in conclusion, earnestly requested
the co-operation of all citizens of East
Washington with the board of education,
_uw District Commissioners, the super-
intendent of schools and the principal
of the Eastern High School in hastening
the day of choosing and procuring a
proper location for the new school.

Cites Facts and Figures.

‘““Some TFacts and Figures' was the
theme of Dr. W, S. Small, the principal of
the school. He stated that the enrollment
of the Eastern High was, in 1005, 206,
and, in 1813, 467, taking this as an indica-
tion of how soon the capacity of even
the new school would be exhausted. As
regards the utilization of the old build-
ing, he said that the day was not far oft
when the seventh and eighth grades of
the grammar schocls would be segregated,
and that there would be a building at
hand for the purpose.

A surprising recommendation made by
Dr. Small was the incorporation of a
course in agriculture in at least one of
the high schools of Washington, and the
hope was expressed that it might be the
Eastern High School. There are within
5 or 100 miles of the city, =aid Dr.
Small, thousands of young men in need
