DESIGNED DEATH BUILDING.

Washington Architect Unable to Ac¬
count for Calumet Horror.

The building l t Calunu-t. Mich., in j
which so many lives wire lost during a

Christmas celebration last night, when
a false alarm of fire was sounded, was j
erected from plans prepared by Paul H
Macneil, an architect now engaged in
business in this city with his brother, un¬

der the firm name of Macneil & Macneil.
Mr. Macneil said today he was unable

to account for the great loss < f life
which resulted when the women and j
children attempted to rush from the
building. He asserted the stairways and
hall in the structure are wider than thos<
required in such a structure by t e l>is-
trict building regulations. At the front
of the building there is a flight of sta:rs
seven feet wide, he said, and a slightly
narrower flight is located at the rear
The building is provided with fire es¬

capes at one side and at the end. lie
declared.

Arrangement of Building.
It is a two-story structure and was

erected in December, li*»H, for the Italian
Mutual Benefit Association of that place.
It has a frontage of sixty-five feet and a

depth of ninety feet. On the ground
floor a store and a saloon are located.
There is a hali, fifty by eighty feet, on

the second floor It is fitted with a stage,
beneath which is located a dining room,
where refreshments are served whenever
dances are he.d.
The building is made of what is termed

slow-burning or mill construction, Mr.
Macneil declared. The walls are of brick.
The site on which it stands formerly was
Occupied by a frame structure containing
a hali. This was burned down and the
brick structure was erected in its place.
Wide halls and stairs and ample lire

escapes were provided. Mr. Macneil says.
The front or main stairs consist of two
flights with a platform between them.
The building was erected at a cost of
about **>,000.

Federal Inquiry Asked.
Secretary of Labor Wilson received the

following telegram today from Charles
H. Moyer, president of the Western Fed¬
eration of Miners, who is directing the
copper strike at Calumet and vicinity,
demanding federal investigation of th<
Christmas eve tragedy. The telegram
dated last night, was as follows;
"While striking miners with their wives

and little ones were arranging for a
Christmas tree in a hall at Calumet,
Mich., tonight, the door was opened by a
person who gave a false alarm of fire.
In their effort to get out of the hall sev¬
enty-seven people lost their lives. Cir¬
cumstances surrounding this terrible oo
mrrence demand immediate investigation
by the government. I have wired the
President. Will you see him and urgt
Immediate action?"
Secretary Wilson s.iid he would com

municate with the President as soon at
possible, but that he did not know wheth
er the government would have jurisdiction
in such a case.

power there was a succession of revolu¬
tions, w hich brought about rapid changes
in the Mexican government. He opt>:nis-
ticallv predicted that the present trouble
will be solved satisfactorily, an-I that
when another strong man goes into

power Mexico will have another long
reign of peace.
