COMET NEARING EARTH; i
MAY SOON BE VISIBLE

At Present Powerful Glass Is Neces- j
sary to Make Out Heav-

I
enly Wanderer.

As it is apparently drawing nearer the
earth, it is probable that Delavan's comet,
the latest stranger in the sky, soon may
become visible to the naked eye. l,a.st
night, however, it was only visible
through the powerful five-inch finder of
the great telescope at the Naval Observa¬
tory here.
The comet was discovered by Paul T.

Delavan of the Argentine naval observa¬
tory at Da Plata. Prof. Asaph Hall,
United States Navy, of the Naval
Observatory, December 18 was the llrst
to observe it In this country.

Powerful Glass Needed.
"According to the telegram from .South

America." Prof. Hall said today, "a'larg'"j
telescope was necessary for observations
there, meaning probably the seventeen-
inch reflector of the i-a Plata observa¬
tory. The comet has a bripht nebulosity,
and on the night of December 11» it show¬
ed a fair y bright nucleus, surrounded by
nebulosity, and appeared to have a faint
tall following.

"It was not visible in the two-and-one-
half-inch finder. ... .....

"The night of December 22 there was
considerable haze, so that no tail was to
be seen."

How to Find Comet.
Amateur astronomers with small

glasses may seek the comet. Prof. Hall
said, by using the star /.eta Eridani for
a starting point. "The coihet Is approxi¬
mately 14l£ minutes of time west of this
star, he explained, "and north of it 2 l-l»
degrees. It is moving west about ~i4 sec¬

onds of time per day, north about
minutes, but there has not been enough
motion so far to compute an orbit."
This is the sixth comet discovered this

year. The one that has attracted the
mopt attention was found by Neujuin
September 3. This was a very small
body and showed only the slightest trace
of nebulosity, its appearance being rather
that of an asteroid.

PLEADS Fi SUPPORT
l)F WW BY CITIZENS

Justice Stafford Talks to New Eng¬
enders.Six Great Ameri¬

cans Named.

NEW YORK. December .Justice
Wendell Phillips Stafford. Judge of the
Supreme Court of the District of Colum¬
bia. made a strong plea for support of
the law by citizens at the annual dinner
of the New Kngiand Society last night
at the Waldorf-Astoria.
More than 4«»i diners, many men of

national prominence. vigorously ap¬
plauded the judge. He was down to
answer to the toast. "Forefathers" I»a>."'
but talked on "The 1'eople and the
Courts" for about fort>-live minutes.
The chan*r«- came sis a surpris--
Justice Stafford began by saying that

while in a large measure It i> true that
"law is the government of the living by
? he dead." !t shoufil be held sacred and
indubitable.
"In a democracy." lie .~.aid. "the w hole

problem is simply how '"an tne right:- of
the minority i>«. made secure. The ma¬
jority can take care of it-elf.

Should Hold Law Invioable.
"TUe people need to look upon the law

as their law and to resent any dis¬
obedience of Its mandates jls a defiance
of their wi 1. Ideas have ruled the
world and men are only puppets in com¬

parison. Xothlng could be better for
the people of this land today than to
take possession of the idea that law. the
expression of their own united personal¬
ity, is a thing -.loble and inviolable,
worthy of every service and sacrifice,
and that it must and shall be obeyed.
There never was a great nation that did
not reverence the law. There can be no

great nation without cohesion, and ro
cohesion without law."
In speaking of the courts he said that

the qcestlon of the present seem«*i to t>e
whether the faculty of judgment shall
be exercised as in times past by a body
of men set apart by the people for that
purpose and guarded as far as possible
from improper inliuence or whether it be
exercised by the majority for the time
being in the electorate at large. Would
the majority, he asked, be less likely
to be swayed by passion, warped by
prejudice and misled by temporary ures
The courts need the people, he declared,
hardly less than the people need the
courts, because every profession if left
to itself, has a way of growing bigoted
and narrow minded.
Gov. Baldwin of Connecticut declared

that the New England states had led all
others in forming an American I'nion.
and had led the world in launching a

practical plan l'or settling disputes among
nations by impartial arblrtation.
Dr. Irving Bacheller made a plea for the

"little old school" wliere children were

educated as Individuals and not on the
wholesale plan, and said that the great¬
est personages in American life had
learned their three R's In the old-fash¬
ioned way. Among them were *ix great
men who had done all the big things
accomplished in America since 1ST*>.
Those he named were Commodore Van-
derbilt. business man; Abraham Lancoui.
statesman; Thomas A. Edison, inventor;
Marl: Twain, novelist; Horace Greeley,
journalist, and Walt Whitman, poet.
